President's Plan 
On Energy, Price 
Increase Factor 

Lou Ponzetto, chief of the Oil and 
Natural Gas Division, Kentucky Geologic 
Survey, was qliJted this week as saying 
the "explosion" in energy prices is 
stimulating exploration for new gas 
reserves in Kentucky. 

But, according to officials of two of 
Eastern Kentucky's major gas com­
panies - Columbia and Kentucky West 
Virginia, both of which have offices here 
- no such stimulation is seen in the 
Eastern Kentucky field. 

In fact, a Columbia spokesman said, 
his company may be cutting back, at 
least temprarily. Five wells were 
scheduled for drilling in Pike county this 
year, for i_patance. One was drilled. The 
other four may be cancelled. 

Kentucky West Virginia Gas Company 
has two wells under way in Pike county, 
but most of its exploration is being done 
in the Perry-Leslie county area. 

"We don't expect any big flurry," the 
company representative said. "We're 
drilling less than years ago, and our 
operations are expected to remain about 
as they now are," he added. 

Both men indicated that the Carter 
energy plan and the price of gas will go 
far to detennine future drilling ac­
tivities. 

Yet Jack Wilson, geologic planner for 
Columbia Gas Transmission Co., has 
been qooted recently as saying that 
drilling activity is going to pick up. "We 
have plans for more wells," he said. 

He was quoted as decliniDI to say bow 
many wells his company plans this year, 
since they aren't yet budgeted.

First contracts on new four-lane KY 80 
between Water Gap and Hazard are 
expected next month, it was said in 
Frankfort last week after the Kentuck~ 
Turnpike Authority had authorized a $212 
million bond issue to finance c~tion 
of the road. 

The first section of the highway to be 
let to contract is expected to be in the 
Perry county end of the 42-mile project. 

Most of the right-of-way in Floyd 
county remains to be acquired, and some 
decisions on the routing of the road were 
reported yet to be made. 

Although the huge construction job is 
not expected to be completed before 1980, 
Governor Carroll says he expects some 
sectors to be open before he leaves office 
in 1979. 

Engineers estimate that the road will 
cost almost $4 million a mile because of 
the mountainous terrain through which it 
will be built. 

The new KY 00 will not be a toll road 
like others financed through the Turn· 
pike Authority. The negotiated sale of the 
bonds is scheduled for late this month. 
They will be bought and resold by a group 
of underwriters headed by Blyth, 
Eastman, Dillon II: Co., of New York, and 
Dupree & Co., Lexington.

Fear of 'White Lung' 

Citizens of Auxier are protesting the 
proposed construction of an ammonium 
nitrate loading ramp in their community 
and are asking that the state close down 
one which has operated there since 1971. 

The existing loading ramp, operated by 
Austin Powder Company, a Cleveland­
based firm, is used to transfer the 
powdery chemical from rail cars to 
trucks, and Auxier residents claim the 
operation t.m!ates drifting, chokinl dust 
which causes particular problems in 
~~n IAiho a1,..4J.sulfer bl8c:k W.C 
and other espiraft>ry aihnen&s related to 
coal mining. 

Ammonium nitrate, a common fer· 
tilizer, is loaded at the-Auxier ramp for 
use in miryng operatons where it is mixed 
with diesel fuel to form a powerful ex· 
plosive which is used in blasting. 

A petition, bearing the names of 225 
Auxier residents, asks that the state 
Division of Air Ppllution order the 
removal of the Austin ramp and prevent 
the establishment of another a few 
hundred feet from the existing ramp by 
Southern Explosives Corp. <SEXCO), of 
Glasgow, Kentucky. 

Residents who live near the C. II: 0. 
Railway's tracks are especially out­
spoken on the problem. One, Clifford 
McKenzie, 60, said, "I worked coal mines 
that were so dusty that tbe light on a 
man's head looked like a little firebug. 
It's really rough on people like us to have 

to breathe more dust now." 
Officials of the two company's contend 

that the residents' objections are liD· 
founded and they said they are taking 
steps to make the ramps cleaner. 

SEX CO operated a ramp for a few days 
in Auxier before it was forced to close by 
the state Division of Air Pollution.

worse flooding for that area in the future. 
The chief spokesman for the delegation 

of residents was John B. DuPuy, who 
said residents wece "alarmed, depressed 
and concerned" about flood protection 
outside the cut. 

In a letter to city commissioners last 
week, DuPuy asked the city to stop work 
on the Cut-Through Project until the 
flooding situation can be studied more 
fully. 

DuPuy told city commissioners ... that 
the past studies made by the Army Corps 
of Engineers took into consideration the 
weather conditions between 1861 and 
1957. However, he said the 1977 flood has 
proved all those statistics to be changed. 

DuPuy maintained that if the city goes 
through with the highway and river 
projects that the Lower Bowles Addition, 
plus the other areas downriver, would be 
flooded worse or even washed away 
entirely because the river current will be 
swifter. 

DuPuy wanted to know what im­
mediate relief residents might expect. 

Mayor William C. Hambley told the 
delegation that there could be no im­
mediate relief. And he said, "If God 
sends enough water," Lower Bowles will 
be flooded again. 

The proposed flood gates would protect 
the downtown section of the city from 
future flooding, the mayor said. "If you 
had the choice of saving $30 million or 
losing $2 million, we'll lose $2 million," 
Mayor Hambley said. 

DuPuy said that what the residents 
were trying lo say was that now is the 
ideal time to build a floodwall to protect 
areas that are inside city limits but 
outside the Cut-Through Project. 

And he said it might cost a lot of 
money, but he thought a federal court 
would listen to a suit designed to give 
people flood protection "before we pull 
the plug" to change the water channel 
on the Levlsa Fork of the Big Sandy 
River. 

A bill has been approved in the Senate 
which calls for the Corps of Engineers to 
speed flood protection to Pikeville. The 
legislation calls for construction of 
Ooodwalls.

The Army Corps of Engineers has received from the Chessie 

System application for a permit to change the channel of Johns 
Creek a distance of 1,600 feet at four points in Pike county so that 
the rail firm can build more than eight miles of railway down one 
side of the creek which ultimately forms Dewey Lake. 

That means that, inevitably, Dewey Lake will be muddier and 
more silt-laden, if possible, over a period of months than ever 
before. 

The Corps of Engineers will hear those who have an interest in 
the matter if a hearing is requested. The railway company will 
be the main, if not the only, beneficiary, since permission to 
change the creek channel will obviate the necessity of crossing it 
via bridges. But the creek will be changed.

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Interest in the fracturing ("frackin") 
process for the Devonian <black) shale 
continues, with a government-sponsored 
study continuing. Kentucky West 
Virginia is a pioneer in this method, first 
usmg it m 1967 instead of the usual 
"shooting" process. It's more costly, but 
the company now "fracks" 95 per cent of 
the wells it drills to the shale.

Natural gas production in Kentucky 
haspeen steadily declining since the end 
of the 1960s when state production 
reached a high of 88 billion cubic feet, 
down to 60.5 billion in 1975.

Week, May 15-22 

The Floyd Conservation District an­
nounces Soil Stewardship Week will be 
observed nationally this year from 
Sunday, May 15 to Sunday, May 22. 

The main theme of the observance is 
the allegiance of all men to God and their 
dependence on His grace for all good 
things, including the priceless gifts of air, 
soil, water, and sunshine which make all 
living things possible 

The custom of setting aside special 
days for this purpose <Rogation Days) 
began more than 1500 years ago near 
Vienne, France after natural disasters 
brought widespread hunger. By the end 
of the eighth century. the church for­
mally adopted the custom. 

Throughout parts of the southern 
United States, earlier in this century, 
churches and their congregations began 
to set aside the fifth Sunday after Easter 
as Soil and Soul Sunday. This became 
Soil Stewardship Sunday when, in 1946, 
the publishers of Farm and Ranch 
magazine suggested to religious leaders 
of the South that one Sunday be 
set aside each year to remind their 
congregations of man's duty to be a 
good stewart of the land. 

The National Association of Con­
servation Districts , in 1955, undertook to 
encourage a nation-wide observance 
mvolving many religious denominations. 
The present format gives churches the 
choice of two Sundays m which to have 
special sermons or other types of ob­
servance.

Hammond Says Coal, 
River Locks Needed 

State Senator Jim Hammond, of 
Prestonsburg , last week proi>Qsed in a 
letter to President Carter a com­
prehensive dealing with national 
problems and those of developing 
nat ions. 

The letter followed Hammond's par· 
ticipation early last month in the Foreign 
Policy Conference for Young Political 
Leaders to which he was invited by the 
President and the State Department. 

In Senator Hammond's plan Eastern 
Kentucky coal would figure heavily, and 
he revived an issue that has not been 
talked in years - locks and dams for the 
Big Sandy. 

He suggested to the President a 
Marshall Plan-type rebuilding program 
for war-ravaged Vietnam, CambOdia and 
Laos, using coal as the major energy 
source, and implementing such a policy 
to keep Southeast Asia in the sphere of 
American influence rather that of Red 
China or the Soviet Union . 

Envjsioning an abundant supply of coal 
as a deterrent to nuclear proliferation 
whtch may threaten the world, Ham­
mond wrote of his fuel plan: 

"A major crisis facmg the entire world 
is, of course, a source of energy. The 
United States has vast reserves of solid 
form of hydrocarbon in the form of fossil 
fuel- coal. Coal can be readily used to 
generate electrical energy for the 
production of steel for heavy industry. 
Alloys of steel can be produced from 
energy derived from electrical power. 
Aluminum and other metals needed for 
basic mdustrial development can be 
produced through the use of electrical 
energy. Electrical energy can provide 
for purification of water for human 
consumption and the supplying of water 
for agricultural purposes and sewage 
treatment, as well as for heating and 
cooling individual homes. 

"A large part of the balance of 
payments problem is directly at· 
tributable to the importation of crude oil 
to meet the energy needs of these United 
States. Therefore, a good domestic policy 
in developing energy supplies to meet the

cheap barge transportation can be had 
for transporting coal from Virgima, 
Eastern Kentucky, and West Virginia. 
The coal could then be cheaply moved 
down to the Ohio River by barge from 
these areas. That would serve as a source 
of developing and meeting the domestic 
goals outlined in your programs A side 
effect of the dredgmg, lockmg and 
damming of the Tug and Levisa Forks of 
the Big Sandy River would be to assist in 
the control of flooding throughout 
Eastern Kentucky, Western Virginia, 
and West Virginia, so that \\e would not 
have the devastation of this area uch as 
experienced in the recent flooding of 
1977, in 1972, 1968, 1963, 1957 and 1937, and 
periods in between of lesser devastation 
This barging of coal, once the coal gets to 
the Ohio River, ties the Eastern Ken­
tucky and Western Virginia coal fields m 
with the Pennsylvania, West Virg inia 
and Southern Oh1o coal fields . 

"Likewise, the Kentucky River and its 
tributaries could be dredged, locked and 
dammed so coal could be moved to the 
Ohio River by cheap barging rates from 
Kentucky's Bell, Harlan, Perry, Letcher, 
Whitley, and contiguous coal counties. 

"The moving of coal down the Ohio 
River in this manner would, of course, 
take a monumental investment by the 
federal government, but 1t would be a 
domestic investment that would have 
humanitarian and economic benefits to 
the United States and the Appalachian 
area particularly, and tap a reserve of 
energies never before tapped and that is 
the high unemployed manpower from the 
Appalachian region .' '

In addition they place a warning 
sticker on doors or windows warnmg 
potenttal thieves that the house or 
business is protected by Operation 
Identification.

Leadership

Teacher said Dickie had qualities or 
leadership. Mom and Dad want them 
developed. Some youngsters display such 
evidence early. Good leaders are needed 
in all undertakings, for no organization 
ever goes ahead or its director. God 
wants man's best in everything. Young 
folks yearn to succeed. Ambition should 
be fostered. Most leaders were made, not 
born such. Leadership involves much, in 
home, school or church; social , civic or 
political groups ; occupations or 
professions. 

Multiple courses on leadership, speech, 
drama , communications, etc . are 
available. Books on every aspect of 
leadership are plentiful. Effective 
leadership is a learning process 
throughout life. Leadership should not be 
forced on persons of any age, but training 
children in some skills will be an asset, 
even if circumstances do not cast them .in 
lead roles. Parents can help. Positions of 
honor seek the person but they rarely 
seek one poorly qualified. Sometimes, 
prejudice prevails-belief that family, 
friends, or self are superior. Such an 
attitude guarantees failure . Partiality is 
destructive. Cliques should be 
discouraged. Lack of bias is one 
hallmark of good leaders . 

Leaders are not necessarily gifted or of 
high I.Q. Creativity is often listed as one 
requisite. Some think success is the chief 
criterion for identifying competent 
leaders. Edis6n said genius was 90 per 
cent perspiration and 10 per cent in· 
spiration, so include the word, "work" ! 
Edison is ranked a genius, though his 
teacher said he was a dtmce! Good 
leaders are good followers . Some per­
sonalities cannot follow anyone. They are 

they show appreciation for what 
assistants do. 

The " I, Me, My, Mine," philosophy is 
as deadly as it is obvious. Obsession with 
power and the platform wreck some 
aspiring leaders. With few exceptions, 
self-centeredness is learned or not 
learned in childhood. The small tot is 
taught to share toys, books, parental 
love, not to demand all attention. Unless 
he learns th1s, woe to all surrounding 
him. Is anything more pathetic than an 
"adult child" who craves the limelight? 
Talents of people vary. Some do excel, 
but everyone can do something if enlisted 
and boosted. One formula for successful 
leadership is to USE people, not for 
selfish reasons but to give society the 
advantage of their skills and services, 
and to help them achieve success. The 
best leaders stay alert for hidden 
capabilities in every person, which go 
unnoticed in some until twilight years. It 
is rewarding to discover latent en­
dowments and play even a small part in 
bringing them to fruition. Authorities say 
only 10 per cent of ths potential of people 
is ever tapped. What a loss, one that 
leaders can prevent.

Did Mining Hold Back Water? 

Sediment basins, like this one at Miller Branch in Breathitt 
county trap sediment as it leaves the watershed. Water drains 
from t~e basin through the slots on the riser at right. 

In the wake of severe April floods in 
West Virginia and Kentucky, a number of 
reasons have been suggested for the 
disaster. 

Talk has centered around the 
possibility that certain activities may 
have affected the ground's ability to hold 
excess water . Primary among the 
practices named as possible causes is 
strip·mining, a process in which 
vegetation and soil are stripped away to 
reach the coal beneath. 

Willie Curtis, a hydrologist with 10 
years experience in strip-mine 
reclamation research with the USDA 
Forest Service in Bera, says we should 
Jlot be too quick to lay the blame on 
mining. Data from experiments on mined 
land shows that mining may, in fact, 
reduce the impact of floods, according to 
Curtis. 

Curtis' opinion is based on data 
collected during the first nine days of 
April. The rains that produced the floods 
fell on April 4. 

Reporting in a 1972 publication, Curtis 
noted that water coming from surface­
mined watersheds flowed at a peak rate 
three to five times higher than that of 
water from unmined areas. This con­
tradicts his present findings, but Curtis 
says that the difference may be due to a 
change in mining methods and the fact 
that no sediment control structures were 
present in the earlier study. Sediment 
basins, though designed to trap sediment 
and not to hold water, slow its flow 
considerably when not filled with 
deposits. 

Although conflicting facts about the 
effects of strip-mining on water 
resources leave the waters a bit muddy, 
1t's clear that the question is a complex 
one that requires closer examination.

On the day of heavy rain, 
April 4, the mined areas produced less 
streamflow than the unmined area, and 
then yielded more water on each of the 
next five days, facts which point to mined 
land's capacity for retaining water.

In addition, the total amount of water 
flowing from Miller Branch and Mullins 
Fork, the mined watersheds, for the nine 
days was 2.73 inches and 2.88 inches, 
respectively, while unmined Jenny Fork 
yielded 4.03 inches More than an inch f 
rain was stored somewhere on each of 
the mined watersheds. 

And where would an inch of water be 
hidden? Curtis suggests that the large 
amounts of broken-up rock found in 
mined soil provide storage space for 
water. 

Another possible reason for increased 
water storage was eliminated when the 
facts were examined more closely . 
Sediment basins built at Miller Branch 
and Mullins Fork in 1969 could 
theoretically have held the excess water . 
But over the years, as silt built up in the 
basins, their capacity for storing water 
dropped significantly. Now, even at peak 
storage, neither basin could hold enough 
water to make a dent in either the flow 
rate or the total water released by the 
watersheds. Also, water marks showed 
that the basins never reach~ peak 
capacity during the nine day period. 

Not all research results. including 
previous data of his own, agree with 
Curtis' findings . 

In an early study, water flowed more 
erratically from a mined watershed than 
from an unmined area. During storms, 
the mined ~rea released more water than 
its unmined counterpart, while on 
average days it released less. 

On the other hand, researchers ob­
serving watersheds in Indiana during the 
dry summer of '64, noticed that streams 
draining mined land were flowing, while 
streams from nearby unmined areas 
were dry.

In days gone by, one of 
the greatest joys of boyhood 
was &omg barefoot. Young 
lads looked forward to that 
time m spring when they 
could pull off their brogans 
with the same anticipation 
usually reserved for Christ· 
mas. W1lhout encumbering 
shoe , they could run faster, 
JUmp htkber, scale trees with 
much JJCater ease, and wade 
creek , branches and mud 
puddles without having to 
worry about soiled shoes or 
wet

Going barefoot nsked 
cuts, nad and thorn punc­
tures, stubbed toes, ankle 
scratches and extremely pain­
ful stone bruises, but the ad· 
vantages more than out· 
weighed the risks. Bemg 
better able to skin up a sarvis 
or mulberry tree, something 
often all but tmpossible when 
weanng shoest was deemed 
worth JUS! about any risk. 

There were other advan­
tages, too. Barefooted, a boy 
could clamp his feet around 
its belly and thus stay much 
lon&_er on the bare back of a 
wilaly bucking bull calf. Then 
witli much less noise he could 
sneak upon and catch a 
young rabbit mbbling clover, 
or a big bullfrog perched on a 
tog watting to gobble up some 
unwary dragonny. 

Shoes were usually doffed 
around Decoration Day in the 
spnng and, except on Sun· 

days and on cold mornings m 
early fall, were not donned 
again for good until somet1me 
in ovember. In the mean· 
time, the soles of the feet 
thickened and grew tougher 
than whangleather, becoming 
impervious to puncture by 
anything less sharp than nails, 
broken glass, tines of a pitch· 
fork, or thorns of a honey 
locust. A boy going barefoot 
all summer could walk or run 
on hay stubble or gravels 
without pain and crack open 
chestnut burrs with his heel. 
He could tromp on a black­
snake's head or latch on to 
the biggest crawdad that ever 
hved with his toes w1th never 
a fear of his feet being bitten 
or pinched. "Blessed was thee 
little man, barefoot boy with 
cheeks of tan." 

It ha. been wntten that 
the wearing of shoes dates 
back to :woo B. C., but m 
those early days only the 
ruling groups, priests and the 
wealthy had footwear. The 
rest of the populace went 
barefooted as ~eese and 
probably enj,lyed doing so. 

A lot ul young people still 
go barefoot in summer, but 
the situation has reversed 
itself. Most of the barefooted 
these days are seen on paved 
st1eets and shopping malls of 
the city rather than on dirt 
roads and cowpaths of the 
country. Since it is difficult 
to operate a tractor or a truck 
barefooted, country boys 
now have to wear shoes. Also 
since they ride trail bikes 
rather than bull calves and 
chase girls instead of 
bullfrogs, they don't really 
need to go barefoot.

Air Borne Cameras 
To Inspect Mines 

Aerial photography will soon 
provide a new means of strip­
mine inspection in some areas 
of the state, according to 
Commissioner John D. Witt, 
Department for Natural 
Resources and Environmental 
Protection. 

"'111e primary purpose of the 
aerial photography is to find 
illegal strip-mine operators," 
said Witt. But, he added, "The 
pbotas could be used to review 
and analyze operations holding 
permits as well." Since the 
pictures show areas which can't 
be seen from roads, strip-mine 
inal>'ctors should find it 
silniJicantly easier to locate 
~nybody operating without a 
pernut, Witt said. 

1bie pictw-es also rna ke it 
eaty to determine if permitted 
ope~tors are mining and 
redatrning according to plan, 
he •Id. The pietw-es can be 
blowa up·to give the strip-mine 
insp,ctor a clear view of 
everything or interest­
mcludina- sllds, silt control 
measures, benches, highwalls, 
vegetation, erosion, terraces 
and access roads. 

"Right now we have a set of 
pictures for every bit of Leslie 
County," Witt said, adding that 
the department has plans to 
exten~ the project into other 
areas of the state. Secretary 
Robert Bell, state en­
vironmental chief, initiated the 
project in Leslie County 
because of the county's history 
of illegal strip mining. Witt said 
that the department had had a 
great deal of success in stopping 
the illegal mining and that the 
aerial photography project is a 
new phase of inspection and 
enforcement. 

The transportation depart· 
ment 's photogrammetry 
division did the aerial work. 
Gene Sturgill, of the division, 
said that it took 172 photos to 
cover Leslie county's 412 
square miles. He said that this 
included a 60 per cent overlap 
and a 30 per cent sidelap to 
insure an accurate pictw-e. 

The prints, on a scale of one 
inch to 2,000 feet, can be 
enlarged up to a scale of ooe 
inch to 100 feet if desired.

100 SBA Checks 
Arrive in Area 

R. B Blankenship, director of the 
Louisville district office of the Small 
Business Administration, last Tuesday 
distributed approximately 100 checks 
totaling nearly one million dollars to the 
managers in the six SBA disaster offices 
in Prestonsburg, Belfry, Pineville, 
Harlan, Pikeville, and Corbin. 

Mr. Blankenship said these checks had 
been flo'"'n by special courier from 
Denver, Colorado in an effort to expedite 
the disaster funds to the people in the 
Eastern Kentucky counties that were 
flooded in early April. 

The SBA director estimated that more 
than 50 million dollars in SBA loans will 
be processed in Eastern Kentucky, and 
he urged people to visit SBA disaster 
offices tf they are in need of disaster loan 
funds to replace or repair property 
destroyed or lost in the flood. 

"In addition to disaster business loans, 
the SBA can make personal and home 
loans to replace losses due to flooding. 
The disaster offices will remain in 
Eastern Kentucky as long as there is a 
need for SBA services," he said. 

SBA's disaster loans may be made for 
a period of up to 30 years and bear a 
current interest rate of 6~s percent. 
Disaster victims may obtain direct home 
repair and replacement loans of up to 
$50,000, and loans of up to $10,000 for 
damaged or destroyed personal 
property. "However," Blankenship 
noted, "the maximum SBA can lend one 
borrower for both purposes may not 
exceed $55,000.00." 

Business owners may receive direct 
SBA disaster loans of up to $500,000.00 to 
restore real property, machinery, 
equipment, fixtures, and inventory. The 
SBA loans are available to qualified 
applicants only to the extent that the 
damage exceeds the applicant's in­
surance coverage.

Air-Borne Cameras 
To Inspect Mines 

Aerial photography will soon provide a 
new means of strip-mine inspection in 
some areas of the state, according to 
Commissioner John D. Witt, Department 
for Natural Resources and En­
vironmental Protection. 

"The primary purpose of the aerial 
photography is to find illegal strip-mine 
operators," said Witt. But, he added, 
"The photos could be used to review and 
analyze operations holding permits as 
well.'' Since the pictures show areas 
which can't be seen from roads, strip­
mine inspectors should find it 
significantly easier to locate anybody 
operating without a permit, Witt said. 

The pictures also make it easy to 
determine if permitted operators are 
mining and reclaiming according to plan, 
he said. The pictures can be blown up to 
give the strip-mine inspector a clear view 
of everything of interest-including 
slides, silt control measures, benches, 
highwalls, vegetation, erosion, terraces 
and access roads. 

"Right now we have a set of pictures 
for every bit of Leslie County," Witt said, 
adding that the department has plans to 
extend the project into other areas of the 
state. Secretary Robert Bell, state en­
vironmental chief, initiated the project in 
Leslie County because of the county's 
history of illegal strip mining. Witt said 
that the department had had a great deal 
of success in stopping the illegal mining 
and that the aerial photography project 
is a new phase of inspection and en­
forcement. 

The transportation department's 
photogrammetry division did the aerial 
work. Gene Sturgill, of the division, said 
that it took 172 photos to cover Leslie 
county's 412 square miles. He said that 
this included a 60 per cent overlap and a 
30 per cent sidelap to insure an accurate 
picture 

The prints, on a scale of one inch to 
2,000 feet, can be enlarged up to a scale of 
one inch to 100 feet if desired.

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Sealing Agents or Fluoride 
Eliminate Most Tooth Decay 

"We now have the technology to 
eliminate most tooth decay through 
preventive sealing agents and the 
various fluoride therapies," but people 
will have to take advantage of the new 
technology. according to Dr. James 
Corum of the Department for Human 
Resources. 

Corum, director of the department's 
dental health branch, said fluoridation of 
community water supplies can eliminate 
60 per cent of cavities. And the weekly 
fluoride mouthrinse program in schools 
further decreases the chance of decay by 
20 to 40 per cent. Kentucky also has 
fluoridation units in 129 rural schools 
where fluoridated community water is 
not available. 

Kentucky is already a leader among 
the 50 states when it comes to 
fluoridation and the use of the fluoride 
mouth rinse, so Corum wants to go a step 
further by using a sealer on biting sur­
faces of school children's teeth. 

The sealer is not widely known to the 
public but has been shown to be effective, 
Corum said. The plastic agent protects

the most vulnerable areas of the teeth, 
"the pits and grooves on the chewing 
surfaces of molars and premolar teeth," 
he said. "The sealermakes them very 
resistant to decay. These surfaces 
represent 12.5 per cent of total tooth 
surface but account for 45 percent of the 
cavities." 

No grinding or drilling is required to 
apply the sealer which is about 90/per 
cent less expensive than a fillj.ng. A 
dentist or hygienist can simply JJaint the 
sealer on a tooth, Corum sajd. 

"Tooth decay is one of the most common 
health problems; almost everyone has it 
and it's expensive to treat and often 
painful. Thirty-seven and one half per 
cent of Kentucky's population 18 years 
and over have no teeth according to 
limited surveys done in Kentucky,'' 
according to Corum who added the 
percentage is roughly double the national 
rate. 

"But now we can prevent much of it. 
The preventive sealant is here and 
available now as well as the weekly 
mouthrinse in schools. Dental assistants 
and hygienists can apply the sealing 
agent but Kentucky law requires con­
tinuous supervision and inspection by a 
dentist," said Corum. 

An obstacle to the use of the preventive 
sealant is lack of knowledge. "There is 
little demand for new products such as 
this one because the public is not aware it 
exists," he said. 

"There are vet;Y few areas in health 
where we can see the obvious need so 
clearly and have the technology to meet 
that need, Corum said, adding he would 
like to see a generation of children with 
excellent teeth. "Maybe the preventive 
sealers are one answer."

On Cumberland River 
Provided bJ Contracts 

The PE.'rsonal Service Contract Review 
Commission recently approved over $1 
million in pE.'rsonal service contracts, 
including one for which Gov. Julian 
Carroll, commission chairman, said the 
wotk had "already been done or is in the 
process of being donE.'.'" 

The $30,000 contract was for the 
removal of a "massive amount of flood­
related debris from the Cumberland 
River Channel," according to the con­
tract description. GoY. Carroll noted that 
he had once said that there wouldn't be 
such a thing as an emergency situation 
and that all contracts would be approved 
by the commission in advance. But he 
said, "I was wrong." He said the trans­
portation department had told him that if 
the debris was not removed im­
mediately, a highway bridge on Ken­
tucky 413 could be lost.

In addition, the Governor said there 
were leading containers of propane gas 
in the debris and at the same time it was 
even feared that there were bodies in the 
flood deposits.

The iris is a perennial plant that has 
been developed through the years into a 
floral species that currently appears in 
such an abundance of color that it could 
well be described as the "rainbow" of the 
flower world. 

Iris was the goddess of the rainbow in 
Greek mythology and the dictionary 
today lists one of the meanings of the 
word as "rainbow." 

One of the most renown authorities on 
this easy-to-establish perennial is H. C. 
Mohr, of the Horticulture Department of 
UK's College of Agriculture. 

Mohr is a researcher in horticulture 
breeding and in his work has developed 
varieties of the iris, which in early days 
was known as the "blue flag"-primarily 
because the iris of that period 
predominantly had blue flowers.

species grew wild-and still docs 
especially in marshy areas. 

"A lot of home gardeners are very fond

Mohr said lovers of the iris-or for 
flowers in general, for that matter-will 
be able to see some of the finest and most 
beautiful specimens of the perennial 
when a display of the blossoms is set up 
in the lobby of Seay Auditoriwn at the 
College of Agriculture's Agricultural 
Science Center on Sunday, May 15. 

The exhibit is the annual show of the 
Blue Grass Iris Society, a group of iris 
growers that looks to Mohr for supportive 
knowledge and expertise in the growing 
and development of the perennial. 

He said the exhibit will include several 
hundred flower stalks of the finest iris 
cultivars available, plus floral 
arrangements featuring the iris. 

The exhibits will be judged by ac­
credited judges of the American Iris 
Society, Mohr noted. He said all flower 
lovers are invited to attend the show, the 
exhibits to be on display from 1 to 6 p.m.

Of "Bottle Bill" 

The ;'-;at ional Wildlife Federation has 
urged President Carter to support a 
national beverage container law which 
would require mandatory deposits on soft 
drink and mall be\'erage contamers. 

Thomas L. Kimball. executive vice 
president of the NWF. said in a letter to 
the President that such a law could result 
in a "ignificant reduction in litter, con­
sen·at 1011 of Pnergy, a reduction in solid 
\\astc, creation of jobs, and an overall 
boost to the economv. 

Delegates to the NWF's 4bt Annual 
::\leet in g. wh1ch concluded recently in 
Washington, D.C .. adopted a resolution 
urging national beverage container 
legislation. or. falling a national law. that 
every state legislature adopt a law. 
Deposit laws were adopted last 
:\ovPmber by \'Oters in i\laine and 
\hchigan. 

EPA estimates that containers lit­
tering roadsides could be reduced by 60 
to 70 per cent. total litter could be cut by 
20 to 40 per cent, and nationwide 
munic1pal waste could be reduced by 7 
million tons. Kimball said that "virgin 
raw material annual savings wQUld 
amount to 5.2 million tons of glass, 1.5 
million tons of steel, an'd 500.000 tons of 
aluminum ''

Coal Output 

K,entucky again led the nation last year 
in coal production, and of its coal­
producing counties Floyd county ranked 
tenth. 

Figures released by the state 
Department of Mines and Minerals place 
the stale production for the year at 
142,593,562 tons. 

West Virginia, the second-largest 
producer, trailed Kentucky by 108,793,594 
tons. This is the fourth straight year 
Kentucky has been the top coal producer, 
although the 1976 figure is down from the 
record 144,204,511 tons mined in 1975. 

Mines and Minerals Commissioner 
Harreld N. Kirkpatrick attributed the 
decline to a leveling off from a coal boom 
that began in 1974. 

A breakdown shows that Muhlenberg 
county maintained its place as the state's 
top county producer of coal with 
20,562,756 tons recorded. Pike follows 
with 19,002,001 tons. 

From there the figure drops to Harlan, 
10,502,724; Hopkins, 9,775,205; Ohio, 
9,360,795; Martin, 8,159,973; Union,

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Natural Disasters This Spring 
Costly to American Red Cross 

The CHURCHofthe NAZARENE 
:\lore than a month has passt>d since 

flood waters roared through Appalachian 
communities in Kentucky. West V1rginia. 
\'1 rginia and Tennessee, smashing 
humps, drowning possessions and drivmg 
thousands of families from their homt>s. 
During thi~ same period, tornadoes have 
struck parts of Alabama, Kansas, 
:'llissuun. and Iowa bnnging awesome 
destruction that annually humbles a 
helpless public . 

The American Red Cross rnobllized 
emergency teams to help the victims of 
these tragedies . In the case of the Ap­
palachian noods, Red Cross encountered 
special difficul t1es brought about by 
treacherous terrain and poor com­
munications ARC disaster workers had 
to be airlifted into some mountain 
communities, where bridges and roads 
had been washed away. Landing on 
mountain-top airfields in small planes 
and driving down twisting, hairpin­

We can be proud of the fine 
services provided by Red Cross volun· 
teers and staff from the chapters within 
the disaster area supported by over 300 
disaster specialists assigned from other 
sections of the country. Operating under 
great difficulties they provid~d 
emergency family assistance, i.e., 
shelters, food, clothing, medical and 
nursing services, and thousands of other 
important services such as the provision 
of cleanup supplies for the disaster 
victims. 

Boone Day Marks 
Bluegrass Discovery 

"On the seventh day of June, we found 
ourselves on Red River, and from the top 
of an eminence, saw with pleasure the 
beautiful level of Kentucky," wrote 
Daniel Boone in his diary in 1769. 

In 1836 a small group of patriotic 
Kentuckians met in the Old Capitol 
because each of them recognized the 
need to preserve the state's heritage. 
That meeting resulted in the birth of the 
Kentucky Historical Society < KHS >. 
When Boone's diary was found, the KHS 
started the tradition of Boone Day to 
celebrate his discovery of the Bluegrass 
at Pilot Knobb in Powell County. 

"This June 7 is very special as it marks 
the tOOth anniversary of the traditional 
Boone Day celebration," said General 
William Buster, executive director of the 
KHS. 

Frank W. Sower, Frankfort attorney 
and vice president of the Kentucky 
Historical Society, heads this year's 
Boone Day committee. Sower said that 
the entertainment for festivities will be 
provided by the "Kentucky 
Sweethearts," square dancers from 
Ravenna High School. Dr. Holman 
Hamilton, a history professor at the 
Umversity of Kentucky, is scheduled to 
be the guest speaker. 

A well-known speaker, Dr. Hamilton 
delivered the annual J . P. Young lecture 
series at Memphis State University in 
1961 and the "History of American 
Civilization Series" at the University of 
Florida in 1958. He was the first person to 
give a graduate course on U.S. history in 
South America and served as Fulbright 
Lecturer at the Center for Inter­
American Studies at the University of 
Chile, Santiago in 1966.

Rural Fire Depts. 
Eligible for Grants 

Rural fire departments can now 
receive matching grants for equipment, 
according to Elmore C. Grim, forestry 
director in the state Department for 
Natural Resources and Environmental 
Protection. The grants, administered by 
the state forestry division, help rural 
fire departments obtain fire-fighting 
equipment and radio communications 
systems and are used to help finance fire 
training programs. 

The grants are on a 50-50 matching 
basis, which means that rural fire 
departments must match grants dollar­
for-dollar with their own monies. Grim 
noted, however, that revenue sharing 
monies can be used by rural com­
munities. 

This is the third year the grants have 
been available. Last year 126 rural fire 
departments received grants. Grim said 
that $59,400 is available this year, and 
interested departments should submit 
applications to his division before June 
30. 

Grim noted the grants are available to 
communities under 10,000 population. 
The only other qualification for the 
grants is that a rural department must 
answer all calls within their prescribed 
areas.

The Jefferson County Council 
for Retarded Citizens volunteers manned 
40 shopping centers one Saturday, 
passing out Child Find materials and 
answering questions, said Betty Bright, 
director of the special projects unit for 
the bureau. 

The Child Find efforts are in com­
pliance with a new federal law which 
guarantees educational opportunities in 
the least restrictive environment 
possible to school-age children with 
physical, mental or emotional handicaps. 

The appeal of the campaign is this: If 
you have or know a child with a handicap 
who is not receiving an appropriate 
education, call this toll free SEEK 
number: 1-800-372-2964. The logo 
"SEEK" stands for "Serve Every Ex­
ceptional Kentuckian." 

Already, over 100 calls have come into 
this number and these families or in­
dividuals are being referred to the ap­
propriate person in their local school 
districts. A future check will indicate the 
outcome of each referral.

Tangled Skein 
Of Red Tape 
Plagues Banks 

Kentucky's bankmg chief told a joint 
interim legislative committee on 
Banking and Insurance recently that a 
deluge of federal regulations has caused 
his department to become increasingly 
hesitant abut advising state banking 
institutions on policies. 

John L. Williams, Jr., commissioner of 
the state Department of Banking and 
Securities, explained that, "We have 
amendments to amendments.'' He 
suggested at a recent gathering that the 
committee of state representatives and 
senators '1\Tite their U.S. Senators and 
Congressmen about the problem. 

Committee members expressed 
general disbelief at a regulation that 
prohibits the distinction of a person's sex 
on a loan application. 

When questioned by the committee 
about electronic funds transfers, a 
process by which bank transactions can 
be made by inserting a personalized card 
into a sophisticated machine lrnown as a 
CBCT, Williams said he would be 
"hesitant" to suggest legislation 
governing the transfers since federal 
regulations were "hazy" on the subject. 
He added that Kentucky's regulations 
were being examined as a possible model 
for the U.S. 

Moreover, the banking commissioner 
predicted that electronic funds transfers 
would be "evolutionary rather than 
revolutionary." He said the transfers are 
presently in effect in Louisville, 
Lexington, Ashland and the Northern 
Kentucky area. 

Williams also told the committee that 
the department's examination of state 
chartered banks is ahead of schedule, its 
best record in 10 yeallf. The com­
missioner credited a recent 22 per cent 
increase in examiners' fees as con­
tributing to greater staff efficiency and 
an overall boost in morale.

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Adopting Wildlife Pets Is Dangerous 
For Both Animals and Their Adopters, 
Children's Nature Magazine Advises 

"Wildlife bab.es do not make good 
pets," according to the current <May) 
1ssue of Ranger Rick's Nature Magazine. 

The Nat1onal Wildlife Federation 
publication cautions youngsters and 
their parents-to resist the temptation to 
adopt wild creatures-even if they ap­
pear to have been abandoned by their 
mothers. 

There are dangers for both the young 
animals and the1r young foster 
"parents," the children's nature 
magazme advises First, there is the 
likelihood that wildhfe babies w11l die m 
captivity-unless they get more care and 
attention than most people can give. 
Then there 1s the possibility, even if they 
survive, that their wild nature will 
prevail. Result· They become dangerous 
and destructive. 

For example, a baby raccoon grew up 
to be a treacherous vandal indoors and 
had to exist in a cage. It could not surviVe 
in the wild because its instincts had not 
been nurtured by its mother. Also, .a 
cuddly bobcat became a biter and when 
full grown had to be de-clawed and its eye 
teeth pulled in order to stay with the 
family that took it m. 

A little animal alone in the woods does 
not mean that the mother has deserted it, 
Ranger Rick says. She could be watching 
from a hiding place or away searching 
for food or water. 

Some animal mothers will kill their 
young or reject them once they've been 
handled and picked up a human's scent. 

In addition to needing their mother's 

special milk and attention only a natural 
mother can give, wildlife bab1es can 
develop ravenous appetites and grow too 
large for cages A young bear, for 
example, can eat twice as much as a 
large dog. And zoos do not want young 
wild anjmals because they already have 
all they can handle. 

Just finding a w1ldlife baby could 
jeopard1ze the person. Mother bears, 
deer, elk, and moose often will attack a 
human trying only to pet or help their 
young. 

Wild ammals rarely become as 
domesticated as dogs or cats. Many 
carry such parasites as lice, fleas, and 
ticks, which can lead to erious Illness for 
humans as well as the animal. 

Ranger Rick also points out that 
wildlife conservation laws prohibit 
catching and keeping many wild 
animals. 

"Young animals, like young humans," 
Ranger Rick says, "belong With their 
parents They will see to it that their 
babies grow strong and healthy. 

"Remember, if you find a wild baby 
animal, JUSt look and let it be-wild and 
free," the children's nature magazine 
urges.

I went to this area talking to people trying to help them to understand that I would not neglect any area if 
elected magistrate. While in this area I learned from a friend, who was receiving a weekly news publication that an article 
had appeared some time ago concerning a raid made by the Sherifrs Department in Prater Creek of Floyd County. This 
man explained to me that he could not support Sandy Boyd, because in a later publication Sandy Boyd had supposedly 
written an article criticizing officials for making such a raid. As I continued my campaign I found more concern from 
people about the rumors of Sandy Boyd, a candidate for an office such as Magistrate, criticizing an act of law and order. J 
did not wish to make this Information a campaign Issue, in the event that Sandy Boyd did or did not write such an article he 
should have clari.fled his"posltlon before now. 

On May 4, 1977 at approximately 10 p.m. I answered my telephone to a man who identified himself as William Collins. 
This man told me that he was from Mare Creek and spends a lot of time away from home which was the case at the times 
when I had been in his community asking people to vote for me. He told me that he had just finished talking to Sandy Boyd, 
who is also a candidate for Magistrate in District 4. This man who called himself William Collins said that he was trying to 
decide which of the two, Sandy Boyd or myself to vote for because he wanted to vote for the man who had the best chance to 
beat Dewey Roberts. I told him the best way for him to make his decision was to give him my contact in each precinct and 
to have my opponent to do the same. This way he could call at his convenience and talk to people who could give him their 
best opinion on both candidates. I told him he could check my background along with Mr. Boyd's background. Mine being 
as a minister and my oppohent's background being a school teacher. I told him· that J thought this would give him an idea of 
which man is stronger In each precinct. After telling him this he asked me what I meant by our backgrounds, and I replied 
that mine was published in the Floyd County Times last week. He then asked me about Sandy Boyd's background. I an­
swered by telling him that he would have to find out about it from someone else. After I had given him the telephone 
number of a friend of mine ln another precinct this ended our first telephone conversation. Within 5 minutes the same man, 
still calling himself William Collins called me again to tell me that I must ave made a mistake in the telephone number 
which I bad given him because the man who I had referred him to was related to Sandy Boyd. Mr. Collins told me that my 
contact had Informed him that he intended to vote for Sandy Boyd and wanted me to do the same. 

I felt very strongly that I recognized the voice on the other end as bein that of Sandy Boyd himself. After telling me 
this story about a man who I was sure was a man to be trusted and believed became even more suspicious. The man then 
Inquired once more about my own opinion of Sandy Boyd's background. eallzing that more than likely I was being 
tricked, I mentioned a rumor that I had heard about Sandy Boyd writing an rticalln the paper. Telling the man in some 
detail about how concerned people are when it comes to their children. I also ld him that I was almost sure that Mr. Boyd 
had heard this rumor. Mr. Boyd still has 3 more weeks before the election an hat there is still time left for this statement. 
We spoke a few more words, not on this matter and ended our conversation. en dialed the number of my friend, which I 
had given to the man who called himself William Collins, finding no an er at this number. Becoming even more 
suspicious and believing stronger lban before tbat the man who identified h self as William Collins was actually Sandy 
Boyd I then called 3 of my friends and told them of 2 conversations and asked elr opinions and advice. I thought that they 
would know how to deal with something like this better than I would. Each f nd told me that things like this are likely to 
happen in politics. I was advised that perhaps the man on the phone was tru ul with me and that maybe It had not been 
Sandy Boyd and If this was the case then I should not have mentioned the rum about Mr. Boyd. After thinking about these 
happenings a while longer I became worried that maybe I bad done ng by talking about my opponent out of 
his presence. So I called him and explained what had happened. He told m hat I could cause him to lose his job as a 
teacher by mentioning such rumors. I offered to come off the ticket as a ca date or to make a public statement as an 
apology if I was wrong but he assured that this was not necessary. Later in t night I called Circuit Judge Holly Conley 
and tried to explain the situation to him, and seeking his advice as to whether hould come off the ticket, before things go 
any farther. He advised me to continue my campaign, telling that misunderst ings occur In elections quite frequently. I 
went to a brother and sister In the church and told them that I had talked about one of my opponents and felt that I had done 
wrong. Explaining to them what had happened they told me that they had hea& the rumor also and that most people did. 
They convinced me that I should go on with my campaign. They urged me to gfn and try to win the race for the benefit of 
others who needed roads repaired and bridges built. After talking to them I left lld went home at 1 a.m. to rest.

How would you like to spend your 
vacation on an exhilerating and 
relatively inexpensive tour of some of the 
most colorful and historic sites in Ken­
tucky? 

If so, then the "Bluegrass Run"­
Kentucky's portion of the TransAmerica 
Bicycle Trail, stretching 4,500 miles from 
Astoria, Ore. to Yorktown, Va.-might be 
just the ticket for you. 

Featuring stopovers at such famous 
places out of our past as the Old Capitol 
at Frankfort, My Old Kentucky Home at 
Bardstown, Lincoln Homestead State 
Park at Springfield and Fort Harrod at 
Harrodsburg, the "Run" winds through 
more than a dozen Kentucky counties in 
the Bluegrass Region and the eastern 
and central parts of the state. 

At least 20 different starting dates 
already are being offered to cyclists 
wanting to sign up for the 12-day tours 
which will begin and end at Lexington, 
starting on May 11. 

The Bluegrass Run was developed by 
Bikecentennial in cooperation with the 
Kentucky Department of Transportation 
<KYDOT). Bikecentennial is a nonprofit 
group at Missoula, Mont. which manages 
the bike tour program both nationally 
and in each participating state along the 
entire 4,500-mile TransAmerica Trail. 

KYDOT's costs amounted to about 
$50,000 which was spent largely on 
marking the Bluegrass Run with green­
and-white "Bike Route" signs. 

The money came partly from the 
Federal Highway Administration and 
from state highway funds. 

According to John Moisan-Thomas, 
bikeways planner for KYDOT here, the 
TransAmerica Trail was opened to 
bikers for the first time last year and 
enjoyed "instant success." It brought 
into Kentucky about four tourist dollars 
for every one dollar spent by KYDOT to 
mark the trail. 

"And we hope to see the state realize 
an even larger return on that original 
investment this year," he said. 

Most of that money returned to Ken­
tucky comes out of the fees charged by 
Bikecentennial to tour participants and 
then paid out along the route to local 
merchants and business establishments 
for lodging, meals and other incidentals. 

Bikecentennial has two fee schedules. 
For the biker-camper, the l2-day 
Bluegrass Run costs about $250. lf the 
biker prefers to overnight at bike inns 
along the route, the fee is slightly 
higher-about $330. Both fees cover all 
costs of lodging, three meals-a-day, 
maps, guidebooks and up to $50 for 
emergency replacement of equipment 
and medical expenses arising out of 
accidents or illness. 

Asked how rugged a 12-day bike trip 
would be, Mosian-Thomas, who made the 
trip himself last year, admits that the 
first few days can be a little difficult. 

"Still, you get used to the pace and look 
forward to each day's adventure. In fact, 
it was a little hard to readjust to sitting 
still every day in an office after I made 
the trip," he said. 

The trip Moison-Thomas took called for 
a daily mileage of 50 to 70 miles. 
However, the upcoming Bluegrass Run 
trips will cover only 30 to 50 miles per day 
which should allow plenty of time for 
lunch and sight-seeing, "since most 
cyclists can average about 10 miles-an­
hour without much trouble," Moisan 
Thomas said. 

Two days of the trip will be set aside as 
rest days when bikers can go off on side 
trips if they desire. 

Each tour group also will be ac­
companied by a group leader who is 
thoroughly familiar with the route and 
trained in bicycle safety and repairs. 

Kentucky's terrain, much of it gentle, 
rolling hills, has attracted the interest 
of cyclists from all over the country. 
Columbus, Ohio's American Youth 
Ho~el Chapter was so intrigued with 
Ken"tucky countryside that they invested 
$600 in development of the Buegrass Run.
