The fir~t Floyd county work on new KY 
80 from Water Gap to Hazard is 
scheduled for letting to contract after the 
opening of bids at Frankfort, Dec. 1 

The Floyd sector of the highway being 
advertised for contractors' bids extends 
from about .4 mile northwest of lartin to 
Bull Creek, a distance of 2.594 miles. 

The work to be done is grade and drain 
on the mainline, with grade, drain and 
surfacing on crossroads. 

Next spnng will see work on the route 
in all three counties. Two contracls-<>ne 
in Perry and one in Knott-have already 
been awarded. One, costing $8,913,587, 
calls for con truction from the Hazard 
interchange to Homing :\llill Branch, a 
distance of 1.8 miles. The other, 
providing for construction of 2.1 mile in 
Knott county from a point one-fourth 
mile east of the Knott-Perry line to within 
a mile of Bearville, will cost $6,819,944. 

Two other Knott county sections of the 
road are scheduled for letting tomorrow 
<Thursday>. The two projects involve 
almost 41--2 miles of construction and will 
place under contract almost one-fourth of 
the 43-mile route. 

Transportation officials predict that 
the entire highway will be under con­
struction by next summer and that it 
should be open to traffic by 1980. 

All these developments on the four-lane 
KY 80 have followed the Oct. 10 ground­
breaking at Hazard. 

First work on the road was planned for 
areas of least density of population.

Mr. Daniels, 
Statement 

Don Daniels, Wheelwright High School 
football coach, this week issued the 
following statement relating to the suit 
filed to establish his team's claim to the 
district football championship: 

This is a regretable situation. 
Regardless of the outcome, innocent 
children are going to be injured, spirit­
wise. As a principal and coach I feel that 
I am morally obligated to protect the 
interest of my students. I simply went to 
court because I have a moral com­
mitment to my team, my school and the 
football fans in Floyd county. We have no 
quarrel with Paintsville. However, the 
people in our school community and 
Floyd county resented Coach Brugh's 
statement in the Nov. 12 Lexington 
Herald that we should abide by the 
KHSAA's rules or get out. We have no 
intention of withdrawing from KHSAA. 

At Wheelwright High School we teach 
our students that in our society due 
process should prevail. I teach my 
football players the same, that we have 
rules in every aspect of society and 
should abide by them. However, it is also 
my conviction that if a group of ap­
proximately ten adults, such as the 
KHSAA Board of Control makes the rules 
that govern thouSands of youngsters in 
high school football and their in­
terpretation in administering rules is 
above challenging-something is wrong 
with the system. And, if a team of 
youngsters who have fought their hearts 
out on the turf can go undefeated for 17 
consecutive wins, finish district play with 
a record of 7-o-and not be in the play­
offs, then the system needs to be 
changed. 

The whole purpose of the class system 
is to allow small schools to compete with 
schools of comparable enrollment. I feel 
that under the present system, the class 
system is invalid, when class cham­
pionships can be determined by playing 
teams in other classes. 

At the same time, Mr. Brugh was 
issuing his statement, I had released a 
statement to the press commending Mr. 
Brugh and Pineville's coach as being 
men of integrity and who provided 
quality coaching, and I feel that if either 
were put in my place, they would have 
taken the same action. I made no men­
tion of the fact that Mr. Brugh's prin­
cipal, Paul Trimble, is a member of the 
KHSAA's Board of Control. I contend 
that when you are dealing with kids your 
professional integrity has to be above 
reproach. We only want what we fairly 
deserve. The citizens, especially the 
children of Floyd county, deserve the 
same rights as the children and fans of 
Johnson county. 

The citizenry of Floyd county is to be 
commended. The people of Floyd county, 
in a true spirit of right and wrong, 
generosity and friendship have really 
seen us through this. I am deeply grateful 
for all the support, morally, and other­
wise, that we have received from the 
citizens and business establishments. 
This proves to me that Floyd coun tians 
rise to a just cause and there is a com­
mon bond binding us all. Time and again, 
we have all rooted for our home teams in 
basketball tournaments and after the last 
shot was fired, congratulated our op­
ponents, packed our bags and followed 
them to the State Tournament. I had 
never before had occasion to be the 
recipient of this generosity. Our whole 
school community appreciates the 
supporting calls that we have had from 
distinguished citizens in this county ad 
surrounding counties as we challenge the 
system in behalf of deserving kids.

She hides it well. Her neighbors don't 
suspect that she is alcoholic. Some would 
be surprised to hear that she drank at all. 

She has done such a swell job of fooling 
others that the snowy act has seeped 
through to herself. convinc that Jh~ 
lady can handle her liquor. 

The family knows. Her truck driving 
husband wonders what went wrong. The 
twin boys, average third grade students, 
say they have failed to mind Mommy and 
now she drinks more and more. 
Yesterday she was passed out on the 
patio when they returned from Sunday 
School. 

How long will she be a hidden 
alcoholic? When will the masquerade end 
as alcohol ruptures her world? 

On this fall afternoon while talking in 
her tasteful French provincial living 
room, she begins to open up. "It all 
started the summer after my sophomore 
year in high school when drinking was 
the thing to do besides getting your 
driver's license. It was wild and ex­
citing," she remembers. 

"By the end of that summer, did I ever 
have a drinking reputation, and around 
here front page stuff like that travels 
quick. Even my grandparents mentioned 
it!" 

Disgruntled with her new image, she 
decided to go undercover with her 
drinking. By the time graduation came 
two springs later, she was engaged to a 
guy who lived two counties away. 

"No longer did I drink for show or even 
in publi<;," she said, "only when my 
husband was away at work did I bring out 
the booze hidden in the utility room." 

For thirteen years she has lived a 
disrupted alcoholic life. She queries why 
things can't stay the same. It bothers her 
that she is slipping and others know her 
secret life of hoarding alcohol. 

She, along with other alcoholic women 
of this area, needs help. Women who 
have drinking problems seem to be less 
visible than men, although an estimated 
one in every three alcoholics is female. 

The alcoholic woman in Floyd county 
needs to take the initiative to ask for 
help. Regional alcoholic treatment and 
counseling services, such as Mountain 
Comprehensive Care Center, served 
approximately 700 consumers last year. 
The biggest majority of these persons 
were men. 

About half as many adult women as 
adult men have reported regular 
(weekly at least) use of alcohol, but only 
a small portion of women seek 
professional help. Research has shown 
that half of adult women now drink once 
a month, with percentages increasing 
steadily. Among younger women there 
appears to be an increasing tendency to 
drink as heavily as men. 

The magnitude of women in Floyd 
county who have drinking problems are 
concealed alcoholics. They need coun­
seling.

Once hailed as an answer to the far­

mer's fencing problems and a valuable 
adjunct to wildlife management, the 
Japanese Rose, probably better known 
as Multiflora Rose, like Kudzu and 
Johnsongrass, has become an outlaw 
plant. As a matter of fact, the lllth Ohio 
General Assembly has done just that. It 
passed legislation that prohibits the 
planting of Multiflora Rose in Ohio ex­
cept for use as understock by licensed 
growers or by special permit from the 
Ohio Director of Agriculture. 

From its original home in Japan, 
Korea, and China, the Multiflora Rose 
was first introduced into the United 
Stales shortly after the Civil War. It was 
first used as an understock in the 
development of new roses, especially 
climbing roses. Then it was promoted as 
a "livmg hedge" and as a wildlife plant. 
Some organizations promoted the plant 
as both a fence and wildlife refuge and 
claimed it would not mvade fields or 
grow 111 woods. Instead the br1ars would 
grow together and form an impassible 
hedge. 

Farmers who planted fences of 
Mult1flora Rose found that it did. indeed, 
form an 1mpassible hedge and retained 
all forms of livestock They also 
discovered that these impassible hedges 
got wider every year, encroached on 
pasturcflt'ldc: i'ld nnvC'd 1 nt hP \\ oocic: 

From the wildlife point of view, however, 
the Multiflora Rose measured up to all 
the claims made for it. A clump of these 
roses not only provided a secure haven 
for many smaller forms of animals and 
nesting birds, but also an abundant 
:-;upply of berries for food. Birds eating 
the berries spread the seed all over the 
countryside. Many forested areas, 
especially under roost trees, now have 
dense thickets of Multiflora choking out 
tree growth and making itself an all­
around pest. Like Kudzu when taking 
root in woods, Multiflora Rose, which has 
a dense arching habit of growth, wtll 
chmb trees, pull them down, and 
smother them out. Many fore~ ted areas 
in Eastern Kentucky are being 
smothered out by Kudzu and the same 
circumstance has been noted with 
Japanese honeysuckle and Multiflora 
Rose. 

The point of this column IS to point out 
that while the Multiflora Rose does have 
its advantages, it can become a pest and 
while it can provide a "bull string and 
hot ttght" fence, 1t can al o destroy a 
patch of woods or take over a pasture· 
field. With this being a fact, before set­
ting out a Multiflora Rose fence, consider 
both advantage and disadvantage and 
check with your County Extension Agent.

Court Cancels 
Auxier Firm's 
TV Franchise 

The franchise of Auxier Cablevision 
wa cancelled Mondar by the Floyd 
fiscal court m a session which featured 
discussion of television service in the 
county • 

Everett Akers, head of the Akers 
Television Service at Martin, attended 
the meeting, and questions which he 
asked were fielded \\ith varying degrees 
of success by court members. Akers has 
a circuit court suit pending in protest of 
the $5 per month ceiling set on the fee 
charged per television system customer. 

The order cancelling the Auxier 
franchise directed that the franchise be 
advertised for letting to the best bidder, 
Nov. 28. "This action." the court ex­
plained, "is taken ... due to the fact that 
the said Auxier Cablevision is not 
providing efficient service for the 
residents of the area." 

The motion to cancel the Auxier 
franchise was made by Magistrate Bill 
Wells in whose district the franchise area 
lies. Auxier Cablevision is owned by Jim 
Daniels. 

After some discussion, the court voted 
$2,425 to the David School, Inc., an 
Alternative Learning Project which is 
operated on approximately 95 per cent 
federal funding. The school has received 
one grant of 6,815 for the period Aug. 1, 
this year, till next May 31, and a second 
of $25,000 for operation from last Aug. 1 
to July 31 next year. In addition to the 
support required by the fiscal court, the 
Justice Department contributed $1,111. 

The program of the school is designed 
1 

to meet the problems of school dropouts 
and wayward juveniles. 

After hearing of a sanitation problem 
on Little Paint, the court directed County 
Attorney Harold J. Stumbo and County 
Planner Claude A. Swiney to explore the 
possibility of procuring federal financial 
help on sanitation needs over the county. 

The Prestonsbw-g Senior Citizens' 
Center was granted 1,200, and 800 was 
marked for the Martin center. An ap­
proproation of $500 was voted to the 
Prestonsburg-Paintsville Airport Board. 

The lease from Beecher Woods, of 
Emma, of a building used a · the county 
highway garage was renewed from 
October 1 to Sept. 30, 1978 for $170.

from winter cold, parth.:ularly 
in areas where temperatures go 
below 15 degrees, says Mary 
Hotze, horticulture extension 
spec1alist in UK's College of 
Agriculture. 

"Providing that winter pro· 
tectlon for roses is really quite 
sunple," she said, nottng there 
are three easy steps that are 
recommended to, provffle the 
winter protection.

The first step (Illustration 
I) is to trim the bush. After a

the plant and the area around 
it should be raked carefully to 
remove all debris. The entire 
plant and surrounding soil 
ihould be sprayed with a good 
fungicide and insecllcide to 
prevent carrying over of 
d1seases and msects on and 
about the plant. 

Evergreen boughs, leaves, 
hay or straw, thrown over the 
mounds will prevent the soil 
from washwg durang the 
Winter, but such added protec­
tiOn should not be applied 
unttl after the ground freezes, 
Hotze warned . 

She said the mounds should 
be carefuUy removed m the 
sprtng when new growth starts. 

The horticulture specialist 
re omrnended that All-America 
Rose Selections award winners 
be planted m rose gardens, 
since they have a great deal of 
1 n bred hardiness. "Even so, 
wtnters are unpredlctable and 
w1nter protectiOn IS good 
insu ranee agamst loss," Hotze 
continued. 

Some ot the cones of th1s 
type come wnh detachable 
tops for ventilation. The use of 
cones with such tops was 
termed the best, allow1ng the 
tops tu be removed on warn 
days m late wtnter to allow au 
w cnculate around the bushes. 
'The cones become somewhat 
of a m1mature greenhouse w1th 
the warmth of the early spnng 
sun, Hotze said "Wllhout 
warm air on those late Winter 
and carl; sprtng days, there 1 .. 

possibility that mold could 
develop - and that condiuon, 11 
unchecked could become a 
senous problem and can cause 
the death of some of the 
canes." 

The cones can be removed 
when early spnng temperatures 
get above freezmg, however, 
Hotze advised the cones be 
kept handy to be replaced 1f 
necessary should the tempera­
ture drop suddenly. "TI1e 
plants are very tender at this 
t1me of year and are not only 
sem1ttve to cold, but to harsh 
sun and drymg winds as well," 
she sa1d.

The third step (lllustration 
3) is to mound a pile of loose 
earth up, over and around each 
plant to about 12 inches and 
firm up the soil. Only four to 

hard frost or two, but before 
the ground freezes, all canes of 
the plant should be pruned 
back to 18 inches. Such prun­
mg makes it easier to work 
around the plant m providing 
the winter protection and 
prevents them from becoming 
battered by the wind and 1cy 
conditions ofwinrer. 

six mches of the tips of the 
canes should remam exposed 
after mounding. Consequently 
canes sticking out more than 
that should agatn be pruned to 
reach that measurement. The 
purpose of the mounding is to 
protect the plant from rapid 
changes of temperature and to 
guard the canes against wmter 
wind and ice damage. 

She noted there are other 
methods of winter protection. 
one mcludmg the use of poly· 
styrene cones.

Hazard, Ky.-Kentucky Secretary of 
State Drexell R. Davis says he will seek 
changes in the state's voting law because 
of the large number of absentee ballots 
cast in some Eastern Kentucky counties 
Tuesday. 

"I am concerned that there are so 
many," said Davis, who as secretary of 
state is also chairman of the State Board 
of Elections. "Obviously, abuses could 
occur and there's absolutely nothing we 
could do about it the way the current law 
is worded." 

Several Eastern Kentucky officials ... 
said the loose supervision of absentee 
voting under the 1972 law made it easy 
for politicians to buy votes. 

Under current law, absentee ballots do 
not have to be notarized. Voters must 
state only that they "expect" to be out of 
the county the day of the election. 

A voter can have his ballot mailed to 
any designated address, including that of 
a politician. 

An unusually large number of absentee 
votes were cast in Leslie, Knox and 
Magoffin counties. . . All are small 
Eastern Kentucky counties that had 
heated races for county judge. 

In Leslie, of 6,298 votes cast for county 
judge, 1,665 were absentees, or 26 per 
cent. C. Allen Muncy, the Republican 
victor, had 2,873 machine votes and 1,073 
absentee votes. His independent op­
ponent, Lee Joseph, had 1,636 machine 
votes and 577 absentee votes. (A third 
candidate had 129 votes.) 

As a contrast, in urban Jefferson 
county, where 187,515 people voted for 
county judge, there were only 2,199 ab­
sentee ballots. 

Leslie County Commonwealth's Atty. 
Paul E. Hieronymous, who would be 
responsible for prosecuting any voter 
violation, said, "That is a very inordinate 
amount of absentee votes." 

"Apparently, there was a drive to 
obtain them ... But the present law is so 
damn vague and liberal it is possible for 
campaign workers to conduct an ab­
sentee campaign," he said. 

Hieronymous said he had received no 
complaints about the election to date. 

"I assume that one guy started doing it 
(collecting absentee ballots), then the 
other guy started and the whole thing 
snowballed," he said. 

Until 1972, an absentee voter had to 
have the ballot certified by a notary 
public. The individual was supposed to be 
out of the county the day of the election. 
If the person was spotted in the county on 
election day, his vote could be nullfied. 

In 1972, following the momentum 
generated by the federal government's 
voting rights amendment, Kentucky 
liberalized the absentee procedure. 

Proponents of reform argued it was too 
hard to find a notary, and the 
requirement was eliminated. They also 
claimed that a person's plans might 
change and he could conceivably wind up 
on the county the day of the election. 

State officials believe the abuse of the 
absentee vote hasn't surfaced until now 
because it has taken time for some 
candidates to recognize the loopholes. 

"The last county election we had was 
1973 and the politicians didn't have time 
to understand the new law then," one 
state official said. "By the (spring 1977) 
primary they were catching on and now 
it's worse." 

(Countywide elections are held every 
four years.) 

In the Knox county judge's race, of the 
10,111 votes, 1,212----{)r 12 per cent-were 
absentee. 

Democrat Don I. Bingham, with 5,152 
total votes, had 440 absentee, while

Hepublican Beckham Garland had 4,959 
total votes, with 772 absentee. 

In Magoffin county, Calloway Mont­
gomery had 77 more absentee votes than 
his opponent and won by 160 votes. 
Montgomery, a Republican, had 3,196 
votes, including 279 absentees, while 
Hearl Borders, a Democrat, had 3,036 
votes and 202 absentees. Eight per cent of 
the total vote was absentee. 

State Democratic Reps. Bill Weinberg, 
of Hindman, and Jimmy White, of 
Barbourville, said they plan to file 
legislation to correct loopholes in the 
absentee voting law. 

Weinberg said he decided to act after 
the May primary. 

"I'm at the CKnott) county courthouse 
a lot and this spring I started noticmg the 
clerks would be mailing 20 or 30 absentee 
ballots to the same address," he said. 

Weinberg said his bill will have four 
key points: 

-Absentee ballots must be notarized. 
-A voter will have to swear he will be 

absent from the county on election day. 
-Ballots will have to be mailed only to 

the voter's home. 
-An individual will have to swear he 

meets the residency requirements. 
The bill would not affect the absentee 

procedure for disabled voters, Weinberg 
said. 

Weinberg said that a big problem with 
the current system is that there is no 
centralized computer operation in the 
state to keep track of absentee ballots. 
The people in Frankfort .)las no way of 
knowing what is going on, he said. 

"The danger of buying votes under this 
system is apparent," he said. "It's a 
sure-fire method for the politician to 
make sue he is getting the vote he buys. 
People just mail him their blank ballot 
and he takes care of it." 

Betty Jo Heick, president of the 
Kentucky County Clerks Association, 
said several members have told her 
about problems with the current ab­
sentee voting system. 

She said it wi!l be a main topic when 
the group meets next week. 

Hieronymous, commonwealth's at­
torney from Leslie county, was asked if 
he plans to investigate. 

"No one has complained so far, so 
apparently both sides have their share of 
absentees," he said. 

Without a complaint it's almost im­
possible to make a case in a small county 
such as Leslie, he said, and gave an 
example: 

"Several years ago, a man here took a 
gun and fired it into the back of a school 
bus. There were 42 children in that bus 
and by some miracle, no one was hurt. 

"When it came time for the trial not 
one of those 42 children or the bus driver 
knew anything about any shooting."

The 
storekeeper sold anything from a coffin 
to a po tage tamp. 

During thecommg year. v1sitors to the 
Kentucky Historical Society History 
l\tu cum can rcmamsce as they visit an 
old-time country store The country store 
1 one of ·ix new rooms planned by Bill 
Long and Elizabeth Perkins, curators of 
the museum, to better utilize the society' 
collections.

tobacco cutter, candy jar and a pair of' 
1ce tongs, all made in the late 1800s. The 
donated items came from 'ma Meredith 
of Grayson county ~ho, until three years 
ago, ran a country store in the Grayson 
county community of Wax. 

"The tobacco cutter was used to 
mea ure and cut a nickel chew," said 
i-Jma. "The K1ss-Me jar was used to store 
candy. The lid of these and other candy 
jars were designed to 1t awkwardly so 
that they rat tied should little hand steal 
inside the containers." The ice tongs 
came from Nina's cream statlon which 
she operated before opening the country 
store in 1944. 

Typical of more country stores. Nina's 
store offered a variety of ervice . A 
customer could fit a mule with harness, 
get a haircut, buy gas for automobiles or 
farm equipment or sit down to a hot meal 
in the coffee shop in back of the store. 

During her 30 years n a torekeeper, 
Nina grew tobacco, gave advice on in­
terior decorating, studied and collected 
antiques, and became expert on how to 
refinish them. Today, he has an ex­
tensive collection in her 14-room home, 
two log barns and two other houses on her 
property at Wax. The collection includes 
dolls, glassware, chma, pieces from 
foreign countries and furmture made 
during the 1800s from the Empire and 
Victorian periods 

Busy days at her country tore includes 
many trips to and from other bwldings 
showing antiques to dealers and 
customers. Now Nina works at the 
General Electric plant in Louisville and 
shows antiques by appointment. 

The society still needs other items to go 
in the country store exhibit: A pot-bellied 
stove, spool cabinet, hanging kerosene 
lamp , nail kegs, simple helving, ad­
vertising posters, counter-balance 
scales. tin canisters and barrels for flour , 
vinegar and cider.

The primary purpose of the dinner, 
according to Cora Fields. ALC co­
ordinator of alwnni affairs, is to provide 
an opportunity for former Caney 
students living in Floyd county to meet 
the new ALC prestdent, Dr. Jerry C. 
Davis. A second purpose of the dinner, 
she said, is to launch a Flovd countv 
chapter of the Alice Uoyd Colleg~ 
Alumni Association. 

At the beginning of the 1977 football 
season, there was an air of mystery 
surroundmg the Pre tonsburg Blat:kt:ats. 
The Rlackcat gridder joshed and kidded 
that they were a mystery team- that no 
one knew what to expect of them. 

Maybe they knew more than the public, 
for this elite cast of sportswriters, fans, 
spectators. and the general public 
seemed to know exactly what to expect 
from the Rla(•kcats 

The facts were plain enough. Prestons­
burg had graduated etght seniors from a 
team that had won more games than any 
other Blackcat team since 1968. mduding 
the first district championship tn the 
school's history. The Cats had graduated 
such standouts as William 0. Goebel who 
had rushed for 1,300 )ards and 22 touch­
downs in 19i6, Greg Dixon, the excellent 
quarterback who had accounted for more 
than 30 TD's running and passing over 
the two previous seasons and who had 
directed the Blackcats wishbone offense 
to an almost awesome 4.100 yards in total 
offense. Also in 1976 were: Thomas Slone, 
the outstanding blocking back: Tim 
Patrtck, wide receiver: and tough of­
fensive linemen Scottv Walker. Michael 
Click, Greg DeRos~ett, and Bobby 
Osborne. Each of these athletes were 
excellent defensive players, too. 

Along with the loss of this talent, 
Prestonsburg found even a tougher 
schedule than the year before. To top 
that. all of their opponents would be 
fielding seasoned. veteran teams, as 
almost all of the Cats' opposition had the 
majority of their players returning. Yes, 
the facts spoke for themsl'lves. Prestons­
burg .,.,as picked to win one, maybe two. 
and if they were lucky, three games at 
the most. But something went wrong with 
these concrete, fact-based predictions. 

The 1977 Blackcats had 13 seniors on 
the squad, only two juniors, 16 

sophomores, and about 10 nwmbers from 
the freshman team. There was very little 
Pxpericnce. Alvin Hall, Jeff Burchett and 
Kerry lone had been two-year starters . 
1\lark Chaffin had a year's experience at 
noseguard, as did Kenneth Campbell at 
tackle, Gene Holland at center, and Paul 
Ackerman at safety. Seniors l\larvin 
!\lar ·llldt, Brian Fulks, Chuck lltlton, 
John Henson, Wayne Tibbs, Jimmy 
Campbell, and juniors :John Holland 
Monty Branham had sel'n spot playing 
ttme but very little ~easoned experience 
was to be found. Neither was there an 
o\'erbundance of talent, but this didn't 
el'm to bother the Blackcats. They 

wanted to play football. and they did. 
At thl' start of the season, the early 

eason prognosticators seemed to be 
correct in their predictions. Prestons­
burg won their opener easily over Johns 
Creek, but in the second game of the 
season, they lost to Pikl'ville, 20-13, which 
Pliminated them from the district race. 
The surprising thing was that Prestons 
burg stayed close to the Panthers and 
many felt they actually outplayed the 
eventual district winners. Johnson 
Central routed the Blackcats the 
following week, and it was said that 
Prestonsburg would be lucky to win one 
more game. The Blackcat squad had 
other ideas, however. Many of the 
sophomores had been seeing plenty of 
action, such as, Dewey Layne, Lee 
Carter, Bobby Wells, Dwayne 
Rodebaugh, Bill Greer, Tony Clevenger, 
Keith Colvin, Danny Daniels, Jack 
Goodman. Randy Chaffin, Desi Whitt, 
Thomas Hastings, Harry Adams, and 
Richard Burchett. These, along with the 
rest of the team, were steadily improving 
The Blackcats, on their third straight 
road game traveled to AAA power 
Cawood and literally outplayed them but 
fell, 24·14, due to their own mistakes. But

Trouble, Trouble Floyd County 
Health Notes PRESTONSBURG

Publicized reports say the medical 

profession is in deep trouble. If socialized 
medicine is approved, difficulties will be 
far worse, and this profession is not the 
only discipline, occupation, etc. under 
fire, within and without. 

Teaching faces the worst scrutiny ever 
. . . low salaries and academic standards, 
insufficient funds to operate some 
schools. parents complaining about 
teachers, and vice versa. Nor is the legal 
profession above reproach. Its members 
are not all perfect, either. And politics is 
undergoing its most severe lashing in 
history. with the media exposing 
corruption of every description, pay-offs, 
kick-backs. short-changing, et cetera, in 
numerous states. Dentistry is under 
attack. too. Mounting fees are 
deplored. More than one patient gets 
stuck with costly dentures that look 
horrible. Even the ministry-<>ne con­
sidered almost sacrosanct-is often 
denounced. Hundreds of clergy leave 
leading faiths yearly. Many men of the 
cloth largely blame congregations, who 
rnay return the favor. 

In the medical situation charges and 
counter charges fly; some true, others 
false. Good members of the profession 
are striving to clean it up, to maintain 
and raise standards, to uphold the 
Hippocratic oath a few deem obsolete. 
Eminent leaders in medicine insist that a 
high percentage of cohorts put the dollar 
before patient welfare. Everyone seems 
aware that a few somewhere do this. But 
we know more who are not guilty of the 
accusation made wholesale against 
doctors who enjoy little family life, who 
may forego a vacation to save a life or 
deliver a baby, who do much charity 
work despite Medicare and Medicaid, 
who have limited time for leisure, who 
themselves get tired or ill occasionally, 
who rnay refuse to go off duty when some 
patient is near death. 

Remember the time Sonny was 
choking to death from croup, and "ole 
Doc" got out of bed at midnight in bitter 
cold to rush over and take charge? How 
he put his arms around Mom and the 
girls when Dad passed away, called the 
undertaker himself, asked a nurse to find 
a minister he knew was in the hospital 
visiting? Or the arrival of the first ®ild 
when Doc spent 48 hours for an old­
fashioned home delivery, charging only 
$20? Or the day Grandma had her first 
heart attack as Doc was about to drive off 
for a long fishing trip which he postponed 
just to help her recover? How often do we 
thank the doctor and staff who go the 
second mile? 

The writer recalls living near Licking 
River, along with George and Louise 
May next door in 1926. Our eleven­
months-old son had just experienced 
diphtheria, for which "shots" were not 
given babies then before the age of a 
year. Pauline May, now Mrs. Herbert 
Ousley, of Maytown, developed all 
symptoms of the dread disease. Frantic 
calls went out to Drs. J. H. Allen, Ed and 
Walk Stumbo (all now deceased) but 
none had the needed toxin-antitoxin. Dr. 
Messer of Garrett did have some. 
Despite the thick coat of solid ice on the 
ground he arrived on horseback at dark, 
frozen so stiff that George and Edgar had 
to lift him from the horse, and he had to 
thaw by the fire before he could wait on 
the child whose life he saved. 

We need to walk in the physician's 
shoes, to learn how it feels to confront 
death almost daily, to console loved ones 
when time permits, to delay lunch for 
hours because of pressing demands, to 
carry grave cases home to ponder at 
night, thinking of motherless children 
should Mrs. Green not pull through, or of 
the scepter of malpractice suits if 
something goes wrong, when the lab, 
some nurse, other personnel, or even 
faulty equipment may be responsible if 
an error occurs. The best in the 
profession say that some diagnosing is 
still guesswork, so mistakes are 
inevitable. Doesn't everyone in life make 
them, regardless of calling? 

Doctors do earn more than most 
contemporaries but their education is

Animal Shelter 
Plans Awaited 
As Work Hoped 

Advertisement for b1ds by lhe City of 
Prestonsburg for preliminary work on 
the long·planned animal shelter here 
awaits completion of architect's plans, 
Prestonsburg Mayor Harold Cooley said 
this week. 

Several weeks ago the C1ty Council 
voted to advertise for b1ds for concrete 
and plumbing work but found that ad· 
ditional specifications were needed 
before the project could be advertised. 
"We expect complete architect's plans in 
a matter of days," Mayor Cooley pointed 
out, "and then we can go ahead with the 
advertisement for bids." 

Although the $20,000 bequest of Susan 
Hawkins Leibig, of Middlesboro, which 
offered hope for the animal shelter, has 
not yet been turned over to the city, 
Mayor Cooley said the council elected to 
approve the preliminary work, even if 
city funds have to be used at first. "The 
city can then be reimbursed for the ex· 
pense of beginning construction from the 
bequest money." Cooley explained . 
Including interest which has accrued on 
the original $20,000 amount since Mrs. 
Leibig's death several years ago. the 
total is believed to exceed $40,000. 

The animal shelter, which will be 
located on the for11er landfill site on the 
old Middle Creek road. will provide 18 

stalls for large animals (dogs), one stall 
for puppies, and a stall to accomodate 
cats. 

John Burke. Jr., president and 
spearhead of the Floyd County Humane 
Society, said a dog warden and another 
employee would staff the shelter. Burke 
also said the shelter would work with an 
area veterinarian in conducting regular 
spay clinics as well as vaccination 
clinics . 

Architect on the project is Marvin 
Crider. Jr .. of Prestonsburg.

Almost like sudden nightfall in the 
mountains when sun drops behind a 
rugged crest is the way coin-gold autumn 
starts rusting away. One day 1t's demm 
blue skies and the next it i wet as the 
front of Grandma's apron on wash day. 
Late autumn in the Bluegrass State is not 
without its beauty. 

Oh, here and there a field is like a 
person with uncombed ha1r, fence rows 
ragged and torn and frost-weeds tangling 
across a path. But, even so, a bit of blue 
chicory and a dandelion, bright as brass, 
shine through the thickets and when even 
the palest sun strikes a city flowerbed of 
coppery mums. the plants take on a glow 
much like a well·used copper kettle. 

The area of Indian Old Fields, south· 
east of Winchester on Ky. 15, is beautiful 
in the change of seasons It holds still to a 
mystic aura from Indian days and 
pioneer hunters, creating a feeling of 
homey warmth. It is not difficult to 
Jmagine how it was when Eskippakithiki 
was an important link on the Warrior's 
Path. Teepees and huts would have small 
flags of smoke curling skyward as 
families gathered against the chill, and 
outside fires would be warming hunters 
and traders as they conducted business 
in the last of Kentucky's Indian towns. 

Hemp fields in Central Kentucky once 
supplied material for rope, twine, cotton 
bags and gunny sacks. According to 
historical markers, in 1889, ten Bluegrass 
counties produced more than 90 per cent 
of the entire US yield. Some of these 
fields now are gentle slopes, and remain 
a green O:'sis most of the year. Above the 
fields are touches of autumn. Gnarled 

'trees continue to hold drooping, curled 
cones of brown, beggerlike in their holes 

and spots but uncommonly lovely in 
grace of limb and tw1g. 

Nine miles south of Manchester in Clay 
county, a marker pomts out an old 
threshing rock used by settlers as early 
as 1800 and earlier b> Indians. In 
autumn's harvesting, consider thl' sight 
of farmers helping one another by 
flailing grain on the large rock. The 
countryside m1ght be browning, grass 
drooping to tangle underfoot, but the 
calls of farmer to neighbor would be 
joyous as they threshed their hanest, 
talked over health and polit1cs and tried 
to keep birds and animals from tht>ir 
bounty. 

At the old Saline Trace on the Oh10 
River in Crittenden count), autumn at 
one time brought drizzling rains that 
turned wagon roads into m1ry masses 
and made slippery footing for those 
crossing the river on Flynn's Ferry. 
There was relief for those from inland 
who soaked up this sight of autumn trees 
eding the great river and enjoyed the 
activity of river trade. Sodden leaves 
might swirl around paddle boats, but 
slow rains of autumn made the river 
pebbled and touched with bits of colored 
leaf-beauty, Autumn on the river to those 
who remember the early days is hke a 
homesickness, and farmers too long with 
fields and crops were called to the muddy 
shores to revel in the sights and sounds 
before winter closed in. 

Late autumn in Kentucky can be 
dreary and muddy like the old Buffalo 
road in Owensboro after the herds had 
passed, but today it is Frederica Street 
reflecting Thanksgiving decor from store 
windows. 

Persimmons cling to Eastern Ken­
tucky trees in dark, wrinkled, withery 

globs, but the fruit 1s sweeter than ever 
and perfect for a Thanksgiving puddmg. 

Leaves fall to earth m every part of the 
Common"ealth, but m so doing they 
reveal scenic beauty behind them and 
also grace and symmetry in gnarled 
limbs. 

Country and city yards hold bits of 
twigs, plants and leanmg grass, but 
morning frost tips them with silvery 
glints. 

Fields and mountains, broad meadows, 
late gardens, rivers and creeks, lakes 

and peaks, woodlands-all are touched 
by late autumn Still, there remams over 
all Kentucky a lovely nostalgia and a 
feeling of togetherness to be shared in the 
Thanksgiving days ahead, much like.a 
lad fondles a pocketknife with a rusty 
blade or a child places small arms 
around a bedraggled Raggedy Ann. 

Drive to the city to shop, to a park to 
rest or for relaxation. Take in the 
scenery and history along the way, and 
above all, enjoy this season: Kentucky's 
raggle-taggle gypsy days of autumn.

QUESTION: The Bible as I understand it 
was written years ago and over a long 
period of time. Is it still reliable? 

ANSWER: 
The first book of the Bible was 

written by Moses approximately 
1500 B.C. The last written by John 
the Apostle around 90 A.D. This 
covers a span of close to 1600 years. 
It is indeed an ancient document and 
should be examined as such if one is 
going to be honest in his evaluation 
of its reliability. We will not deal 
with its inspiration at this time. 

Let us first look at the New 
Testament. There are more 
manuscripts of the New Testament 
than all of the other ancient 
writings. For example, of Ceasar's 
GALLIC WARS there are only nine 
or ten manuscripts that are extant. 
Of Aristotle's works there are only 
five. The same is true for many 
other writings. Dr. Frederic G. 
Kenyon, who was the director and 
principle librarian of the British 
Museum and the wor:ld's foremost 
authority on manuscripts said, 
"Scholars are satisfied that they 
possess substantially the true text of 
the principal Greek and Roman 
writers whose works have come 
down to us ... yet our knowledge of 
their writings depend on a mere 
handful of manuscripts, whereas the 
manuscripts of the New Testament 
are counted by the hundreds, and 
even thousands." 

Not only is there a greater number 
of manuscripts, but the time lag 
between the original and the extant 
copies of the New Testament is 
almost negligible. The time interval 
is only 250-300 years. Whereas in the 
other ancient literature there is a 
difference of 750-1600 years, 
averaging close to 1,000 years. 

John Warwick Montgomery says, 
"to be skeptical of the resultant text 
of the New Testament books is to 
allow all of classical antiquity to slip 
into obscurity, for no document of 
the ancient period are as well at­
tested bibliographically as the New 
Testament. 

As for the Old Testament, ar­
chaeology has proven its accuracy. 
Time and time again this science 
has confirmed the Biblical account 
and has silenced its foes. The late 
Dr. William F. Albright, ar­
chaeologist of world fame, has said, 
"We may rest assured that the 
consonantal text of the Hebrew 
Bible ... has been preserved with an 
accuracy perhaps unparalled in any 
other Near Eastern literature . . . 
No, the flood of light now being shed 
on Biblical Hebrew poetry of all 
periods by Ugaritic literature 
guarantees the relative antiquity of 
its composition as well as the 
astonishing accuracy of its tran­
smission." 

Another interesting note is that 
when the Dead Sea Scrolls of Isaiah 
53, copied about 100 B.C., were 
compared to another one of ap­
proximately 900 A.D., there was 
found to be disagreement con­
cerning only one word. This word did 
not significantly change the 
meaning of the passage. 

This writer then concludes that 
from the evidence presented here 
and most of evidence not pre­
sented, due to the lack of space, 
that the Bible as we have it now is a 
reliable copy of the original. One is 
not committing intellectual suicide 
to believe in the Historical value of 
the Book. It is indeed reliable. 

"In Kentucky, we have built a strong 
state, local and regional partnership. The 
danger is that the federal government 
has not become involved in that part­
nership," Carroll said. 

He added, "While Kentucky has been 
getting its house in order, to meet the 
needs of intergovernmental coor­
dination, federal government has been 
losing itself within a maze of 
bureaucracy, duplication of regulations 
and a downright distrust" of state and 
local government. 

The governor said that while there is a 
new administration in Washington, much 
of the "tired bureaucracy" remains. He 
added, "I intend to work to the fullest of 
my capabilities and resources to ensure 
President Carter's effort toward making 
Washington more responsive and ac­
countable to the people becomes a 
reality." 

Noting that the state has a $2 billion 
agriculture industry, the Governor said 
Kentucky hopes to "attract more 
producers into the state so our raw farm 
materials can be processed directly here 
. . . creating more jobs for Kentuckians." 

Carroll said he hopes to "give our 
attention to the Appalachian region." He 
said the region is on the ''threshold of 
growth unparalled in our lifetime" and 
that development of non-urban areas 
would support the growth of the state's 
urban areas.

Work adjustment services are 
provided to expose the client to a work 
routine. Clients are placed in a real work 
setting and learn to adjust to a seven or 
eight-hour day, Wolff explained. 

Special skills training includes 
woodworking, furniture repair, building 
and refinishing, assembly line processes, 
and domestic services. 

"The bureau's chief concerns are the 
health, safety and welfare of the clients, 
and assuring them quality services, 
along with minimum wages for their 
work," the director said.

Consumer 
Comments 
Mail Order Regulation

Christmas is just around the corner 
and Christmas catalogues are now being 
sent for you to order your Christmas gifts 
through the mail. Many problems can 
occur when ordering through the mail 
with the major problem being the fa.ilure 
to deliver goods on time. To insure your 
mail ordered gifts arrive before 
December 25th, familiarize yourself with 
the Federal Trade Commission Mail 
Order Regulation which governs all mail 
order items except: 

1) subscription, such as magazines 
ordered for serial delivery, after the 
initial shipment is properly made; 

2) seeds and growing plants: 
3) orders made on C.O.D. basis, or; 
4) goods ordered or sent under 

negative option plans. 
These regulations require mail order 

companies to notify the buyer if his-her 
order cannot be filled within the ad­
vertised time period, or within 30 days if 
no time is advertised. Therefore, the 
consumer must be so notified and given 
the option of cancelling the order or 
consenting to a delay of up to 30 days in 
shipping. If the consumer wishes to 
cancel the order, he-she is entitled to a 
prompt refund of money. 

I£ the order was prepaid by cash, 
check, or money order and the buyer 
cancels the order, the company has 
seven days to make a refund. If the 
consumer paid for the merchandise by 
credit card, the company is allowed one 
billing period to credit the consumer 
account. 

The company is also required under 
the Federal Trade Commission 
regulation to supply cost-free means for 
the consumer to notify the company of 
his-her intentions to cancel, such as a 
postage-paid card. This card must be 
returned to the company if the consumer 
wishes to cancel the order. If the card is 
not returned, the company can be assured 
the consumer consents to a 30 day delay 
in shipment. Any delay beyond that 30 
day period must be consented to by 
the consumer in writing. 

If you have ordered items, received 
notice of delay and then wish to cancel 
your order, make sure you return the 

(! postage-pa.id card to get your money 
returned. If you fail to return the card, 

,. you will then be authorizing a delay on 
your order. 

The United States Postal Service can 
provide assistance in resolving com· 
plaints about mail order purchases or to 
answer any questions you might have 
concerning your rights under this 
Federal Trade Commission regulation. If 
they are unable to answer your questions 
or resolve your complaint, contact the 
Office of the Attorney General, Con­
sumer Protection Division, Frankfort, 
Kentucky 40601. The office has found that 
1t can most effectively deal with written 
complaints and encourages you to write 
if you have a consumer complaint. 
However, if you have an emergency 
ituation, call the toll-free consumer 

hotline which is 1-800-372·2960.

Forestry Incentive 
Program Announced 

Cynthia Duncan, chairwoman Ken­
tucky Agricultural Stabilization and 
Conservation Committee, and Elmore 
Grim, director of the Kentucky Division 
of Forestry, jointly announce the 1978 
Forestry Incentive Program <FIP> and 
recent changes. FIP, which is a 
separately-funded program authorized 
by Congress for the purpose of increasing 
the nation's supply of timber products, is 
administered through local county 
Agricultural Stabilization and Con­
servatien Service <ASCS> offices. The 
Kentuc Division of Forestry works 
closely with ASCS in provid.ing technical 
services. 

ASCS provides cost-shares up to 75 
percent of the actual cost to the "non­
industrial" private forest landowner for 
tree planting and limber stand im­
provement. Landowners may earn up to 
$10,000 in one fiscal year. 

Two of the major changes noted by 
Miss Duncan and Mr. Grim from prior 
year operations were: (1) Hardwoods 
are no longer an eligible species-only 
softwoods, and (2) There is a national 
minimum size acreage of 10 acres to be 
eligible for cost-sharing.

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Report Says Mining Increase 
In Area To Add to Problems 

To Be Wed

A study by the tJniver ·ity of Ken­
tucky's College of Bu · iness and 
Economics mdicates that benefits of 
increased Kentuck) coal production 
probably would outweigh the costs. 

President Carter has recommended 
that the nation's coal production be 
doubled by 1985 to provide for 
American's energy needs. The high b. t.u. 
content of Eastern Kentucky coal makes 
it particularly attractive. 

Although the study's authors conclude 
that the state will gain more in terms of 
employment and tax revenue than it will 
pay out for expanded services, they warn 
that a rapid expansion of coal production 
is not necessarily desirable 

The final decision must also reflect 
environment, social and cultural costs. 

Because Eastern Kentucky coal 1s 
more desirable than that in Western 
Kentucky, the major part of the boom 
will occur in the east. the study says. 

By far the greatest impact would be on 
the coal industry itself, although other 
industries would be affected. par­
ticularly the iron and steel industry. 
electric, gas and water utilities, 
government services, industrial 
chemicals, all stone, glass and clay 
products. 

Since the nwnber of non-Kentuckians 
working in the state is a small per­
centage of the workforce, doubling coal 
production will mean new job op­
portunities for state residents, an in­
crease in state income from taxes, and as 
a result, a general improvement in the 
public welfare. 

In fact, since doubling production 
would result in an increase of about 
52,330 workers. it could lead to a situation 
where there are too few people for 
existing jobs, the report says. 

The Eastern Kentucky coal-producing 
region can expect to become an in­
creasingly important part of the state 
economy, because of population in­
creases. In Western Kentucky, where a 
substantial population growth is already 
projected, mining employment may 
accelerate the region's growth. 

Yet, even though state and local 
governments can look forward to ad­
ditional tax revenues, they also will be

"In a way, the coal-producing states 
w1ll enjoy some of the benefits that OPEC 
countries have enjoyed w1th regard to 
oil," the report says. "However, this does 
not mean that all of the increased income 
is a net gain." 
~tablishment of a new industry or 

expansion of an existing one could ac­
tuallv be detrimental if the revenues 
prod~ced are not equal to additional 
public costs created by the industry, the 
report says. 

State taxes most likely to mcrease are 
the coal severance tax, personal and 
corporate income tax receipts, and the 
motor fuels and sales taxes. 

The report projects a $95 million 
annual increase in coal severance taxes, 
once coal production in Kentucky has 
doubled: a $25.5 million increase in the 
sales tax; $17.1 million increase in 
personal income tax; $4.5 million in­
crease in corporate income tax and $12.1 
million increase in motor fuels tax, for a 
total yearly increase of $154.2 million. 

Property taxes and other local taxes 
are also expected to increase. 

One of the major new costs will be for 

public schooL in the coal-producing 
counties. In addition, expanded police 
and fire protection will be necessary. 

Some public expenditures will have to 
be made in advance of the antic1pated 
population increase. the report notes, to 
provide paved roads and sanitation 
systems so that housing construction can 
begin. 

The study tentatively estimates it 
would cost city and county governments 
in Kentucky about $3.67 million a year to 
support the extra population resulting 
from a doubling of the coal output. 

State government will also incur ad­
ditional costs, v. ith the main costs 
relating to h1ghway use-both for im­
proving and maintaining existing roads 
used to haul coal and to construct new 
highways suitable for heavy loads 

The state faces four alternatives with 
regard to highway costs, the study says: 
To leave the coal haul roads as they are, 
and incur substantial maintenance costs; 
improve coal haul roads to their original 
condition at a fixed cost of more than $33 
million: upgrade existing coal haul roads 
at a fixed cost of $474 million, or recon­
struct and relocate coal haul roads at a 
fixed cost of $2 billion.

Kentucky's duck hunters should be 

getting used to the intricacies of the point 
system by now, after three years of using 
it to determine duck limits. 

But if you're still a little hazy on thP 
point system, here is how it works: each 
species of duck is assigned a point value 
between 10 and 100. The hunter then adds 
the point value of each duck he takes to 
the previous total for that day's hunting. 
When his count reaches or goes over 100, 
he must stop shooting for the day The 
possession limit (after two or more days 
of hunting l is the maximum number of 
ducks which could have been taken 
legally in two days. 

A hunter couJd, for example, take 10 
pintails <a 10-point bird l for his 100 
points. But if his first duck is a canvas­
back <worth 100 points), he's through for 
the day. But because of the built in 
"safety" factor" of the point system, the 
hunter who has taken nine pin tails (for 90 
points) can still shoot one more duck of 
any point value. If, for example, he takes 
a canvasback, he will still be legal, 
although he has a total of 190 points. 

The purpose of the point system is, of 
course, to encourage selective shooting. 
The hunter who gets up at 3:30 in the 
morning, drives 50 miles or so to the 
marsh, spends a half hour getting his 
decoys set out and another 30 minutes 
waiting in the cold for legal shooting time 
isn't going to be too anxious to take a 100 
point bird, then have to pack everything 
in and go home. 

The point system favors those hunters 
who are adept at identifying waterfowl 
on the wing. The hunter who can tell how 
many points that bird flying overhead is 
worth will usually get in more shooting 
than the hunter who identifies his ducks 
after he has retrieved them. 

If you still have the point values from 
last year memorized, you're in luck­
they will be the same this season. But 
just in case you've forgotten, canvas­
backs are worth 100 points each, while hen 
mallards, black ducks, wood ducks 
hooded mergansers and redheads are all 
70 point birds. 

The 10 point ducks are pintails, blue­
winged teal, cinnamon teal, green-

Kentucky's duck season will open Nov. 
19 and run through Nov. 27, w1th the 
second phase of the season opening Dec 
10 and continuing through Jan. 14, 1978. 
Goose hunters mav hunt from Nov. 12 
through Jan. 20. · 

The limits on geese are five daily, with 
only two Canada geese or two while 
fronted geese or one of each. The 
possession limit is also five, with any 
combination that does not include more 
than four Canada and white-fronted 
geese in the aggregate, of which not more 
than two mav be white-fronted. 

Remember. that shooting hours for 
waterfowl are from one-half hour before 
sunrise until sunset <prevailing time L 
Waterfowl hunters may not use any shot 
larger than No. 2, and all hunters 16 
years old and over must have a federal 
duck stamp in addition to the appropriate 
Kentucky license. 

Finally, although it's too late to make 
reservations for hunting at the Ballard 
County Wildlife Management Area, those 
hunters wanting information about 
commercial hunting places in the 
Ballard County area can get in touch with 
Martin Flournoy, R R. 1, La Center, Ky . 
42056. And for a copy of this year's 
waterfowl hunting guide, write the Dept. 
of Fish and Wildlife, Frankfort, Ky. 
40601.

Agronomy scientists and graduate 
students in the UK College of Agriculture 
presented 18 scientific papers, reporting 
research conducted by the Kentucky 
Agricultural Experiment Station, at the 
69th annual meeting of the American 
Society of Agonomy in Los Angeles 
November 13-18. 

''This meeting of the nation's 
agronomists serves as a clearing house 
for exchanging information and 
discussing current trends and problems 
in food production," says A J Hiatt, 
chairman of the lJK Department of 
Agronomy. "Our people return better­
equipped to conduct research and Ex­
tension programs needed by Kentucky 
farmers and the conswners of farm 
products " 

Here are some of the highlights 
reported by UK agronomists: 

Growing no-tillage corn requires more 
frequent liming of fields and later ap­
plication of nitrogen fertilizer to keep 
yields up, compared with conventional 
methods of growing the crop. Applying 
nitrogen about a month after planting is 
recommended. Higher rates of the fer­
tilizer would work but also would in­
crease costs. 

This relatively new method of growing 
corn is becoming popular among Ken­
tucky farmers because it saves fuel 
and other machine operating costs. With 
no-tillage corn, seed is planted without 
plowing under residues from the 
previous crop and fewer tillage 
operations are involved in seedbed 
preparation. 

New and better varieties of small 
grains and grasses can be developed four 
to six years faster by using cell and tissue 
culture methods in plant breeding. 
Protoplast cell fusion, another 
significant advancement, will give plant 
breeders new and varied genetic 
material to incorporate into new 
varieties. Possibilities include more 
resistance to diseases and insects and 
greater yielding ability of the crop. 

An energy-saving way to renovate 
grass pastures, including hilly grass­
lands in Kentucky, can increase forage 
yields and cut the cost of producing milk 
and beef. UK researchers use minimum 
tillage methods to seed alfalfa or red 
clover in small grooves cut into 
bluegrass or tall fescue sods without 
destroying· the grass. 

Forage yields per acre, for example, 
have been more than doubled by 
establishing red clover in tall fescue sod. 
The legume, which produces nitrogen in 
nodules on its roots, increased forage 
yield about as much as application of 600 
pounds of 33.5 per cent ammoniwn 
nitrate fertilizer per acre on fescue 
growing alone. 

This can save significant amounts of 
fossil fuel used to manufacture nitrogen 
fertilizer. Additional savings can be 
made· by using minimum tillage methods 
which require only about one-fifth as 
much tractor fuel as normal seedbred 
preparation for establishing alfalfa or 
red clover in grass pastures. 

Kentucky farmers can get an extra 
harvest from alfalfa fields late in the fall 
without reducing yields the following 
year by applying research on 
management of the crop. Plants need to 
accwnulate growth and store winter food 
reserves in their roots for six to eight 
weeks between the last cutting of the 
summer and the first hard freeze in the 
fall. But, after growth ceases the alfalfa 
can be grazed or cut for hay without 
damaging the stand or reducing next 
spring's yield. 

Forage quality remains quite high for 
two to three weeks after a killing frost or 
until alfalfa plants begin to lose their 
leaves. Harvesting alfalfa during Sep-

tember and October in Kentucky is 
detrimental to spring growth. 

Research reported on the loss of 
nitrogen from soils has important im­
plications to the farmer's cost of using 
fertilizer in crops production and in 
preventing ground water contamination 

Soybean yields may be increased by 
lengthening the time that plants ac­
cumulate dry matter in the seed. This 
possibility fo.r plant breeders to develop 
higher-yielding soybean varieties is 
indicated by experiments that suggest a 
genetic control over the length of the 
pod-filling period. 

Higher-yielding corn varieties may 
result from studies showing that dry 
matter accumulation in corn kernels is 
genetically controlled. This adds a new 
criterion for corn breeders to use in 
selection programs.

Lawless gangs of thieves and 
murderers roved freely about 
preying upon the defenseless. 
Disagreements grew into feuds, 
personal duels and, finally, the 
assassination of an elected 
officials.

Included in the book is the 
story of the slow progress in 
education and reform, along 
with the emerging fights for 
blacks' and women's rights.

If you haven't looked at a copy of this 
year's deer hunting regulations, you 
might be in for a surprise. There are 
some major changes this season. 

For one thing, gun hunters will have 
two "long week-end" hunts, instead of 
the usual five-day season. The gtm 
season opens Nov. 12, runs through Nov. 
14, then closes until Dec. 3, when it opens 
for another three-day hunt (through Dec. 
5). That's one extra day of hunting, and 
with any luck at all, we'll have good 
weather on at least one of these week­
ends. 

Gun hunters may also use certai'n 
handguns this year, providing the guns 
and ammunition meet certain 
qualifications. All barrels must be 3.90 
inches or longer and only the following 
cartridges may be used: .30 Herret; .357 
Herret; .357 magnum; .357 auto mag; .41 
magnum; .4lautomag; .44magnum; .44 
auto mag; .44-40; .45 Colt long; .45 auto 
mag or .45 ACP, the last of which must 
use either semi-jacketed soft point or 
semi-jacketed hollow point bullets. No 
full jacketed bullets of any caliber may 
be used. 

Note that this regulation calls for 
specific cartridges. This means, for 
example, that it isn't legal to hunt deer 
with .38caliber cartridges in a .357 pistol, 
even though the .38 cartridge will work in 
the particular gun. 

These handguns may be used during 
both the Nov. 12-14 and the Dec. 3-5 gtm 
seasons, and handgun hunters are 
subject to the same regulations as other 
gun hunters. 

Nine counties will permit either bucks 
or does to be taken on Dec. 3 only. These 
counties are Ballard, Crittenden, Mc­
Cracken, Livingston, Barren, Hart, 
Edmonson, Gallatin and Owen. During 
the other five days of gun hunting, only 
bucks with at least one forked antler may 
be taken in these counties. 

Bucks only is the rule for the entire gWl 
season in the remainder of the open 
counties in Kentucky. All counties are 
open except the following, which are 
closed to both gun and bow deer hunting: 
Clark, Clay, Floyd, Harlan, Jackson, 
Johnson, Knott, Leslie, Magoffin, 
Martin, Owsley, Perry, Powell and 
WoHe. 

Several wildlife management areas 
are closed to all hunting as part of a deer 
restoration project. These areas are 
Beaver Creek, Dewey Lake, Grayson 
Lake, Pine Mountain, Redbird and 
Robinson Forest. These areas are well 
marked with posted signs, so hunters 
shouldn't have any problems here. The 

Health Care Agency 
May Legally Share 
Patient Information 

Big Sandy Health Care, Inc. can legally 
give minor children patient information 
to other agencies such as Head Start, 
Rural Day Care, or Magoffin County 
Health Department without written 
parental consent, according to an opinion 
from the Attorney General's office. 

The opinion, written by Carl Miller, 
assistant attorney general, says that any 
pertinent information concerning in­
dividual clients, patients or applicants in 
the possession of the departments of 
justice, human resources, education, or 
any other state or local government 
agency may be shared with any 
authorized representative of any other 
state or local governmental agency of 
similar function if such agency has a 
direct interest in the individual con­
cerned. 

Yellowbank area in Breckinridge County 
is closed to deer hunting but open for 
hunting other species. 

Gun hunters who took deer last year 
should be familiar with check stations. 
This "instant survey" method of keeping 
track of our deer harvest will be in effect 
again this year. You should have 
received a list of check stations when you 
bought your deer permit. If you didn't, 
the lists are available from any county 
court clerk. All deer taken by gun hun­
ters must be checked, either at the 
nearest open check station or by a con­
servation officer. 

And speaking of the deer permits, the 
search for a better tag goes on. Last 
year's plastic tag proved to be brittle in 
cold weather, so this year hunters are 
trying a tape tag. Don't experiment with 
it; when you stick the two ends together, 
it's stuck for good, so don't try it on 
anything except your deer. 

Remember that all gun hunters must 
wear either a vest, coat, coveralls, cap or 
hat of fluorescent "hunter" orange. The 
entire garment must be hunter orange, 
and wearing any one of the above will 
satisfy the requirements of this safety 
regulation. 

Finally, remember to ask permission 
to hunt on private lands. H you are 
hunting with a .240 caliber or larger rifle, 
the law now requires that you obtain 
written permission. Either written or 
oral permission is necessary for all other 
hunters. 

We've covered just some of the 
highlights of this year's deer hunting. 
For a complete rundown, write the 
Division of Public Relations, Department 
of Fish and Wildlife Resources, Frank­
fort, Ky.' 40601 for a copy of the 1977 Deer 
Hunting Guide.

Attorney General Says 
Some Private Groups 
May Share Severance 

Private, nonstock, nonprofit cor­
porations may receive grants from the 
Coal Severance Economic Aid Fund, 
provided certain conditions are met, 
according to an opinion issued by the 
Attorney General's office. 

The opinion, issued by Charles W. 
Runyan , assistant attorney general, was 
in response to an inquiry by Charles D. 
Wickliffe, attorney for the Department of 
Finance and Administratton 

Current law allows capital projects 
recommended by Economic Aid Boards 
in coal-producing counties to be funded 
out of the Coal Severance Aid Fund. 
There has been some question, however, 
whether private, nonprofit corporations 
expressly formed to provide a public 
service, were eligible for this aid. 

Runyan's opinion held however that 
nonstock, nonprofit corporations would 
quality if : 

1. It is evident that a public purpose 
will be served. 

2. It is evident that the public purpose 
is to be effected "in terms of some 
statutory description or designation of 
some governmental function or service. 
In other words, the public purpose must 
be directly linked to some specific 
statutory declaration of the purpose to be 
carried out ," Runyan said in his opinion. 

Reclamation and industrial develop­
ment, for example, are spelled out as 
public purposes in state statutes.
