Ray Jones, 69, was pronounced dead at the scene after the 
car he was driving collided with an auto driven by Barbara H. 
Hamilton, 35, of Wittensville, wife of Frank Hamilton, 
assistant superintendent of Johnson county schools.

Bell Denies Hamilton 
Permit To Strip Mine 

Sterling Hamilton, Mud Creek coal 
operator, may be out of business as a 
strip-miner as the result of precedent­
setting action taken last week by Robert 
Bell, secretary of the state Department 
for Natural Resources and En­
vironmental Protection. 

Bell refused Hamilton's two ap­
plications for permit to strip-mine 66 
acres on Mud Creek on the ground that 
Hamilton has a long record of 
reclamation violations. 

Perry White, general counsel for the 
department, said it apparently was the 
first time the department has refused a 
permit exclusively for this reason. 

Bell said that his decision to refuse the 
permits means that in the future more 
attention is going to be paid to a mine 
operator's record of performance. 

Hamilton has been in trouble before 
with the department, and last year paid a 
fine of $20,000. 

John Rosenberg, director of the 
Prestonsburg-based Appalachian 
Research and Defense Fund, who led the 
fight for Willard Johnson and Edgar 
Howell, members of two Mud Creek 
families which have been opposing 
Hamilton, said of the Bell decision: 

"I'm delighted. We have said all along 
that when an operator applies for a 
permit, the department ought to pull out 
his record and review it, and they can 
schedule a hearing to determine whether 
or not the permit should be issued on that 
basis." 

Natural Resources department to con­
sider the performance record of a strip­
mine operator in deciding on new per­
mits, but the department has never 
obeyed a 1974 legal mandate to write 
regulations covering cases of repeated 
non-compliance. 

In the Sterling Hamilton case, Bell said 
he is particularly concerned about a 
"massive" hollow-fill site where the 
company intended to place some 75,000 
cubic yards of soil and rock taken from 
the actual mining site. "I believe below 
the fill there was going to be a series of 
silt structures and below the silt struc­
tures a couple of homes." 

Bell was reluctant to allow mining 
activity there because, as he said in his 
legal findings in the case, "The evidence 
shows that the <Sterling Hamilton) 
Company, since November, 1972, and up 
to the week before the hearing in this 
proceeding, has committed continuous 
violations . .. and has failed to alter the 
pattern of conduct that precipitated the 
violations in question." 

During that time, Bell said, the com-
- pany was cited for more than 100 
violations including strip mining without 
a permit, the placing of spoil off the 
permitted areas, improper construction 
and maintenance of access roads and silt 
structures, excessive spoil over the 
outslope, and improper bench con­
struction, grading and seeding.

The final report of the grand jury to 
Circuit Judge Hollie Conley this week 
was brief, but it endorsed the report filed 
by the April grand jury and commented 
that the problems then mentioned are 
still in existence. 

The report, signed by Gerald 
DeRossett, foreman, recommended that 
more police protection be provided for 
the entire county, with emphasis on the 
Right Beaver Creek area. lt also asked 
that no juror be excused from service for 
any reason other than sickness .

A glimmer of hope for the customers of 
the often waterless Mud Creek and Sandy 
Valley Water Districts came out of a 
special meeting of representatives of the 
Big Sandy Area Development District 
and water district officials last Wednes­
day at May Lodge 

After considerable discussion of the 
plight of residents served by the water 
systems, the decision was made to ask 
for federal funding of a water filtration 
plant in the Harold area. 

At present, the Pikeville water system 
sells water to the Sandy Valley Water 
District at Betsy Layne, and, as one 
observer put it. "the Mud Creek district 
gets what's left from the Sandy Valley 
district." The contract which links the 
Pikeville and Sandy Valley systems 
originally set an allowable maximum 
amount of water which Pikeville could 
provide the Floyd county water system, 
and, according to Ed Bertner, BSADD 
planner, "Pikeville has already gone 
past that point . . and growth in the area 
has outstripped the capacity of the 
Pikeville plant. " 

Jack Branham is chairman of the 
Sandy Valley Water District while Oliver 
Hall serves in the same capacity with the 
Mud Creek system. 

Bertner said Howard K . Bell 
Engineers, of Lexington is being hired by 
~ ') CQndu t a sit lqcatiQn study 

and water treatment plant cost 
projection and that these findings would 
be submitted to the federal Farmers ' 
Home Administration (FmHA> for 
review. ' 'These are preliminary steps 
toward filing a preapplication for the 
necessary grant," Bertner explained. 

Although the capacity of the plant was 
not definitely established at last Wednes­
day's meeting, Bertner said the facility 
would probably be capable of handling 1 
to 1.5 million gallons a day. At the same

Order on Trucks Held Void 
Now that the Home Rule Act has been 

ruled unconstitutional , the ordinance 
enacted by the Floyd fiscal court 
requiring coal trucks to be covered while 
on highways of the county is of no effect, 
Assistant Atty. Gen. Charles Runyon said 
Monday. 

Runyan agreed with County Attorney 
Harold J . Stumbo, who had expressed 
concern that the Supreme Court ruling on 
the Home Rule Act has negated the fiscal 
court 's authority to enact legislation. 

But he pointed out that the county is not 
without recourse against uncovered coal 
trucks, si':ce there is a state law which 

provides that ·'no vehicle shall be 
operated upon any highway unless it is so 
constructe as to prevent its contents 
from escaping." He also pointed to the 
state law against criminal littering. 

Stumbo had also expressed concern 
about the validity of the fiscal court 
ordinance, since it singled out coal trucks 
for penalties, which, he said, might have 
constituted class legislation. But that 
point became moot when the Home Rule 
Act was nullfied. 

County penalties for littering, dumping 
and the like are also believed to have 
been killed by the court decision .

-Ernie Lee Cole, slaying of his 
brother, Charles Cole, at Melvin. 

-Edward Roy Jones, slaying of James 
Clayton Conley, near Wayland. (Jones, 
who has during long court hearings been 
listed as Eddie Jones, was acquitted in a 
trial at Pikeville, a few months ago, of a 
charge of murder in the slaying of 
Deputy Sheriff Lawrence Conley at 
Garrett.) 

-Edd Hall, Jr., April 30 slaying on 
Little Paint Creek of Larry Spencer. 

-Pearl Miller, slaying of her husband, 
Richard Miller, on Middle Creek. 

The jury also voted a reckless 
homicide indictment against State 
Senator Jim Hammond.

Define Requirements 
Of Strip-Mine Act 

The first of what IS like!:- to be many 
speeches on the Surface :\linmg Control 
and ReclamatiOn Act of 1977 the federal 
strip mine b1ll \\as made 111 Louisville 
last Thursda~ by Robert D Bell, 
secretary of the :state Department for 
:'\atural Hesources and Environmental 
Protection. 

Bell spoke at the 34th annual con· 
\·ention of the Kentucky Association of 
Conservation Districts. Bell pointed out 
that the group ~as the first statewide 
associ at ion to publicly endorse Ken· 
tucky's first "tough'' strip mine 
legislation. 

He out lined for the association the 
interim standards that will have to be 
met by new strip mine operations in the 
state. as early as February of next year 
and the standards that will be required of 
all strip mining operations under the 
bill's permanent program. 

All strip mine operations granted 
permits after Feb. 3, 1978 must comply 
with the interim standards. According to 
Bell these operations must: 

- Restore mined areas to an equal, or 
higher and better, premming land use . 

-Return areas disturbed by mining to 
their approximate original contour . 

-Segregate topsoil to provide a base 
for satisfactory revegetation. 

-Minimize or prevent disturbances to 
underground or surface waters. 

-Maintain coal waste piles in con· 
formance with strict criteria to be 
established by the U.S. Army Corps of 
Engineers. 

-Use explosives in a more restricted 
manner and according to detailed 
specifications regarding blasting. 

-Revegetate all regarded areas to 
equal the natural vegetation of the area. 

-Place no material over the outslopes 
of a strip mining operation on steep 
slopes (defined as over 20 degrees l and to 
return the site to its approximate original 
contour. Also there is to be no distur­
bance of land above the highwall of the 
operation. 

By May 3, 1978, all existing operations 
will have to conform the remaining 
portions of their operations to the interim 
standards. 

"These standards which are set forth 
in the Act of Congress and the regulations 
which will be issued pursuant thereto will 
demand a level of mining and 
reclamation that is not required within 
the several states at this time," Bell 
commented. 

He indicated that during the interim 
program his department would be 
developing a state regulatory program to 
assume primacy, or primary respon­
sibility for enforcement of the act. Such a 

plan must bt.> suhmitlt>d to the Dt•part­
ment of the 1nterior by Feb. 3, 1979 

One key requirement for the state 
program IS that a state lav. must be 
passed that is consistent with the federal 
bill ··It if> absolutely imperative that the 
1978 General Assembly pass the enabling 
legislation which wtll qualify our state 
program for primacy under the act," 
Bell said. 

In addition to enforcement respon­
sibility, an approved state regulatory 
program could mean approximately $20 
million annually for the state from a 
national trust fund for reclamation of 
land strip mined prior to state or federal 
reclamation law. 

Beginning Oct. 1, a new federal tax of 
35 cents per ton on surface mined coal 
and 15 cents per ton on underground 
mined coal will be imposed to develop the 
fund. Fifty per cent of the funds collected 
m any state must be returned to that 
state. The $20 million figure was denved 
from 1976 production figures for Ken· 
tucky. 

In explaining the new legislation, Bell 
also touched on a provision designed to 
protect prime farmland. This 1s the only 
element in the bill that became effective 
on the date of enactment, Aug. 3. 

Under the prov1sion a strip mine 
operator would have to follow certain 
practices to restore such lands within a 
reasonable period of time to equivalent 
or higher levels of yield than existed 
before mining. The U.S. and Kentucky 
soil conservation services have been 
working with the state and permit ap· 
plicants to determine if prime farmland 
exists on a proposed mining site.

Perry Mine Fined $25,000, 
Heaviest Levied for Pollution 

The heaviest civil penalty ever im­
posed on a single company for violations 
of Kentucky water pollution laws was 
paid recently as a result of legal action 
by the state Department for Natural 
Resources and Environmental 
Protection. 

Blue Diamond Coal Company of 
Leatherwood was assessed $25,000 for 
discharges of black water, coal solids 
and coal fines from its coal preparation 
plant on Clover Fork in Perry county. 

Blue Diamond is the sixth company in 
recent months to sign settlement 
agreements with the department after 
being charged with violating state water 
pollution statues. Almost $80,000 in civil 
penalties has been paid by the companies 
to the state. 

In addition to the civil penalty, a water 
pollution abcitement plan will have to be 
implemented by the company at their 
Leatherwood Mine which will cost Blue 
Diamond $2.4 million, according to 
company estimates. 

Emergency First-Aid

"We feel like these settlements 
represent a major mobilization of our 
enforcement efforts in the area of water 
quality, particularly with coal 
preparation plants, in Eastern Ken­
tucky,'' says Tom Glover, department 
attorney who has handled settlement 
negotiations with Blue Diamond and the 
other companies. 

He added that action against the 
companies has been in response to citizen 
complaints and inspections by depart­
ment personnel. 

"One company will notice another 
discharging into streams and apparently 
getting away with it or a company will 
fail to maintain equipment that will 
prevent discharges, thinking that no 
action will be taken against them, and 
before long you have a rash of problems 
like we have had in the past few months," 
says Glover. 

Water pollution problems from mining 
operations apparently aren't ending with 
Blue Diamond since the department is 
currently negotiating settlements with 
three other companies charged with 
violations, according to Glover. 

"We do think we've made significant 
progress and hopefully the civil penalties 
will deter other companies from 
discharging into streams," says Glover, 
"but what we're really interested in, 
rather than the generation of revenue, is 
implementation of the abatement plans 
which virtually eliminates the possibility 
of further discharges." 

Kentucky law calls for civil penalties of 
up to $5,000 for each violation of water 
pollution statues and a $1,000 penalty for 
failing to report the discharges to the 
department's Division of Water Quality. 
Failure to implement the abatement plan 
would result in the revocation or 
suspension of the companies' water 
quality permit.

Louisa-Fort Gay 
Span Bids Seen 
For October 20 

The Kentucky Department of Trans­
portation will open bids Oct. 20 for 
construction of the Louisa-Fort Gay 
bridge, Governor Julian Carroll an­
nounced last week. 

The new bridge will cross both forks of 
the Big Sandy, the Levisa and Tug forks, 
at the Kentucky-West Virginia state line. 
It will be located downstream from the 
existing structure. 

The Louisa-Fort Gay bridge carries the 
traffic of KY 3 and of State Route 37 in 
West Virginia. 

Like the one it replaces, the new bridge 
will include an intersection for KY 3 
traffic from the Point section of Louisa. 

According to Transportation Secretary 
Calvin G. Grayson, projects of this kind 
frequently require eight years to be 
completed. With cooperation from all the 
agencies involved, the time required to 
open this bridge will be only half of that, 
approximately four years. 

The governor said that much credit is 
due a special Task Force, including 
state, federal and local officials, which 
worked to cut through red tape and 
helped Transportation Department of­
ficials make prompt decisions since it 
was named to assist KYDOT in March, 
1976. 

An October letting has been the Task 
Force's objective during the 18 months it 
has served, Carroll said. 

Included in the Task Force were 
representatives of the Louisa-Fort Gay 
Bridge action group, the U.S. Army 
Corps of Engineers, the KYOV A In­
terstate Planning Commission, FIVCO 
Area Development District, the U.S. 
Coast Guard, the Norfolk and Western 
Railroad, the West Virginia Department 
of Highways and the Kentucky Depart· 
ment of Transportation. Chairman of the 
Task Force has been Charles G. Cook, 
director of KYDOT's bridge division. 

Construction will be funded by the 
federal bridge replacement program and 
the two states. The federal share is 75 
percent. The two states will divide the 
remaining 25 percent on the location of 
the state line. Kentucky's share is ex­
pected to be about four·fifths of the total 
state's share.

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KY 80-Proof What 
A Governor Can Do 

Next Monday's groundbreaklng at Hazard for the new KY 80 
will for the second time in recent years serve as proof of what a 
governor can do for a section of his state if he really wants to do 
it. 

The first example was the Mountain Parkway which Governor 
Bert Combs was determined to build, and did build, despite all 
opposition and every discouraging circumstance. 

Now, the beginning of the new, four-lane KY 80 is proof of 
Governor Carroll's commitment to a section of Eastern Ken­
tucky that lay as an island of isolation while modern highways 
were being built all around it. Everybody admitted that the 
existing narrow, twisting KY 80 is not only inadequate to modern 
traffic but an actual deterrent to area development, but there 
were several reasons why it couldn't be done. Reason No. 1-the 
cost and the tack of money. 

But Governor Carroll devised a plan to raise the money, and 
the legislative "package" which he devised was a masterly 
work, in that it satisfied all the divergent interests affected by 
the bill. 

The severance tax on coat was increased half a cent, but a $9 
million annual appropriation to the miners' "black lung" fund 
countered that with the hope of reducing workmen's com­
pensation costs. Opposition from the powerful Louisville­
Jefferson county bloc was stilled by inclusion of the Jefferson 
Freeway for completion. And every Area Development district 
in the state was to share in a $6 million annual appropriation. 

So a governor worked when he could have more easily said, 
and with some logic, "No way." 

Give others their due. Credit Congressman Perkins, for years 
a supporter of a new KY 80; members of the General Assembly, 
county officials, the coal industry, men of goodwill elsewhere in 
the state who were willing to help an area of which they knew 
little. 

But when the highest accolade is accorded, let it be to 
Governor Carroll. And when he falls to meet our every need or 
request, as he surely will, remember this accomplishment and 
let that recollection temper your criticism.

The company in that period had 
received eight formal noncompliance 
notices, three work suspension orders 
and one permit revocation, and had been 
fined $22,500. 

Bell said that, while state law may not 
require a permit applicant to list past 
violations, the department has con­
sidered an operator's record-in 
determining the amount of bond he has 
been required to post to assure adequate 
reclamation of stripped land, and in 
deciding the kinds of special reclamation 
requirements a particular operation 
might have to meet. 

He also noted that the new federal strip 
mine Ia w has "disclosure requirements 
that far exceed anything that's required 
(by the state) today." 

The federal bill has strong provisions 
for considering a strip-mine operator's 
record of performance. and regulations 
proposed for implementing the bill in­
clude a point system for judging how bad 
that performance has been. 

Bell said his decision in the Sterling 
Hamilton case does not mean he is 
moving toward support of such a point 
system. He remains opposed to it. 

He said, "I still feel the point system 
being proposed by the federal people is a 
rather sophomoric way to deal with this 
problem <of past performance>. It's 
generally the MESA pattern <to use such 
devices as point systems l, and there are 
those who strongly question how ef­
fective that has been. 

Bell overruled the hearing officer, J. 
Gregg Clendenin. in refusing the Sterling 
Hamilton requests for a permit. 

"I think this Cthe Hamilton decision> is 
an indication that we are more resolute, 
or trying to be more resolute, in doing our 
public duty," Bell said.

'Save Garfield Place­
Whatever It Takes' 

I feel confident that my friends and 
relatives in my native Floyd county wiD 
respond to the battle cry: SAVE GAR· 
FIELD PLACE. Whatever it takes, we 
<meaning residents and transplanted 
mountaineers like myself> should ensure 
the survival of this historic landmark for 
our sons and daughters and future 
generations. 

Garfield Place, which I have seen 
inside and out, exemplifies a dark period 
in our country's history. But, more than 
that, it is the vestige of a period we 
should-and must-preserve as a 
reminder that we, as a united people, 
survived a bloodbath of fratracide and 
preserved a society of brotherhood under 
the mighty hand of God. 

I have always believed the past is a 
beacon that beams light from the present 
into the future. By that, I mean a 
knowledge of history motivates and 
guides our day-to-day experiences in 
working toward a better tomorrow. 

In 1960, I had the privilege and honor to 
deliver the commencement address at 
my alma mater, Wayland High. If the 
graduating class, after 17 years, 
remember anything I said, I hope it is 
these words: "Wherever you go, 
whatever you do, don't ever forget your 
mountain heritage-! have found it a 
precious gift indeed."

C., has not changed in the intervening 
years; if anything, it has been 
strengthened in the knowledge that the 
mountaineer spirit is still winning in the 
world series of progress against great 
odds. 

By the way, one of my Civil War for­
bears, John Jordan <same name as my 
late grandfather of Louisa), worked as a 
scout for General Garfield and his 
Yankees in the Big Sandy Valley between 
Prestonsburg and Louisa. Although the 
Rebel that I am, I've never held it 
against him! 

I don't know all the details of what 
must be done to preserve Garfield Place, 
but I am willing to do-with all Floyd 
countians-whatever is necessary to 
achieve that goal. 

By bringing this issue to the fore, the 
Floyd County Times and Norman Allen 
are performing a valuable public ser­
vice-which comes as no surprise after 
50 years of their speaking out for what is 
best for the best.

One chapter in the report dealing 
strictly with observations by the com­
mittee cited instances of neglect, inap­
propriate placement of patients, the lack 
of privacy for residents in nursing 
homes, and other deficiencies. Included 
were Rep. Bendl's observations of 
patients being over-medicated and 
poorly cared for. 

Vietnam Vets 
Idle Rate High 

U. S. Under Secretary of Labor Robert 
J . Brown recently called attention to 
what he and Kentucky Department for 
Human Resources officials consider to be 
a growing problem- unemployment 
among Vietnam veterans. "For five solid 
years both Vietnam and disabled 
veterans have had higher unemployment 
than their non-veteran counterparts," 
said Brown. 

Robert Barnes, Kentucky's veteran's 
employment representative, said the 
situation in Kentucky is improving 
although Kentucky's disabled, minority 
and young veterans unemployment rate 
is more than double the total for the 
state. 

During July the unemployment rate 
among the 20 to 34 year old veterans was 
8.1 per cent as comt~ared to 7.9 per cent 
for the nation . 

This summer President Carter 
initiated the HIRE program <Help 
through Industrial Retraining and 
Employment> which contains incentives 
for the nation's largest employers to put 
the nation's veterans to work. 

AIR-CONDITIONING &HOME 

The goal of the program is for national 
placement of 100,000 Vietnam-era and 
disabled veterans in jobs. In his address 
to the nation's personnel directors Brown 
concluded by saying, "What in the world 
lets Americans forget Vietnam 
veterans? w:.at allows this shameful 
deficit to continue?" 

APPLIANCE REPAIR Barnes said while the situation in 
Kentucky is improving there is a con­
tinuing need for increased hiring of 
veterans to enable the state to erase the 
deficiti in opportunities for their 
veterans.

Speaking of his tours of the homes, 
Rep. Sidney Adams <D·Littcarr > said, "I 
experienced things I never expected to 
see, as far as the human race goes. We 
certainly can't do too much to improve 
things." 

One recommendation calls for a rating 
system for nursing homes to be et up by 
human resources. ' 'Like restaurants, you 
shouldn't have to pay to be poisoned," 
Rep. Bend! said. "A rating system would 
recognize those nursing homes that are 
better than others. " 

The study group added that in­
formation should be available to families 
and residents of nursing homes and that 
ratings should be posted prominently. 

The report further calls for a review by 
human resources of the guardianship 
officers employed by human resources to 
oversee the well·being of nursing home 
residents and patients in institutions. The 
committee said the four officers in the 
department "have an average case load 
of 700 patients each." And a study by the 
Legislative Research Commission 
"found that the guardianship officer at 
Eastern State Hospital had a caseload of 
1,200 ... 

In the report, human resources is 
asked to review legislation for statutory 
changes to clearly define the respon­
sibilities of the guardianship officers. 

One plan outlined in the report would 
create "residents' councils' ' which would 
establish lines of communication to 
nursing home directors and others who 
have direct influence on the lives of 
nursing home residents. Another 
recommendation calls for human 
resources audits of homes receiving 
medical assistance payments. Nursing 
homes received $52 million in 1976, the 
report notes. 

The final document approved last week 
will be forwarded to the Joint Committee 
on Health and Welfare for approval . At 
least some of the recommendations are 
expected by committee members to 
result in legislation to be filed before the 
1978 General Assembly. 

Gov. Julian M. Carroll has 
announced that a $120,000 
Appalachian Regional Com­
mission (ARC > grant has been 
awarded to Kentucky for 
miliation of areawide Action 
Programs in the Big Sandy, 
Buffal o Trace, Gateway, 
Kentucky River and Barren 
Rive r Area Development 
districts and the continuation of 
the same program for the Lake 
Cum be rland , Cumberland 
Valley, Bluegrass and fo'IVCO 
ADD's . 

According to Development 
Secretary William L. Short, 
Carroll ' s alternate on the 
commission, the Areawide 
Action programs are overall 
economic development 
programs designed to pull in­
dividual plans together to give 
an overall picture of future 
de velopment within a par­
t icular area development 
district <ADD) . 

The state will subcontract the 
$120,000 to the ADD's, Short 
said, and " no grant funds will 
be retained for state expenses in 
th e administration of the 
program.'' 

Through the subcontracts, the 
ADD's will be required to 
prepare an action program 
which will include the following 
objectives; 

Determine area develop­
ment needs and priorities : 

- Define area resources and 
policies in development, and 

- Establish goals , objectives 
and priorities for area 
development. 

"The Development Cabinet 
will provide uniform action 
program procedures for use by 
the ADD's in developing the 
programs and will assume 
responsibility for monitoring 
the programs," Short added.

grade class The outs1de temperature 
doe::; not bother the students now because 
of the Hir-conditionmg which was in­
stalled shortly after school began this 
\ear. Last fall a candle sales project was 
~ompleted by the PTA mothers in con· 
junction with grade school students, 
which resulted in the sale of nearly 3,500 
ornamental and Christmas candles. The 
profits from those sales made it p~ssible 
to air-condition every classroom m the 
junior h1gh building. The r'loyd Coun.ty 
Board of Education also helped with a1r· 
conditioning by matching funds and 
providing the mamtenance crew for 
mstallation of the units. 

The PTA is very thankful to the Floyd 
Board of Education for still another 
1mprovement in the junior h1gh building. 
The practically new structure, which was 
built for open classrooms, had no per· 
manent partitions between the classes, 
but rather bulletin board-type dividers 
which were detrimental to the learning 
situation in the classes because of noise 
interference. The paneled-wall partitions 
which were installed during the summer 
have proven already to be a great im­
provement. Noise interference has been 
reduced to a minimum and students as 
well as teachers are much happier with 
the change. The learning and teaching 
situations have been remarkable im· 
proved by the partitions. . 

The PTA has in the past and w1ll 
continue to provide such services for the 
school as: supplemental funds for 
teacher-student supplies, a textbook fund 
for needy high school students, plastic 
garbage bags to classrooms a~d 

janitors. and first-aid supplies for use m 
emergencies. The PTA also purchased a 
heavy-duty lawn mower for use by the 
school custodians in keeping the school 
grounds mowed. 

The McDowell PTA is now in the 
process of listing priorities for further 
improvement projects for the 1977-'78 
school year. Elementary school students 
and teachers are now implementing a 
membership drive which needs the 
support of every person who is interested 
in McDowell School. The membership 
card can be purchased from a student or 
teachers for $1. All parents and in­
terested persons are invited to attend 
meetings.

Scandmavians are cred1ted with gn·mg 
the swallow a role in the Crucifixion. 
Their legend is that the bird fluttered 
around the cross upon which Christ hung 
cr~ ing "Svala! Svala!" which means 
"console, console." For this reason the 
swallow is sometimes known as the bird 
of consolation 

There are many legends associated 
with birds. They are mentioned all down 
through literature and folk narrative. 
Take. for instance, the owl. It was this 
bird that screamed when l\1acbeth was in 
the inner sanctum slaying Duncan, the 
Scottish k1ng. An owl sat above the head 
of Herod of Agrippa in a theater in 
Caesara and warned him of his doom. It 
was an owl that roamed with satyrs that 
were lambasted by Isaiah in his 
denunciations of Edom. 

One of the most' interesting legends 
relating to the screech owl is why it 
wails, rather than hoots as do most other 
owls 

The old story is that while on His many 
journeys, Christ stopped at a baker's 
shop and asked for bread. He had no 
money to pay for the bread but the kind­
hearted baker gave it to Him anyway. A 
daughter of the baker hooted at Christ 
and called Him a beggar. 

This, according to the legend, proved 
her undoing. Perhaps angered by her 
lack of compassion for the hungry, Christ 
turned her into a screech owl and lest her 
stinginess become a trait of all other 
owls, caused her to wail instead of hoot. 

So in view of these legends, to kill or 
otherwise harm an innocent little 
songbird is to risk the disfavor of Christ. 
So don't do it. Whether the legends are 
true or false, songbirds should be 
protected and to kill one is to risk 
breaking a leg or worse. 

State Pledges Help 
On Hitchins Gasifier 

Governor Carroll announced last 
Thursday the signing of an agreement 
between the state and General Refrac­
tories Co., Bala Cynwyd, Pa., covering 
Kentucky's support for a coal gasifier 
demonstration project at Hitchins. 

The Governor stressed that the 
initiation of the refractory's plant project 
is an important step in achieving Ken­
tucky's overall goals of finding new, 
practical uses for Kentucky coal and of 
offsetting natural gas curtailments in the 
State. 

The Hitchins project covers 
engineering, construction and operation 
of equipment to produce low-Btu gas 
from low-sulfur Kentucky coal to feed 
existing refractory kilns. The kHns now 
are fired with natural gas and oil, which 
are subject to gas curtailments. 

A Woodall-Duckham two-stage gasifier 
will be used. It has a capacity of 54 tons of 
coal per day. Output will be ap­
proximately 1.5 billion cubic feet of gas 
per year with a heat content of 210 Btu's 
per cubic foot. 

The total cost of the gasifier project 
will be approximately $4,245,000. About 
one half of the total amount will be borne 
by the U.S. Energy Research and 
Development Administration CERDA), 
about 37 percent by General Refractories 
and about 13 percent or $566,000 for 
engineering and construction, by the 
Commonwealth of Kentucky. Kentucky's 
funds will be made available from the 
Energy Development and Demonstration 
Trust Fund authorized by the 1974 
Kentucky Legislature. 

The timetable for the project calls for 
engineering to be completed in the Spring 
of 1978 and construction to be finished 
by January or February 1980. 

David D. Drake, Administrator of the 
Kentucky Center for Energy Research 
( KCE R l, stated that "the Hitchins 
project resulted from proposals sub­
mitteed to ERDA and to KCER." 

A total of six proposals nationwide 
were selected by ERDA for negotiation 
and possible support. Three of those, 
including the Hitchins project, are for 
facilities to be located in Kentucky.

total park sales for January-July, 1977, 
compared to the same period last year. 
The largest increase was m cottage 
rentals up b~ 6.1 per cent oo, er last j ear. 
and followed closely by a 5.7 percent 
increase in meals served. Lodge rooms 
experienced a 4.2 per cent increase and 
campsite occupancies rose four per cent.

Parks Commissioner Bruce Mont· 

gomery smd that although the depart­
ment is pleased with the 8.9 per cent 
increase m sales, inflation consumed that 
increase. He noted that inflation took its 
greatest toll through wage increases for 
parks employes, utility increases and a 
nsing cost of goods sold. 

The parks figures reflect a consistent 
increase in attendance although weather 
problems this year have been more 
severe than usual. The past winter, one of 
the worst on record, cut back on park 
attendance, as did extensive flooding last 
April in southeastern Kentucky. 

Montgomery said the coal boom in 
eastern Kentucky had benefitted parks in 
that area. However, Lake Barkley and 
Kentucky Dam Village State Resort 
parks in western Kentucky continue to 
attract the most visitors to any one park, 
he added. 

Out -of -state visitors accounted for over 
60 per cent of the parks' business in 1976, 
although 45 per cent of the lodge rooms 
were occupied by Kentuckians. 

Montgomery noted that while some 
Kentuckians may believe they should be 
given park privileges over out-of-staters 
statistics show that they <the out-of-state 
park visitors) account for a large portion 
of the Commonwealth's multi-billion 
dollar tourist industry. A 1976 economic 
impact study on Kentucky's park system 
notes that out-of-state visitors spent over 
$20.7 million in 1974 at the resort parks. 

Montgomery further pointed out that 
visitors to Kentucky spend money in the 
state for food, gas and related travel 
expenses. They thus contribute far more 
to Kentucky's economy than just revenue 
generated from the parks, he said. 

Montgomery added that fall reser­
vation bookings at the parks appear 
promising.

If it's wildflowers you like, then don't 

wait. Start now at Ashland and travel to 
Paducah or start at Bowling Green and 
head for Northern Kentucky. Travel the 
parkways, interstates, two-lane high­
ways, country roads and sideroads. 

All over the Commonwealth are great 
patches of color, a profusion of bloom, 
fields of beauty just for the looking. Even 
vegetable gardens are abloom, trans­
forming bending stems and stalks into 
morning glory gardens'

Bill Would Combine 
Building Agencies 

A subcommittee of Interim Joint 
Committee on Cities last week- recom­
mended a proposed bill which would 
establish a state department of buildings, 
housing and construction. 

If passed by the 1~78 General 
Assembly, the legislation would place the 
state fire marshal's office, division of 
plumbing and office for building code 
enforcement under the same agency. 
Presently, matters concerning con· 
struction are directed to a number of 
state agencies, including the state in­
surance department and Department of 
Natural Resources and Environmental 
Protection. 

In addition, the bill would create a 
board of buildings, housing and con­
struction, which would adopt and 
promulgate a uniform state building 
code, electric code, boiler rules and 
regulations, and state plumbing code. 

The bill 1s closely related to a similar 
bill wh1ch failed to pass the 1976 General 
Assembly. The bill passed the House, but 
failed to gain passage in the Senate. 

Rep. C. M. "Hank" Hancock (D. 

Frankfort> said during the facilities and 
services subcommittee meeting studies 
had found a complete lack of en­
forcement of the present building code in 
some areas of Kentucky, and said the 
areas need state assistance to enforce a 
building code. He noted that citizens had 
expressed appreciation of the state 
plumbing code. 

Robert Lake, representing the Ken­
tucky Association of Architects, said all 
construction projects should be certified 
by the architects who design the project 
to insure that the contractors have 
followed their materials specifications. 

Bill Holcomb, building inspector for 
the Lexington-Fayette county urban 
government, endorsed the bill, because 
of its encouragement to adopt building, 
plumbing and electric codes. Uniform 
codes would, he said, ''promote 
professionalism" among contractors and 
others involved in the construction in­
dustry. 

However, Rep. Bruce Blythe <R-Louis­
ville) noted that the bill is "only as good 
as the enforcement" of the law, and said 
that if "goofy people" are made in­
spectors, there will be no enforcement at 
all.

V oc. Ed. Teachers 
Get 10°/o Pay Raise 

Kentucky Personnel Commissioner 
Addie D. Stokley announced pay ad­
justments today for all vocational 
teachers employed by the state. Ef­
fective October 16, the 10 percent ad­
justments will affect approximately 1,200 
employees. 

"Governor Julian M. Carroll made 
these needed adjustments possible," 
Commissioner Stokley stated. "He 
recognizes the quality of Kentucky's 
vocational programs and knows our 
vocational teachers are at the leading 
edge of providing vocational training. 
Vocational teachers' work is essential to 
Kentucky's economy and pay for them 
must remain competitive," Mrs. Stokley 
emphasized. 

"Governor Carroll's pay im-
provements package included a $28 
million appropriation to be used in im­
proving state employees' pay during this 
biennium. The vocational teacher pay 
adjustments will cost approximately $1 1h 
million, and the funds will come from the 
28 million appropriation," Mrs. Stokley 

noted. 
"Governor Carroll has directed the 

Department of Personnel to maintain 
equity among state employees' salaries 
and to identify essential jobs in need of 
pay adjustments . Our salary review 
system indicates that vocational teacher 
pay adjustments are justified on the 
basis of the criteria we apply, and the 
money is available to do so." 

Kentucky's vocational teachers last 
received pay adjustments August 1, 1976, 
and recruiting difficulties were being 
experienced in some parts of the state. 
"We know these pay adjustments will 
help the state attract qualified vocational 
teacher applicants," Mrs. Stokley ob­
served, "and we will continue to review 
their availability throughout the state 
after the current adjustments are im­
plemented.'' 

"The Department of Education agrees 
that vocational teacher pay adjustments 
were essential to help them maintain 
their service delivery. I am pleased that 
the Governor's efforts have made funds 
available for that purpose. Vocational 
education is vital to Kentucky's citizens 
and we must retain the best possible 
vocational teachers," she concluded.

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County Share 
Of Flood Fund 
Said $310,900 

The Department of Housing and Urban 
Development tHUD) last week allocated 
$4 million as a special grant to six 
Eastern Kentucky counties and eight 
towns to help in the situation created by 
last April's destructive flood. 

Of this total, Floyd county and the 
towns of Martin and Prestonsburg are 
allocated $310,900. 

Distribution of the grant money, it was 
said, will be handled by local govern­
ments and the development offices in 
each of the counties. 

Although the grant was labelled as help 
for rehabilitation work in the six-county 
flood area, less than half of the $4 million 
will go to homeowners for restoration of 
flood-damaged property. 

Grants to individual householders will 
amount to $1,780,950. The assistance will 
supplement loans and grants that they 
have received from the Small Business 
Administration and the Farmers Home 
Administration. 

HUD's decision to make the award 
came after considerable prodding by 
Congressman Perkins and other Ken­
tucky legislators, whose offices were 
swamped with complaints from con­
stituents about delays and confusion in 
the agency's disaster-relief effort. 

HUD Secretary Patnc1a Harris told 
the Kentucky delegation that she 
authorized the grant. apparently the first 
of its kind from her "discretionary" 
account, after she toured the flood area 
and after congressional hearings pushed 
by the Kentuckians in May. 

This is how the $4 million is to be 
sharo:d by other counties and towns: 

Pike county, $922,300; Pikeville, 
$512,000; Pineville and Bell county, 
$674,000; Marlin county, $324,300; 
Harlan, Loyall and Harlan county, 
$808,000; Williamsburg, $287,000, and 
Middlesboro, $160,830. 

After individual grants are made, 
$412,550 will be set aside for ad­
ministration and management; $688,500 
will be used for acquisition of public­
housing sites in Pike and Bell counties, 
Harlan-Loyall and Williamsburg; 
$886,000 will provide utilities for a 
Pikeville housing site, while $232,000 will 
be used for landdevelopment and site 
preparation at projects in Pike County 
and Williamsburg. 

The program will be administered by 
the state's Department for Local 
Governments. Commissioner Ralph Ed 
Graves said the state is putting up $50,000 
to match another HUD allocation of 
$100,000 to monitor the program and help 
train technical assistants. 

Graves said his department expects to 
hire a rehabilitation specialist, to be 
called a "circuit rider," to supervise the 
six-county program from an office in 
Harlan. 

He said the circuit rider will be on the 
job within two weeks and that 
rehabilitati6n work under the program 
will begir1 soon after. 

V
. Hamilton, leader of the depart­

m t's community-development unit, 
sa that while only a bout 45 per cent of 
th $4 million will go to residential 
ref\lrbishing, the region is not ad­
ministratively equipped to handle any 

, larger amount. 
"For a two-year project, they'll be 

<. l fortunate to use all the money that is 
,., available. We think that is realistic," 

Miss Hamilton said. "We estimate that it 
takes 100 hours of staff work to handle 
just one grant application." 

The Gypsies first appeared in Europt• 
during the early part of the fourteenth 
century. Since that time, they have 
spread over the enUre civilized world. 
Their mission in life has been the same 
down through the centuries gyp 
e\'eryone they came in contact with and 
move on in search of more v1ctims. 

Most of the Gypsies in this country 
came from England where they were 
coppersmtths and workers in other 
metals. ~1any were horse traders, and 
when Old Dobbin disappeared from the 
scene, so did the horse trading gypsies. 

The women left all the work that called 
for physical effort to the men while they 
engaged in the lucrative practice of 
fortune telling. This was usually left to 
the older women to perform as they were 
supposed to increase in wisdom as they 
grew older. This seems to have been true 
as they were wise enough to pick a 
''victim's'' pockets as the latter was 
engaged in deep thought while his palm 
was being read. The gypsy never failed to 
tell her "prey'' how rich he was about to 
become and how Dame Fortune was 
about to smile on him. Their fee for 
telling one's fortune depended on the 
economic status of the victim. The very 
poor would pay a dollar while the more 
affluent couldn't get off with less than 
five. 
Il was an easy matter to identify the 

married females in the tribe; they wore 
silk scarves that covered their heads 
entirely. They preferred bright colors of 
black and green. The young ladies wore 
silks of black and green; their heads 
were uncovered until they were married. 

Their marriage customs, to say the 
least, were different from those of other 
people. To begin with, they were ex­
tremely lax about marriage-half 
brothers and sisters could marry, as 
could nephews and nieces. The ceremony 
was very informal. The first requisite 
was, there must be an elopment followed 
by a ceremony of jumping over a stick or 
taking a drop of blood from the bride and 
groom and baking it in a cake. When the 
cake was eaten, the marriage was 
consummated. The last act in the 
marriage was for the groom to carry the 
bride into the tent. 

My first encounter with Gypsies came 
about in this manner. We had been 
having some difficulty with a leak in a 
boiler in our high school building. Despite 
several attempts to have it welded, it still 
leaked, A band of Gypsies had set up a 
camp near Prestonsburg, some 25 miles 
further down the valley. The men in the 
group repaired stoves and furnaces and 
the women fleeced the public with their 
fortune-telling. 

Somehow, they learned that we were 
having trouble with the furnace. They 
visited the county superintendent and 
informed him that they would guarantee 
to fix it as good as new. 

They came late on a Friday afternoon 
and handed me a note from the 
supermtendent which stated that they 
were to repair the boiler and that I was to 
keep a check on all the materials used. 
One Gypsy crawled inside the furnace

and located the leak. He called for a 
blow-torch and after a few minutes, he 
pronounced the weld complete. Another 
G:>psy went inside and found other sec­
t ions in need of repair. He callef for a 
buck of mortar made from crushed 
chrome ore The outside Gypsies very 
carefully weighed each pail and asked 
me to check the weight on the ancient 
scales. From previous experiences in the 
steel mills, I had learned that mortar 
made from crushed chrome ore was very 
expensive. It v.ill withstand intense heat. 
I was very suspicious that they had stolen 
this material from somewhere as the cost 
would have made it dtfficult for them to 
buy it. They plastered almost all the 
inside of the boiler with this material and 
pronounced it as good as new It did work 
for about three days and then suddenly 
all the plastered material fell out. 

At that time, we had an elderly man for 
a janitor who had a garden on the creek 
bank near the school. The short Gypsy 
with the mustache made arrangements 
with the janitor to boil them 36 eggs and 
bake a large pan of cornbread for their 
evening meal. When all were seated at 
the table, one of the Gypsies looked at the 
janitor and said, ''Pop, where is the 
butter? You can't eat cornbread without 
it." A large bowl of butter was set on the 
table. Another Gypsy said, "Pop, how

In the 
begmning, the janitor thought he had 
m<~de a profitable contract with the 
Gypsies but, as it turned out, they nearly 
ate him out of house and home. 

When the head Gypsy of the band went 
to see the superintendent about working 
on the furnace, he took his small son With 
him. The supermtendent said, "You 
ought togivemethat boy." He thought no 
more about It until the Gypsy and his wife 
called at his home a few nights later 
dressed in their best, with the small bo:, 
with them. They sa1d, "Here is the boy 
that you wanted. We have decided to give 
him to you." He had a dtfficult time 
explaining to the Gypsies that he was 
only joking; however, to the Gypsies. it 
was no joke. They said, "He belongs to 
you and we want you to keep him". 

I should say, in conclusion, when I 
made out the btl! for the material and 
work the Gyps1es did on the furnace, I 
wrote on the bill that further inspection is 
needed before the bill is paid. He pleaded 
with me to make out another and leave 
off the "inspection" part of it. 

The superintendent looked at the bill 
and paid him a small fraction of the fee 
for services rendered.

4. When a \o'Oter changes his place of residence from one precinct to another within tht' county. the voter must 
contact the County Court Clerk in person or by mail to transfer his registration rt'cord to the proper precinct. 

5. A registert'd vott'r who moves less than thirty ( 30) days be fort' an election rna)' vote at his <her l former residt>nce 
in person or by absentee ballot. 

6. Any voter who changes his ( her> name shall indicate tht' change at tht' precinct on election day by signing an 
oath. 

7. If a change of party affiliation is made after the Gent'ral Elt>ction in ~o\·ember, that person cannot \'Ott' in the 
next May Primary . 

8. Primary elections are held in order to choose each political Party's candidate for public office. Thus. in a 
Primary Election, the voter must vote only for the candidates of the Party for which he <she> is registered. Primary 
elections are held on the 4th Tuesday in May. 

9. IN THE GENERAL ELECTION, A VOTER ;\lAY VOTE FOR AXY CA~DIDATE I~ ANY PARTY, RE(it\RD­
LESS OF HIS CHERl REGISTRATION. GENERAL ELECTIONS ARE HELD ON THE FIRST TUESDAY IN 
NOVEMBER. 

10. APPLICATION FOR ABSENTEE BALLOT OR DISABLED VOTER'S BALLOT :\lUST BE MAILED TO THE 
COUNTY COURT CLERK'S OFFICE NOT LESS THAN SEVEN DAYS BEFORE THE ELECTION. TilE ABSENTEE

-IF there' no reclU'rence of the 
"tldcat strike· that spread into Eastern 
Kentucky coalfields from West V1rgmia 
mines and shut down many operations 
for 10 weeks. 

-IF new ·trip mines are able to get 
permits, which the state is denying if 
part of the operation touches ''prime" 
farm land that has been worked for at 
least five of the past 20 years. 

-IF new transportation difficulties 
don't crop up 

-IF another bitter winter doesn't take 
hold, freezing coal piles and coalhaul 
roads and rendering machinery 
moperable. 

While it's an impressive list of 
unknowns. coal producers are en· 
couraged by figlH'es that show total state 
production for the first 34 weeks of the 
year up from last year's comparison 
period. While Western Kentucky coal 
output is down, production of Eastern 
Kentucky coal has been up sufficiently to 
account for an overall stateiwde increase 
of more than two per cent. 

1'he production figures and current 
activities that affect production are 
being looked at more closely these days 
due to national concern about energy 
shortages and the knowledge that under 

r existing technology, coal reserves are 
11 the country's only abundant energy 

source for the futlU'e. 
Yet there are many paradoxes to the 

. upply-and·utihzation futlU'e of coal. 
While President Carter has called for 

increased utilization of coal and a 
doubling of coal production by 1985, coal 
producers and industries that burn coal 
complam of restrictive legislation that 
hinders coal production and use. At the 
same time. industries are resisting 
forced conversion to coal use and in-
terests that are exploring methods of 
turning coal into other cleaner-burning

are unplcmented substantially in their 
present form, he said, "Kentucky won't 
be able to recover in a few years from the 
set-back we'll take." As an illustration, 
he pointed out that the regulations would 
pre\ent a coal haul road from bemg built 
w1thm a !'tate' tQO-rn1le flood-plam-the 
area that could rca onably be expected 
to be subject to flood within the next 100 
years. l'nder this stipulation, Mr. 
Duncan _aid, "you couldn't have built an 
mterstate in Kentucky: only the tips of a 
few mountains" could be used. 

Coal-burning industries are concerned 
over possible requirements that costly 
scrubbers be instaled to smokestacks to 
rerno\ e sulphlH'·dioxide gas The 'I' en· 
ne. see Valley Authority in September 
approved construction of a protot)·pe 
facility to test a new scrubber system at 
TVA's Shawnee plant in Western Ken­
tucky. Other experimental scrubber 
work has been done by Louisville Gas 
and Electric under a demonstration 
project of the V .S. Environmental 
Protection Agency. 

State coal producers have mixed 
feelings about scrubber requirements, 
recognizing that they would increase 
costs which eventually would be passed 
on to the consumer but at the same time 
realizing that mandatory scrubbers 
would put much of Kentucky's high­
sulphur coal in a better competitive 
position with the low-sulphur (and 
cleaner·burningl coal mined m the 
western United States. 

Growing production of 'hestern coal 
has been a concern of Kentucky miners, 
who view it as cutting mto the traditional 
markets of the eastern coalfields. Cloyd 
McDowell, president of the NatiOnal 
Independent and Harlan County coal 
operators associations, fears a future of 
heavy western production with eastern 
fields remaining relatively stable rather 
than growing as had been predicted a few 
years ago. 

"On the basis of national production, 
the western fields are supposed to in· 
crease in production by 500 percent 
between now and 1965. If we're going to 
come up with 1.2 billion tons of coal by 
1985. this means the western producers 
will be mining about 700 million tons and 
the eastern field will produce about 500 
million tons which is practically what is 
being produced now," he said. 

"If things had developed the way we 
anticipated them, the eastern field would 
have gained in production by at least 90 
per cent by 1985." 

Western coalfield mines are capable of 
producing vast tonnage at less expensive 
prices than the eastern field coal mines 
because the western fields primarily 
have strip mines. And there are no large 
mountains to contend with-{)perators 
simply remove a few feet of soil and they 
a re in thick coal seams. 

"While they have this advan tage, the 
only thing now that seems to be keeping 
them from just coming in and taking over 
our markets wholesale is there are not 
enough transportation facilities to do 
so," Mr. McDowell continued. 

"If the western field gets the slurry 
pipeline, and it appears as though they 
can within a reasonable period of time, 
then that transportation disadvantage 
will be removed to a certain extent." 

A bill considered by Congress would 
give condemnat ion powers to builders of 
sllU'ry pipelines that use water to move 
crushed coal. 

However the transportation problem 
and regional competition are settled, the 
federal commitment remains to increase 
coal production and use. A bill passed by 
the U.S. Senate immediately upon return 
from its August recess would flatly 
prohibit all new electric generating 
stations and most major industrial plants 
from bW'ning oil or gas as a primary heat 
source. Existing plants, except for 
carefully spelled out exemptions, would 
be required to conver t to coal by 1990 and 
plants now using oil would not be allowed

By and 
large, plants not no" equipped to burn 
coal would be required to convert to coal 
1f the1r fuel con~umption exceed 250 
million BTU per hour Federal loans 
and loan guarantees would be avatlable 
to as ist companies m the process. 

As Walter A Romanek of the Federal 
Energy Admmistration explained m a 
recent Louisville speech, "The 
President's program sees coal as the 
princ1pal means for the Umted States to 
cope aw1th nsing demand and declining 
ml and gas ::;upplies durmg the next 
several decades." 

Another type of coal conversion­
experiments to turn coal mto gas or some 
other fuel-has also colored the need for 
increased coal production. 

Tying all the e various proposal and 
developments together. however, is the 
nation's-and Kentucky's-ability to 
produce the additional quantities of coal 
needed. And according to Kentucky Coal 
Association's Tom Duncan, the ability 
can become reality only through more 
realistic governmental action.

An access 
road to serve 94 W1its of Section B New 
Construction at the Cliffside Site and an 
industrial area will also be constructed in 
combination with Kentucky Department 
of Transportation and Appalachian 
Hegional Commission Funds. Com­
munity Development Funds would then 
b~ used to extend this road and water and 
sewer lines· up to the Abbott .Mountain 
S1te. 

In connection with the Community 
Development effort to rehabilitate the 
Old Lancer Neighborhood in Pr~stons­
burg the Section 407 Disaster Application 
extends this effort to include the neigh­
borhood of West Prestonsbw-g, the 
community of Martin, and the unin­
corporated areas of Allen, Betsy Layne, 
Emma and Harold. Section 312 
Rehabilitation loans will be made 
available to both businesses and 
residents of the area who desire to repair 
their property to minimum property 
standards as adopted by the City of 
Prestonsburg and Floyd County. 
Through the Section 407 Disaster Ap­
plication rehabilitation grants will be 
made available to low income, elderly 
and handicapped where it is essential 
that the house be brought up to minimum 
property standards and wher.e additional 
Federal and State Funds are not 
available. Also a rehabilitation grant will 
be made available to the Highland 
Heights housing project, owned by the 
Church Housing AsSt)C'iat on a r on-profl• 
privat<> hous10g corporation. 

(Rehabilitation aid to this non-profit 
corporation is not available through the 
FDAA regulations for the 20 flood 
damaged units. l Rehabilitation grants 
will be issued in accordance with the 
criteria adopted by the City of Prestons­
burg and Floyd County for flood 
damaged structures. This rehabilitation 
efforts combined with the new con­
struction of Section 8 housing and the 
New Section 202 housing project, should 
provide a comprehensive approach to 
dealing with the housing needs created 
by the April 4, 1977, disaster. 

It has been determined that such 
request of funds will not constitute an 
action significantly affecting the quality 
of the human environment; and, ac­
cordingly, the City of Prestonsburg has 
decided not to prepare an Environmental

totaling $1,296,948 for improvements 
along various roads in Eastern Ken· 
tucky. 

The contracts resulted from a bid· 
Jetting held August 31. A total of $4.6 
million has been awarded for 47 con· 
tracts, tatewide. 

The largest contract in Eastern 
Kentucky is for blacktop surfacing on 7.7 
miles of the Jackson-Hazard <KY 15) 
road in Breathitt county. The work will 
be done on the section extending from the 
Perry county line north to KY 476. The 
uccessful bidder was Hinkle Con· 

tracting Corporation, of Paris, with a bid 
of $319,932. 

Another large contract was awarded 
for blacktop surfacing on the Bar­
bourville-Corbin <US 25El. in Knox 
county. Nally and Gibson Surfacing, Inc., 
in Springfield, submitted the successful 
bid for the 6.7 mile project. in the amount 
of $251,920. 

Other highway contract awards in 
Eastern Kentucky listed by county 

-Floyd county-Patching on several 
' roads covering a total distance of 12.6 

miles, and blacktop surfacing of the 
Daniels Creek road from US 23 to a point 
one mile northeast. East Kentucky 
Paving Corporation of Grayson bid 
successfully for both projects, with a 
total bid of $144,294.

Unemployment 
Up in Region 

Unemployment in Eastern Kentucky 
rose during August to 5.6 percent, and 
Floyd county's 7.8 percent was even 
higher. The Department for Human 
Resources released the figures reflecting 
an increase m the rate of unemployed 
from 4.8 m July, up .8 percent. 

Robert MacDonald, chief labor analyst 
for the tate said, "Unemployment 
statewide was mcreased by .4 percent to 
4.6 percent in August from 4.2 percent in 
July.'' 

National unemployment figures show 
the unadjusted rate at 6.8 percent during 
August. 

Letcher county recorded the highest 
rate of unemployment in the state at 11.2 
percent. Rowan and Elliott have the 
lowest rate in this region at 3.5 percent.

A silent killer may be loose in your 
house 

The criminal is carbon monoxide­
CO- a colorless, odorless. tasteless gas 
produced every time a carbon-containing 
material burns. 

The American Medical Association 
points out that CO combines with blood 
200 times more easily than oxygen. If you 
breathe air containing a normal amount 
of oxygen and a moderate amount of 
carbon monoxide, your blood will be 
starved for oxygen . When blood cannot 
supply oxygen to your brain, permanent 
brain damage or death may result. 

Dangerous quantities of CO ac­
cumulate when a cool, slow fire burns in 
limited air space. Since you can't see, 
smell or taste it, the gas is hard to detect 
except by your symptoms- drowsiness, 
headache, tightness across the forehead, 
confusion. nausea and muscular 
weakness. CO poisoning may confuse you 
so that you cannot reach fresh air to 
relieve the symptoms and prevent 
serious injury. 

To prevent a carbon monoxide attack 
in your home-

- Have all heating systems checked 
annually for operating efficiency. Make 
sure that vents, pipes, flues and chim­
neys are tight. -

- :\lake certain your heating plant is 
not starved for air. 

- Be sure that all heating devices 
designed for venting are properly vented 
to the outside. 

- Provide additional fresh air for 
charcoal grills and hibachis used in· 
doors. Better still, don't use these 
charcoal cookers indoors. 

- Never tamper with ducts or vents of 
a heating device to get more heat out of 
it. 

-Be sure that heating devices have 
been tested by a reputable firm .

-When changing types of fuel, ask a 
qualified serviceman to adjust all ap­
pliances involved.

An engineer writes : "Someone told me 
that the Hunza people, who live very 
long, never get cancer because apricot 
pits are part of their diet. Is it true?'' 

ANSWER line: No . The Hunza people, 
who live in a remote area of the 
Himalayas, suffer from many diseases 
including cancer. A Japanese medical 
team who visited the area found this to be 
true in the mid-1950's , and after a visit to 
Asia in 1971, Dr. Alexander Leaf, Chief of 
Medicine at the Massachusetts General 
Hospital in Boston, said, "the story that 
these people are immune from cancer is 
just rubbish." The story you heard may 
have originated with backers of Laetrile, 
a totally worthless cancer remedy that is 
extracted from apricot pits. Hence, an 
attempt to link Laetrile to the Hunza diet 
which uses the apricot as a fruit and its 
pit as a source of cooking oil. 

ANSWER line : Your son should have 
his throat and neck examined by a 
physician just as a precaution. Many 
years ago, physicians used radiation 
treatment for such conditions as acne, 
scalp problems, enlargement of the 
thymus gland, tonsils or adenoids, and 
even some problems of deafness. 
Sometimes the thyroid gland received 
radiation along with the area being 
treated. Some of these patients have 
developed thyroid tumors. These tumors 
are usually slow-growing and harmless . 
When they are cancerous (Wllike other 
forms of cancer> the disease may stay 
confined to its area of origin, in this case 
the neck, for long periods of time. This 
means that they can be successfully 
removed. Your son is certainly a can­
didate for a checkup, and you both should 
keep in mind this fact : most thyroid 
tumors are not cancer.

Aged, Infirm Urged 
To Take Flu Shots 

Older Kentuckians or anyone who has a 
chronic illne s like heart or kidney 
disease ·hould receive a dose of influenza 
vaccine now available to local health 
departments, according to Dr. Carlos 
Hernandez, preventive services director 
for the Department for Human 
Resources. 

In a Jetter to the health departments, 
Hernandez noted that the new flu vaccine 
is available in a limited supply to im­
munize only " elected individuals who 
are over 65 or chronically ill." 

The chronically ill are listed in four 
categories, regardless of age, who have 
heart disease, chronic lung disease, 
chronic kidney disease, diabetes or other 
chronic disorders. 

Hernandez said the aged and 
chronically ill stand a much higher risk 
of suffering complications from in­
fluenza, so they have been singled out for 
immunization prior to the coming flu 
season. 

The vaccine now available is a split 
"irus type which has been associated 
with fewer side effects than the whole 
virus type, Hernandez said. It is made up 
of two strains of flu virus, A-Victoria and 
B-Hong Kong. Several outbreaks of both 
strains occurred last year, according to 
the prevention services director. 

"We can anticipate local outbreaks of 
flu in Kentucky this fall and winter and 
ths risk of complication from flu in the 
elderly and chronically ill far exceeds the 
slight risk of any side effects from the 
vaccine," said Hernandez. 

Hernandez noted that Gillain Barre', a 
disease which usually results in a tem­
porary paralysis, has been studied 
thoroughly since it was associated with 
last year's swine flu vaccination 
program. 

"In any given eight-week period, there 
is one case of Gillain Barre' per million 
population without flu vaccination," said 
Hernandez. "The risk increases to ten 
cases per million among vaccinated 
individuals," he said. "And among the 
high risk population, the threat from 
influenza far exceeds the chance of 
Gillain Barre'." 

Hernandez suggested that high risk 
individuals should go to their family 
physicians or local health departments 
for a dose of the vaccine. The shots are 
free of charge at local health depart­
ments.

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KY 80 a New Road 
To Solve Old Problems

Gov. Julian M. Carroll's plan to con· 
struct a new KY 80 between Hazard and 
Water Gap may have a familiar ring to 
followers of Eastern Kentucky history. 

The road will be new; the problems it 
will solve are old ones. 

The cost of building roads in the 
mountains, like the mountains them· 
selves, are high . Old local roads, in many 
places impassable or nearly so even in 
good weather , are a familiar story in this 
mountainous section of the state. Many 
state and local officials have considered 
the problem. Influential residents have 
worked doggedly for solutions. 

But, with the advent of the energy 
crisis and the sudden importance of coal 
on a national scale, the renewed coal­
hauling activity further deteriorated the 
roads. 

Taking office at the time of the first 
gloomy predictions about other fossil 
fuels, Governor Carroll recognized the 
gravity of the situation for the eastern 
counties which would bear the brunt of 
the increased hauling activity. 

After calling on the federal govern­
ment for help (since the Eastern Ken­
tucky coal resources were of critical 
importance to the nation) the Carroll 
administration next sought and got a 
solution in the Kentucky General 
Assembly in 1976. 

The governor's legislative package on 
"Resource Recovery Road System" 
received enthusiastic support from 
Eastern Kentucky legislators and sup­
porters. House Bill 676 opened the way 
for the new KY 80. The measure was 
applauded by members of the KY 80 East 
Association, other civic groups and 
business leaders. 

The Kentucky Department of Trans­
portation immediately went into action, 
hiring design consultants and appointing 
a veteran KYDOT engineer, E . V. Hilton, 
to expedite the project. 

Transportation Secretary Calvin G. 
Grayson notes that right-of-way 
acquisition and utility clearance are 
proceeding on schedule. A construction 
contract for the first segment was let in 
August, and Grayson said that all 
segments will be under contract for 
consideration by next summer. 

As the first of the ' 'resource recovery 
roads, " the new KY so is also the 
culmination of years of planning and the 
dreams of a great number of individuals 
interested in eastern Kentucky's future. 

The history of the drive to improve KY 
80 is worth repeating, going back as it 
does to the 1940's. Lack of roads kept the 
area in virtual isolation. 

Out of the gloom that shrouded eastern 
Kentucky's mountains during a bad year 
for the coal industry and the disastrous 
flood of '57 came a beam of hope aiming 
to develop the rugged area and improve 
the regional economy. 

This dream for a brighter future for the 
people of the mountain centered around 
the Eastern Kentucky Regional Planning 
Commission <EKRPC >, a nine-man 
committee named by Lt. Gov. Harry Lee 
Waterfield to create an economic 
development plan for that area. 

Members of the committee were Rex 
Blazer, Ashland Oil ; Adron Doran, then 
president of Morehead State University ; 
Harry Laviers, Sr ., president of 
Southeastern Kentucky Coal Company, 
of Paintsville; R. H. Worden, Pikeville ; 
the Rev. William Hute, Corbin ; B. F . 
Reed, president of Turner-Elkhorn Coal, 
Drift , and chairman of the EKRPC ; L. 0. 
Davis, Hazard ; Dr. Alex Spencer, West 
Liberty, and S. C. VanCuron, at the time 
general manager of the Harlan Daily 
Enterprise. 

Paramount in the commission's 
economic plan was construction of an 
arterial road system through the eastern 
mountains , and with the upcoming 
construction of KY 80 connecting Hazard 
and Water Gap, that system will soon be 
complete. 

The construction of KY 80 will com­
plete the network of modern eastern 
Kentucky highways that have involved 
the construction of or upgrading of the 
Bert T. Combs Mountain Parkway, the 
Daniel Boone Parkway, the Cumberland 
Parkway, US 119, US 23, US 25E, KY 15, 
KY 90 and, of course, interstates 64 and 
75.

Curon, now editor-emeritus of the Frank­
fort State Journal, said, "This <KY 80) is 
part of the old EKRPC dream , and I don't 
think the commission ever envisioned 
this road would be built any time soon ... 
probably not in their lifetime." 

Combs said he and US Rep. Carl D. 
Perkins have been advocating a new KY 
80 since the late 1930's and nearly every 
man who has run for governor in the last 
quarter century has either promised to 
build it or to give it priority attention.

What Is a District Judge? 
In Floyd County, the District Judge will do the work 

now being done by five City Police Judges, four 
Magistrates, County Judge, Judge Pro-Tern, Trial 
Commissioner and Juvenile Judge. Floyd County will still 
have a County Judge (now known as County Judge 
Executive) and Magistrates, but their duties will be 
limited to fiscal matters, making up the budget and 
supervising the spending of the county tax money. 

The District Judge will preside over all civil cases 
where the amount involved is $1500, or less, all juvenile 
matters, and the violation of all state laws and city and 
county ordinances, except offenses punishable by 
penitentiary confinement or death. 

In addition to the other duties, the District Judge wi II 
also preside over a new court, known as the Court of Small 
Cia i ms (matters under $500). 

It is estimated that 68 of every 100 persons having 
business before the courts will come first to the District 
Court. 

The office of District Judge will require a person with 
not only a law degree, but also with considerable ad­
ministrative ability. It will require a person with good 
health, good nerve and a willingness to work long hours. 
How the office is operated for the first time may set the 
pattern of justice in Floyd County for a long time to come. 

Believing that I am qualified for the job, I respectfully 
urge you to vote for me in the November election. If I am 
elected, the fact that my residence is next door to the court 
house (and jail) will somewhat ease the problem of having 
your District Judge available after hours.

ln the 15 months that Kentucky's Adult 

Protection Act has been in effect, the 
state Department for Human Resources 
has investigated over 1,000 reported 
cases of abuse or exploitation of persons 
over 18. 

The Adult Protection Act was passed 
by the 1976 Kentucky General Assembly 
and provides for protective services to 
anyone 18 years or older who is too im· 
paired physically or mentally to act on 
his or her own behalf and who is without 
responsible friends or relatives who are 
available to assist. 

According to John Denton, adult 
services specialist with the department's 
bureau for social services, Kentucky was 
one of the first states to pass such 
legislation. He estimates that ap­
proximately 20 states now have an adult 
protection law and that "several states 
are following our lead." 

According to Denton, 41 percent of the 
cases reported for investigation under 
this law have been classified as "self­
neglect." Most often, he explained, the 
victim of self-neglect is female, 70 to 75 
years old, living alone and becoming 
increasingly unable to take care of 
personal needs. Such a person usually 
does not want to leave familiar 
surroundings to go to a nursing home or 
to move in with relatives, even if these 
options are available. 

Denton cited other examples of persons 
helped through protective services: 

-An elderly woman's alcoholic son 
used her Supplemental Security Income 
check for his own needs and neglected his 
mother. 

-A young mentally-retarded woman 
was left to live alone after the death of 
her father and was unable to care for 
herself without some help. 

-An elderly woman refused vital 
medical care despite the urging of 
friends. 

-A man was evicted from his apart­
ment because he forgot to make regular 
rent payments. 

"Our goal is to help these individuals 
remain independent for as long as 
possible in familiar surroundings," 
Denton said. The bureau offers, either 
directly or by referral, a number of 
services, including counseling, 
homemaker services, home health care 
and home-delivered meals, guardians, 
money-management counseling, land-

lord agreements, legal aid and other 
help. 

The bureau also tries to locate 
relatives and friends who will help care 
for persons in need. 

"A person has the right to refuse 
service," Denton said. "We cannot force 
anyone to accept the help we offer. But 
we are required by law to investigate 
every report." 

When necessary, social workers may 
obtain search warrants. "Legal in­
tervention is a last resort," Denton 
emphasized. "Above all, we are com· 
mitted to insuring each individual's legal 
rights." 

Reported violations of the adult 
protection act generally fall into five 
classifications: Physical abuse, self­
neglect, caretaker neglect, exploitation 
or a combination of those factors. While 
it is usually a concerned neighbor, friend 
or relative who reports a violation, 
reports also come from medical per­
sonnel, law enforcement officials, 
schools personnel and social workers. In 
a small percentage of cases, adults have 
requested protective services for 
themselves. 

Denton stressed that names of persons 
making reports are !kept confidential and 
that these persons may remain 
anonymous. Anyone who reports a case 
of suspected abuse is granted immunity 
from civil or criminal liability and from 
participation in resulting judicial 
proceedings.

Reported Child Abuse Cases 
Average More than 1,000 a Month 

More and more cases of suspected 
child abuse and neglect are being 
reported to the Department for Human 
Resources <DHR>, says Lynn McCarthy, 
protective services specialist tn. DHR's 
Bureau for Social Services. 

Last spring, McCarthy's office 
received about 900 reports each month­
now the average is over 1,000 per month. 
Kentucky law requires anyone who 
bel~ves that a child IS being abused or 
neglected to report the case to the 
bureau. People who report abuse-neglect 
cases are immune from liability. 

"I don't think it's a question of more 
actual cases of neglect or abuse-we're 
just seeing more cases reported," M~­
Carthy says. "People are more open, 
now, in talking about these problems." 

She notes that there are seasonal 
patterns to the reports. During the next 
few weeks, she expects to see teachers 
reporting that they have a neglected 
child in their classrooms. "They'll see a 
child who comes to school dirty, day after 
day~r a child who isn't properly 
clothed, when cold weather hits . .. no 
socks or still in shorts or a cotton dress. 
Sometimes a teacher will say she or he 
thinks the child isn't getting an adequate 
diet," she says. 

McCarthy says there are two cases of 
child neglect for every child abuse case. 
"Lack of supervision" is commonly 
reported in the summer months. "The 
Louisville office received 35 calls like 
that in just one day, right after school let 
out last summer! That's when neighbors 
become aware of kids running around 
without parental supervision."

McCarthy describes the child abuse· 
neglect problem as "gigantic." She 
doesn't beheve there are JUSt a few major 
causes, but rather, a number of con­
tributing factors: Single-parent families, 
families with either insufficient income 
or who misuse their income, parents with 
heavy ch1ld-care responsibilities, and 
parents with drinking problems are 
among the factors frequently c1ted. ''Yet 
none of those factors occurs more than 10 
or 12 per cent of the time," she says, 
"and social workers often report several 
factors." 

She quotes some of the findings in a 
national survey taken by Parents 
Anonymous, a self-help group for abusive 
parents: 

-Seventy-five percent of the abusmg 
parents were once abused children. 
Verbal and emotional abuse were cited 
more often than physical abuse, and 17 
per cent of the once-abused parents were 
sexually abused. 

-Fifty-eight per cent reported that 
they had at least one child with a han· 
dicapping or "special" condition. "The 
handicapped child seems to run a higher 
risk of being abused than a normal one 
does," McCarthy adds. 

Courses which help parents to be more 
effective in raising their children would 
mean fewer cases of neglect and-or 
abuse, McCarthy believes. "That's a 
more positive approach. We sometimes 
find that just pointing out alternatives­
other ways of disciplining a youngster, 
for instance-is enough to correct a 
problem." 

"There are two victims of child 
abuse-the child and the parent. We're 
here to help both," McCarthy says.

Court Ruling 
Review Asked 

House Speaker William Kenton (J). 
Lexington> today reqUelted two iDtma 
joint committees of the General 
Assembly to review a nc:eat 1 
Supreme Court declaton which declett4 
the 1972 Home Rule Act for cOUIIIU. 
unconstitutional. 

In a letter to Sen. Gus Sheehan Jr. ()). 
Covington> and Rep. Grou Lindsay (J)o 
Henderson>, Kenton calls the p~ 
state Constitution "exceedinpy 
restrictive" and "inflexible", and atat• 
that a constitutional amendment ma.Y be 
"the only way to insure permanent home 
rule powers to our counties." 

Sheehan chain the Interim Joillt 
Committee on Elections and Con­
stitutional Amendments, while Lincbay 
heads the cCMmties and special diabictl 
interim committee. 

The Supreme Court decision, KeDtoll 
states, places Kentucky counties' pw­
ticipat ion in the Federal Flood Insurance 
PfOiram in jeopardy because of Ken­
tucky's constitutional limitations. Ac­
cording to program requirements, 
county fiscal courts must approve cer­
tain plans and implement certain eon­
trois over flood plains to become elilible 
for federal flood insurance. 

The recent Supreme Court rulinl found 
that "fiscal courts of this Commonwealth 
are not legislative bodies under the 
Constitution and the General Aaaembly 
cannot declare them as such." The Home 
Rule Act had granted cCMmtiea legialative 
powers on limited matters. 

Last week, an Associated Press story 
reported that , an official in the federal 
Department for Housing and Urban 
Development indicated that Kentucky 
could now be suspended from the federal 
Oood insurance program, since the 
counties no longer have authority to take 
the action necessary for eligibility. 

U the AP story is accurate, Kenton 
states, "then out citizens, particularly in 
eastern Kentucky, have been threatened 
with a most tenuous situation." 

Kenton announced that he had com­
municated with the members of Ken­
tucky's congressional delegation, asking 
them to check into the possibility of the 
state's being suspended from the iD­
surance program. If such is the case, be 
states, "I am flD'ther requesting that 
appropriate congressional amendments 
be offered to maintain Kentucky" witbin 
the program. 

"Meeting any of the challenges con­
fronting local county governments is 
nearly impossible without necessary 
lawmaking powers," Kenton states. "U 
we expect fiscal courts to function iD a 
responsible manner and provide ef­
fective leadership, we must act with 
dispatch to devise a mechanism to
