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Turn to Deep Mining 
Seen with New Law 

Bid by McGuire 
Lowest Offered 
On City Project 

Strip Mine Law 
Effective· Feb. 3 
Causes Concern 

A marked shift from surface to deep 
mining is expected in Eastern Kentucky 
by next February when new federal 
strip-mining regulations go into effect. 

Some industry representatives say that 
the day of the small strip-miner will be 
past with the enforcement of the new law 
and that only larger firms financially 
able to buy necessary machinery and do 
extra work to comply with the 
regulations will be able to operate. 

Others point out, however, that the 
return to deep mining will employ more 
workers and at the same time maintain 
coal production at a high rate. 

Hundreds of smaller tracts of land, 
they say, may be mined by "small" 
miners in this way if they can find 
financial backing. 

Still others claim that the higher cost of 
reclamation under federal guidelines will 
be justified by the higher price of coal. 

Numerous industry representatives 
attending a seminar in i.Quisville last 
week on the new regulations closely 
questioned members of the task force 
that drew up the proposed rules and 
asked for more time to comply with the 
law. 

But members of the Implementation 
Task Force of the Office of Surface 
Mining Reclamation and Enforcement 
warned that the Congress considered but 
rejected a proposal to delay im­
plementation of the law. 

The Ia w, signed by President Carter on 
Aug. 3, sets minimum standards for 
reclaiming strip mining sites. The Jaw 
governing the nation's 4,000 strip mines 
goes 1nto effect Feb. 3. 

"It appears to us that the Congress 
didn't give us an option" to delay im­
plementation of the law, said Richard 

~ Hall, a member of the task force which 
Y.rotc the proposed regulations. 

Hall said that even if strip mine 
operators were unable to obtain 
necessary equipment to meet the stan-

Court Voids Order 
For Receivership 

Last Tuesday's Floyd circuit court 
order appointing William L. Wells, of 
Auxier, receiver for the Auxier Water 
Company was rescinded this week on 
oral motion of the plaintiff in the action, 
the Prestonsburg Utilities Commission, 
after the company had fully satisfied the 
commission's claim of more than $54,000 
for water sold the Auxier firm. 

In ordering dismissal of the action 
Circuit Judge Hollie Conley directed the 
postmaster at Auxier no longer to deliver 
water company mail to Wells as 
receiver. 

Newsome Sues 
Church Housing 
For $¥2 Million 

John Henry Newsome, who is serving a 
15·year prison term at LaGrange 
reformatory for the slaying here of 
Gerald McBrayer, last Thursday filed 
suit in the Floyd circuit court asking for 
himself and his three daughters a total of 
$500,000 damages from the Church 
Housing Association in whose property 
they resided at the time of the slaying. 

He claims $30,000 for damages suffered 
by his daughters, $15,000 for himself and 
$5,000 for loss of personal property. 

Newsome and two of his daughters, 
Barbara and Gloria Faye, were con­
victed last February of first degree 
manslaughter. The girls, both juveniles, 
were committed to the Kentucky Youth 
Authority. 

The petition was filed by Newsome as a 
pauper and was not prepared by an at­
torney. He alleged; 

-That the Church Housing Association 
unlawfully procured a swnmons and 
complaint against him and his daughters 
while they were living in the Highland 
Heights housing project and kept them 
from returning to their home, Apartment 
24, which was leased from the defendant 
group. 

-That defendants claimed plaintiffs 
unlawfully killed McBrayer, "found 
plaintiffs guilty before the court ever sat 
in judgment," and turned the people 
against them. 

-That CHA unlawfully violated his 
lease and the constitutional rights of 
plaintiffs under the Civil Rights Act by 
breaking the lease.

Bids on Extension 
Of Sewer Line Set 
To Serve Hospital 

Bids on construction of a six-inch sewer 
line extension from the new Kentucky 
Armory building on US 23 to a point 
opposite the Highlands Regional Medical 
Center will be opened by the Prestons­
burg Utilities Commission next Wednes­
day. 

Because the project was declared an 
emergency by Secretary Russell Mc­
Clure, of the Kentucky De artment of 
Finance, a contract will be awarded 
without advertising for bids. Speci­
fications and invitations to bid were 
mailed, however, to all five of the firms 
which submitted bids on the sewer from 
the Prestonsburg system to the armory. 

Cost of the project will be paid out of 
coal severance tax funds. The extension 
will consist of approximately two miles 
of force main. 

If an acceptable bid is received, the 
work may be completed by Jan. 1, Bill 
Harvey Howard, utilities superintendent, 
said.

-to make available rehabilitation 
grants to those of low income, the elderly 
and handicapped in cases where it is 
essential that such an individual's home 
be brought to minimwn property stan­
dards and where additional federal and 
state funds are not available. 

-A rehabilitation grant to be made 
available to the Highland Heights 
housing project.

American Cancer Society b 

A physician writes: "It is so important 
for all women to examine their breasts 
for possible cancer, that I urge you to 
explain the procedure to your readers." 

ANSWER line: The purpose of monthly 
breast self-examination is to teach a 
woman how her breasts normally feel 
and look so that she will be alert to any 
change which should then be brought to 
the attention of a physician. It probably 
won't mean cancer but a change in the 
breast needs to be diagnosed to protect 
a woman's health. Breast self·exam i­
nation, which should be done once 
a month, takes only a few moments and 
can be done in three steps: 

Step ( 1) In the shower or bath. Fingers 
flat , glide the hands gently over every 
part of each breast. Use the right hand to 
examine the left breast, left hand for 
right breast. Check for any lump, hard 
knot or thickening; 

Step (2) Before a mirror. Inspect the 
breast, arms at sides. Raise arms high 
overhead. Look for any changes in the 
contour of each breast, a swelling, 
dimpling of skin or nipple change. 
Continue to look in the mirror as you rest 
the palms of your hands on your hips and 
press down firmly to flex your chest 
muscles. <Left and right breast will not 
match exactly, few women's breasts do); 

Step (3) Lying down. Put a piUow or 
folded towel under right shouler, right . 
hand behind your head. With left hand, 
fingers flat press right breast gently in 

small circular motions as if it were an 
imagmary clock. Begin at outermost top 
of right breast m the 12 o'clock position 
and move on to 1 o'clock and so on around 
the circle back to 12 A ridge of firm 
tissue in the lower curve of each breast is 
normal. Then move one inch toward the 
nipple and follow a similar pattern. Keep 
circling towards the nipple to examine 
every part of your breast including the 
nipple. Then, squeeze the nipple gentley 
between thumb and index finger. Repeat 
this part of the examination on the left 
breast with the left shoulder on a pillow 
or towel and left hand b<>hind the head. 
Any discharge or lump or thickness 
should be reported to a physician 

Local Units of the American Cancer 
Society have free leaflets on breast self­
examination with helpful illustrations. 
Both the ACS and your physician will be 
glad to answer questions about this 
procedure, which is so important 
because breast cancer found in an early 
stage can be treated successfully very 
often.

ANSWER line: Any change in bowel 
habits <diarrhea, constipation, bloody 
stool. etc.) should be brought to the at­
tentiOn of a physician.

A letter was received last VI eek from 
the Department of Housing and Urban 
Development advtsmg the c1ty to stop 
property acqwsitlon for the riverfill 
portion of the cut-through project. at 
least until a suit now pending is settled. 

A request for an injunction against the 
riverfill is included in a lawsuit primarily 
concerned w1th protecting the historic 
Oils cemetery where Randall McCoy. of 
the legendary Hatfield-McCoy feuds. IS 
burted. The cemetery is to be moved 
about 200 feet to make room for the Civic 
Center complex. 

''As things now stand, the ent1re 
project is at a virtual halt." Mary Lou 
Draughn, director of Pikeville's Model 
C1ty program, said. 

Plans for the nverfill involve filling in 
that portion of the Big Sandy River which 
passes through town with waste from the 
excavation of the cut. 

Miss Draughn said she could not un­
derstand why the riverfill project was 
included in the cemetery suit, which was 
filed in U.S. District Court three months 
ago by 11 Pike county residents. 

"The riverf1ll in no way touches or 
affects the Oils site," she said. 

But John Forsyth, a Pikeville resident 
close to the group which filed the su1t, 
said that no satisfactory feasibility or 
environmental study had been done 
regarding the riverfill. 

He said it was feared that sewage from 
towns upstream would tend to pool in the 
small recreational lake that is part of the 
project. 

"Then we'd have one big septic pool 
right here in the middle of the city, .. he 
said. 

He said the group included the riverfill 
in the Oils suit because "we didn't see 
any point in having three or four or five 
lawsuits going at once." 

Miss Draughn said the letter from 
HUD only confirmed a policy the city had 
been following for several weeks.

And we must have this 
favorable labor-management at­
mosphere to enable us to achieve the 
ultimate goal of my administration­
providing jobs for every Kentuckian 
capable of working,'' the Governor said. 

Labor Commissioner James Yocom 
said the new agency will work with lal;>or 
and management "to help settle 
situations before they become major 
disputes." 

The purpose, Yocom said, is to "head 
off trouble before a strike occurs. Strikes 
result in lost wages and, thus, have a 
detrimental effect upon our state's 
economy. The Office of Labor­
Management Relations will work to head 
off unnecessary strikes." 

McCoy is a native of Grant County and 
has been with the Department of Labor 
since 1964.

For the past four and a half years, 
McCoy has been director of the Division 
of Labor Standards and has provided 
m~diation assistance to parties with 
labor disputes.

1977 Farm Acreage 
"Due to the number and complexity of 

changes in farm programs triggered by 
the new farm act <The Food and 
Agriculture Act of 1977), some of the 
details of the new programs will not be 
available as soon as we and area farmers 
would like. But, we do expect to be 
making an announcement concerning 
proposed farm program rules very 
soon." so states Cynthia Duncan, chair­
person, Kentucky Agricultural 
Stabilization and Conservation <ASC> 
Committee-the agency within the U.S. 
Department of Agriculture charged with 
administering federal farm programs. 

"Farmers are quite naturally in­
terested in getting program details 
resulting from the new farm act as soon 
as possible, since some of the changes 
wiU also affect some crops planted and 
harvested in 1977, as well as crops 
covered during the four-year life of the 
new law," Duncan said. "We are 
currently gearing up to make wheat 
deficiency payments, which were 
generally increased by 43 cents per 
bushel for 1977 crop wheat by a provision 
of the new law. The process can only 
work just so fast with so many changes, 
and we hope farmers will be patient with 
us for the short time it will take from the 
signing of the law until the new 
regulations are 'developed," Miss 
Duncan added. 

"The law has some new wrinkles that 
have to be ironed out," she said. "For 
example, the law requires us to establish 
the 1977 acreage on each farm which is 
normally used for the production of 
crops-Normal Crop Acreage (NCA)-a 
term farmers will be hearing a lot. 
County and State ASC Committee 
members are very much a part of the 
process being used to determine 
program rules on NCA. This is one 
reason it's important that farmers report 
their 1977 crop acreage to their ASCS 
county office, it they have not already 
done so," Duncan stated. 

"While the details of the 1978 
Agricultural Conservation Program 
have just been announced, practices in 
addition to the wide range of national 
practices may also be developed at the 
local level to meet specific pollution or 
conservation problems. This is another 
indication that farm programs will be 
based more on local situations and on 
solving local problems," she said. 

"The economic and environmental 
impacts of the new farm program rules 
must also be determined as a part of the 
process of making the rules. The local 
input and public scrutiny may tend to 
slow the process of getting out final rules 
and regulations, but will help assure 
ASCS and the farmers we serve of having 
solid, meaningful programs for 
American agriculture," Duncan con­
e uded.

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November, Wind Month

UK College of Agriculture 
In temperate regions November is a 

month m which Mother .Nature seems to 
be holding her breath. For the time being. 
at least, farm work is at a minimum, the 
harvesting season is largely over and 
crops are secure in the barn, haymow, 
pantry and cellar. The fields are barren 
and shrill, gusty winds whirl dead leaves 
along the ground like scurrying spiders. 
Autumn seems over and winter has not 
quite begun. The Anglo-Saxons who had a 
way of naming things simply and pic­
turesquely, called November the "wind 
month." They also called it the "blood 
month," probably because this is the 
traditional month for slaughtering farm 
animals for the winter supply of meat. 

November is a winter month and a 
time for winter indeed. lt is time for 
lights to shine out early on gray af­
ternoons, for houses to be close and 
warm. It is for this time that all the 
year's work has been performed-the 
apples packed away in the cellar, the 
crocks of kraut put down, the vegetables 
layered between earth and straw in the 
garden corner, the corn gathered, the 
barn loft crowded with hay and fodder 
and huge piles of golden pumpkins 
glorifying the barn shed. 

November is the month country people 
once yearned for-they longed for the 
snows to come so that they might feel the 
fatness of the land and experience that 
great comfort of the preparation for it. 

In November the late mown hayfields 
lay brown and dying ferns by the road­
sides are brittle to the touch. Blue haze 
stains the sky and the sun drops over the 
western hills in a blood red glow. 
Moonlight is of a richest yellow, casting 
strange shadows upon the land and from 
far away in the stillness of the night 
comes the stirring call of skeins of wild 
geese winging their way down the sky. 

November is one month to which the 
Romans never troubled themselves to 
give a name. They simply called it the 
"ninth month" because that was 
originally its place in the year. From the 
Latin word "nov em," meaning nine, 
came its present name. 

Later when two extra months were 
added, November became what it is 
today, the nth in the series, but the name 
was never changed. July was named for 
Julius Caesar, August for Augustus 
Caesar, and as a story goes, a sub­
servient Roman Senate offered to call the 
eleventh month after Tiberi us Caesar, 
but he declined the honor by asking:

3. A curfew of 9 p.m. is hereby imposed 
on all persons engaged in trick-or-treat 
celebration.

Turn cattle mto alfalfa and clover 
fields right after the first hard freeze or 
in early November if a hard freeze hasn' t 
occured by then. This won't hurt the 
stand if cattle are kept out \\hen the 
ground is wet and soft after a rain. 
Research at the Kentucky Agricultura l 
Experiment Station shows forage quahty 
is qui te high for two or three \l.eeks after 
a killing frost or until plants begin to lose 
their leaves.

numerous. active or bold. 

There 1S some scientific opinion on 
campus which tends to support this. 

"It 1s a high concentration of squirrels 
for a populated. urban situation." said 
Dr ~Ian Etta Hight. mammaologist and 
assi tan-! professor of biological sciences 
at ;\1arshall. "They are very active in the 
brisk weather we are having and ap­
parently the youngsters have joined the 
adult squirrels in foraging the campus 
for food. They are doing this during the 
day when a lot of people are moving 
about and they have become tolerant and 
relativelv unafraid of humans." 

W Ge~e Frum. assistant professor of 
zoology and mammalogist, said the 
squirrels at l\larshall are all gray 
members of the Sciuridae (tree-dwelling 
rodent J family. "The red squirrels 
usually prefer living al high elevations in 
the hills and mountains," he said. 

Frum said l\larshall always has had a 
squirrel population but this year's group 
is especially active. He said it would be 
difficult to estimate how many are 
residing on campus this fall, but they are 
"quite plentiful " 

Dr. Hight. who did research on 
_quirrels as part of her studies in earning 
her doctoral degree at Wayne State 
t.:niHrsity. said part of the foraging 
routine at 1\larshall includes soliciting 
handouts from faculty, staff and 
students. "No one minds and the campus 
sqwrrels. while not as well prepared for 
winter perhaps, don't have to store as 
much food as their rural cousins." 

"They are appealing and it is hard to 
resist feeding them,'' she said. 

Dr. Hight, a member of the American 
Society of :\1ammalogists and the Society 
for the Study of E\·oJution, said the 
:\1arshall squirrels. while tolerant. don't 
permit anyone to pick them up. "They'll 
come quite close because they are 
conditioned to students scurrying about, 
but petting isn't part of the routine," she 
said. 

Dr. Hight also said she had no reports 
of either red or fox squirrels on campus. 
"The grays here at Marshall are a 
healthy looking crew, though,'' she said. 
"The adults each probably weigh slightly 
more than a pound and their food supply, 
m addition to handouts. would include 
seeds, buds. and nuts from the campus 
trees. If squirrels were capable of 
economic evaluations. I'm sure they 
would rate their standard of living quite 
high." 

Also a possible factor in the high 
squirrel profile on campus, Dr. Hight 
said. is the fact that no one is hunting 
them. "Once in a while a neighborhood 
dog or cat will come to college for a 
squirrel run across campus," she said. , 
"but usually the squirrels are too quick 
and escape " 

Dr. Hight said the female gray squirrel 
has a bout two I itters of three or four each 
per year. The males become bachelors 
after mating season and generally ignore 
the females until next courting time. 

On the Marshall campus, the mother 
grays seem to stay with their small ones 
closely until about the fourth or fifth 
month and then the offspring are "on 
their own" Dr Hight said. 

The scientist said neither she nor her 
colleagues caul d give an accurate 
estimate of the campus squirrel 
population. "By the dozens would 
probably be a safe way of putting it," she 
said. "There definitely is no shortage of 
them. I only wish all of my students were 
as active.''

To Report on Acreage

reported their total crop and land use 
acreages to the Agricultural Stabilization 
and Conservation Service (ASCSl are 
urged to do so as soon as possible. Will 
Boggs. chairman of the Floyd County 
t\SCS Committee, said the acreages must 
be reported to be eligible for 1978 
program benefits. 

Even though farmers may not ha"e 
needed to certify crop acreages last year, 
it is ver) important that they report their 
1977 crops. he said. So far, only 35 far­
mers in the county have certified their 
crop acreages. Farmers who fail to 
certify will be ineligible to participate in 
1978 programs. 

The importance of correctly reporting 
acreages cannot be overemphasized.

The Huntington distnct office of the 
Army Corps of Engineers . atd resump­
tion of studies at this time is based on 
renewed national emphasis on the usc of 
coal as a primary energy Sllurce and 
increased interest on the part of potential 
waterway shippers. 

Commercial traffic currently operates 
10 the lower seven miles of the Big Sandy 
where the channel is maintained by 
dredging. 

A federal navigation system. con­

Health Notes 

Glaucoma is a serious disease that can 
cause blindness and it usually affects one 
out of every 50 Americans who are over 
35 years of age. It can come in one of two 
forms-acute, which strikes suddenly, 
inflicting cloudy vision or chronic, which 
progress slowly and painlessly so that 
partial or total blindness may result if 
the disease is not diagnosed and treated 
early. 

The best way to prevent needless 
blindness from glaucoma is to be tested 
for the disease. The Floyd County Health 
Department will be doing glaucoma 
screening, free of charge, Friday, Oc­
tober 28, from 9 to 11:30 and 1 to 3. If 
higher than normal pressure is found in 
your eyes, you will be referred to a 
physician who can give you further tests, 
diagnose, and treat the problem. 

The Floyd County Health Department 
recommends a glaucoma check-up every 
two years for all persons 35 and older. 

Diabetes is the sixth leading cause of 
death in Kentucky and the third leading 
cause of blindness in the United States. 
Diabetes results when the body can't 
transform sugars and starches properly, 
thus the amount of sugar in the blood is 
abnormally high. This condition is most 
likely to occur in people who are over 40, 
people having diabetic relatives or 
women who have had a baby weighing 
over nine pounds at birth Other common 
symptoms of diabetes are being over­
weight, constantly thirsty, eating ex­
cessively, tiring easily or finding that 
wounds heal slowly. 

If you have any one of these symptoms, 
you could be what is known as a hidden 
diabetic. 

The Floyd County Health Department 
offers diabetes screening, free of charge, 
Monday through Friday, from 8 to 12 and 
l to 4. Early discovery by these simple 
tests can prevent serious complications 
of diabetes.

Wednesday, November 2, from noon 
through Thursday and Friday, 
November 3 and 4. Anyone needing in­
formal ion or supplies before November 
7, are asked to please come in by Tues­
day, November 1.

DESI'INED TO BECOME A CLASSIC 

41 °/o of Pupils Get 
Reduced Cost Meals 

Forty-one per cent of Kentucky's high 
school and elementary school students 
participate in reduced price or no cost 
lunch programs at their schools. This is 
slight!) above the national average, 
according to Cooper Whitt who IS with the 
Administration and Finance Bureau of 
the state Department of Education. 

Last year, the 1,600 public, private and 
paroch1al schools in the state served 92 
million lunches-36 million were served 
at no cost and three million at reduced 
prices. 

Most schools charge from 40 to 60 cents 
for a lunch, an amount which does not 
cover the entire cost of serving the meal, 
said Whitt. 

"That ·s why the federal government 
reimburses schools at a rate of 14 cents 
for every regular priced meal and up to 
63 cents for every meal served at no 
cost." he said. Last year. these reim­
bursements to Kentucky schools totaled 
nearly $37 million with $27 million of that 
covering reduced and no cost meals. 

Reimbursement rates for regular cost 
meals have gone up from nine cents in 
the late 1960's to the 14 cents currently 
paid. 

How distribution of tickets or tokens 
for full price, reduced price and no cost 
lunches is handled is up to individual 
schools. according to Gail Rowland, who 
is with school food services for the 
education department. "The schools 
work out a method which prevents the 
obvious identification or singling out of 
those who receive no cost or reduced 
price lunches," she said. 

Eligibility factors include the size of a 
famiy, the income of the family and 
consideration of hardship factors and 
emergency situations. Applications are 
sent home with all school children at the 
beginning of the school year, but the 
program is open to applicants at any 
time of the year.

He is m1serable. And disgusted with 
himself for being drunk again as he 
whimpers repeatedly, "I'd give anything 
in the world if I could stop drinking." 

He wants to quit but lacks deter­
mination, slumped in the comfortable 
chair at the Layne House. He takes ad­
vantage of the services offered at this 
facility, frequently sitting in that living 
room chair as he soberS up from another 
alcoholic splurge. 

The process to get him back to normal 
once again is called detoxification. The 
Layne House. situated on Front Avenue 
in Prestonsburg, is the place to go for 
alcoholics in this five-county region when 
they need help in getting off a drWlk. 

"I thought you were coming down 
sooner." says a Layne House counselor, 
carrying an armful of groceries en route 
to the kitchen, "Your daughter called 
this morning to say you would be 
arriving.'' 

"Yeah. I was. but I got too drWlk," he 
shrugs, shaking his head. 

He seems to be well-liked by counseling 
staff and other consumers. 

The Layne House provides non­
medical services to drug addicted per­
sons in the Big Sandy Area. Consumers 
may be referred from outpatient workers 
at Mountain Comprehensive Care Center 
and similar area health centers, jail, 
family and friends of the problem 
drinker or voluntarily by the individual. 

While watching afternoon soap operas 
on T.V., he converses with a fellow 
resident reliving memories of 20 years 
past. They engage in lively discussion. 
When the buddy begins to sob, tears 
dripping off his chin, talking abruptly 
ends as each man drifts back into his own 
problems. 

He rises, and saunters into the kitchen 
toward the refrigerator. While nibbling 
on a snack, he expoWlds on his cooking 
accomplishments at the Layne House. 
"The last time I was in here I helped a 
staff member do the cooking for 
everybody," he brags. 

"He's a good cook," agreed a Layne 
House worker, "he made soup beans in 
the morning!" 

During visits at the House (maximum 
length of stay is five days), clients help 
the staff attend cooking and cleaning 
responsibilities. 

All seem content during their stay 
here . Through this controlled at­
mosphere where drinking is prohibited, 
the alcoholic has occasion to view his 
alcoholism in sober surroWldings. Layne 
House staff inflict no pressure on the 
client to change, but willingly offer 
solutions to drinking when asked. 

He is labeled as a habitual excessive 
drinker. This designation is given to 
alcoholic persons who either become 
drWlk more than 12 times a year or are 
recognizably under the alcoholic in­
fluence more than once a week, even 
though not intoxicated. 

He attempts to blame his Wlsuppressed 
dnnking on marital problems and em­
ployment hassles. He worked as a coal 
miner for 27 years before alcoholism 
became his boss. 

He struggles to constrain his drinking. 
A staff representative, told of an instance 
when he entered the Layne House 
voluntarily, slightly intoxicated to 
prevent further drWlkenness. 

"I'm sick, and I don't know how to get 
well, I don't want to drink," he quivered. 

A polite man, depressed with his in­
dulgence in alcohol, constantly 
downgrades himself with what he calls 
"breaking over". "It helps me out when I 
come and talk to these people here," he 
added. 

"I can quit drinking faster than 
anything as long as I'm here," he said, "I 
just can't stay sober when I'm away from 
the Layne House." 

Family appears supportive of him , 
encouraging sobriety, declaring they are 
willing to do anything to compel him to 
change his drinking patterns. 

The family of the alcoholic can do 
more. Study of the alcoholic problem is of 
first priority to combat the disease. 
Counseling for the family as well as the 
alcoholic is essential. Attendance in AI­
Anon (associated with Alcoholics 
Anonymous, which deals with the family 
of the alcoholic>, is beneficial in relating 
to other families sharing the turmoil of 
alcoholic kindred.

POSTAL SERVICE 
REPORTS DEFICIT 
OF $400 MILLION 

WASHINGTON- The Postal Service 
said recently that its deficit for the year 
ending Sept. 30 will be $400 million, one­
third of the loss last year. 

Frank Biglin, senior assistant post­
master general, said the less-than­
expected deficit is due to increases in the 
amount of mail and reductions in the 
labor force. 

Mail volume increased from 89.6 billion 
pieces in the last year to an estimated 
91.7 billion this year. 

The deficit is the sixth since the Postal 
Service was established six years ago to 
replace the Post Office Department. It is 
the lowest deficit except for the $13 
million in 1973. 

The Postal Service finances its deficits 
by borrowing money from the U.S. 
Treasury.

TAKE EXTRA CARE 
IN CHOOSING WOOD STOVE 
FOR MOBILE-HOME USE 

Don't buy a fireplace or wood-burning 
stove for your mobile home unless it is 
"UL-approved" for such use. The safest 
stoves or fireplaces for a mobile home 
often come complete with stovepipe and 
chimney package, plus clear instructions 
on how to install it. They cost more than 
standard units, but there's good reason . 

"A conscientious dealer won't even sell 
you a fireplace or wood-burning stove if 
it's not listed for mobile-home use by 
Underwriters Laboratories," Larry 
Piercy says. 

"The extra fire hazard associated with 
mobile homes and their vulnerability to 
wind damage mean you need a wider 
margin of safety," he explains. Piercy is 
a safety engineer with the UK College of 
Agriculture Cooperative Extension 
Service. 

Many of these stoves and fireplaces are 
designed with an outside air intake so 
that they do not take combustion air from 
the living area. 

Space is often a problem, as you need 
safe clearances from walls, floors and all 
other burnables. Facing wall surfaces 
with brick and setting the stove on a 
brick or ceramic hearth help fulfill safety 
requirements, according to Piercy. 

Follow the stove company's recom­
mendations to the letter on clearances. 

Wood stoves need a Class A all-fuel 
chimney for safe venting, Piercy em­
phasized. The chimney gases from a 
wood fire are many times hotter than 
those from the fossil fuels. That's why a 
chimney that was safe for venting a gas 
furnace may not do at all for a wood­
burning stove.

Some 3,500 representatives of the coal 
industry in the U.S. and abroad last 
Tuesday heard U.S. Interior Secretary 
Cecil Andrus predict "coal \\ill reclaim 
its place as the leading source of energy 
in America." 

Andrus explained to the conference 
that regulations governing a recently­
passed federal strip mine law would soon 
become effective, for new operations on 
Feb. 3 and for old operations on May 3.

"We are betting that the tremendous 

coal reserves that this nation has will be 
America's 'ace in the hole,' and we will 
win the energy game in the years im­
mediately ahead," Andrus said. But he 
noted that the energy needs of the 
country demand wise use of that "ace." 

''To mine coal, to treat it, to transport 
it and to u e it requires team work" from 
government, the coal industry and 
consumers, he said. This same spirit of 
team work was involved in the 
preparation of the new regulations, 
.Andrus said.

"The Department of the Interior task 
force that prepared these regulations, 
working under the assistant secretary for 
energy and minerals ... went to con­
siderable lengths to get public and 
industrial input on these regs," Andrus 
said. The task force held meetings with 
representatives of coal producing states, 
the coal industry and the public, he said. 

Gov. Julian Carroll told the conference 
that he is "fearful" that the nation's 
leaders have not predicted well enough in 
advance "our need to return to the coal 
bucket and the crosscut saw. Indeed, 
those of us involved in the industry for 
years have known of the dwindling 
supply of oil and natural gas." 

This shortage, he said, is not isolated to 
the U.S., he sa1d, but is worldwide. 

At the present rate of production, he 
said, present supplies cannot last beyond 
the next 10 years. 

Gov. Carroll criticized Congress for its 
members' "inability to read a financial 
statement." He said the Congress doesn't 
seem to understand that coal companies 
need to expect enough profit for their 
product to make the original capital 
investment worthwhile.

Maintenance A Must 
For Fire Extinguishers 

Turn your dry-chemical fire ex­
tinguisher upside-down and give it a good 
shaking. Otherwise, even if the 
pressure's up and it's never been used, it 
could fail you in an emergency. 

That occasional shake-up pulverizes 
the dry powder that can pack together 
and block the hose outlet, explains Larry 
Piercy, Extension safety engineer with 
the UK College of Agriculture. 

Check the dial , too, just in case the unit 
needs recharging. It must be recharged 
after every use, no matter how slight. 
Even if you didn't use it, somebody else 
could have, or children might have been 
fooling with it. 

"If the pin is pulled out, that 's usually a 
sure sign that someone has used it or 
tampered with it," Piercy says. 

Have the extinguisher serviced by fire­
safety equipment specialists. They'll 
take the head off, take out the valves and 
clean them, put in fresh dry chemical, 
and repressurize it. 

A high-quality extinguish~r with a steel 
head can be used and recharged time 
a!ter time for years, according to Piercy. 

Your smoke detector should be ser­
viced once a year by the same outfit, 
even if you test if often and it always 
sounds a loud-and-dear alarm. Batteries 
and-or bulbs often need to be replaced.

In the annals of pioneer medicine, no 
product from Mother Nature's pharmacy 
was held in higher esteem than the 
inner bark of Ulmus fulva, the slippery 
elm. It was from the Indians that the 
early settlers learned the bark of this 
little tree was highly beneficial in the 
treatment of a wide variety of diseases 
ranging from dysentery to inflammation 
of the lungs, bladder, stomach and 
kidneys. It was also utilized as a poultice 
to draw the inflammation from open 
wounds. The fresh inner bark pounded to 
a pulp, mixed with sweet milk and ap· 
plied to festering wounds, soon eased the 
pain, promoted fast healing and possibly 
prevented blood poisoning. 

The Indians also used the bark as a 
food and to prevent fatty substances 
from becoming rancid. They did this by 
frying animal fat with a piece of bark, 
permitting the preparation to remain 
heated for a few minutes, and then 
straining off the melted fat. Up until 
recent years some farm wives followed 
the same procedure to keep surplus 
butter and lard fresh and sweet for 
considerable periods of time 

Both Indians and pioneers powdered 
the dried bark, mixed it with a beverage 
of some sort, and fed it to babies, the 
elderly and those recuperating from 
some illness. The powdered bark, when 
mixed with sweet milk, is still said to be 
nutritious, wholeseome, and because of 
its mucilaginous nature, insures an easy 
passage during the process of 
assimilation and elimination. 

Health Tip 
<From the American 
Medical Association l 

All of us are now and then faced with a 
quick decision: should we, or shouldn't 
we see the doctor? 

The American Medical Association 
lists several points for consideration as a 
general guide to help you decide whether 
medical aid should be sought at once-

-When your complaint or symptoms 
are too severe to be endured, such as 
abdominal pain common to a gall 
bladder attack or appendicitis or kidney 
colic, or sudden chest pains. Immediate 
relief of pain is the purpose of getting the 
patient to the doctor without delay. 

-When an apparently minor symptom 
persists for more than a few days or a 
week, and does not appear to be due to 
some easily identified cause. A nose 
bleed from a sharp blow is one thing ~ a 
nose that bleeds constantly or frequently 
for no apparent reason is quite a different 
matter. 

-When the symptom returns 
repeatedly for no readily apparent cause. 
Digestive disturbances due to overin­
dulgence are one thing; constant 
digestive distress despite great care and 
moderation in eating is another. 

-When in doubt, it is safer to call the 
doctor than to take a chance. 

Many accidents around the home or 
yard cause bruises and scratches and 
minor sprains that can be successfully 
treated at home. But some accidents 
require fast medical attention. 

If the accident victim is unconscious, 
get help fast. Also when bleeding is 
severe or cannot be controlled; when the 
victim is groggy or confused; when there 
are signs of shock, such as pale, cold 
skin, sweating and weak pulse. 

Breathlessness or inten,.ive thirst after 
the accident require medical attention. If 
there is a po~sible broken bone, seek 
help.

In one old herbal remedy, slippery elm 
jelly is recommended as a specific for all 
" d1seases of the throat, chest, lungs, 
coughs, colds, bronchitis and in­
flammation of the stomach." As the old 
recipe for making this jelly goes, "Take 
two tablespoonful Is powdered bark ; cold 
water, one pint; sweeten with loaf sugar 
or honey; and stir until a jelly is for­
med." 

In speaking of elm bark poultices, ond 
old medical journaly (Gunn's Domestic 
Medicine; said nothing is superior, 
particularly in the treatment of gunshot 
wounds. The book added that during the 
Revolutionary War, Washmgton ' s 
surgeons used it with the "happiest ef­
fects" on both fresh wounds and those 
where mortification was evident. 

Otherwise high in his praise of slippery 
elm bark, Dr. Gunn stated it deserved the 
confidence of every person that practiced 
medicine. 

With perhaps the exception of Mame, 
slippery elm is common to all states of 
the eastern United States. It is found 
principally on the banks of streams and 
in rich soil on low hillsides . Its bark was 
truly the miracle drug of pioneer 
medicine and is still available at natural 
food stores even today.

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MSU To Activate 
Appalachian Center 

l\torehead State University's board of 
regents has officially breathed life into 
MSU's plans to create the Appalachian 
Development Center. 

MSU President Morris L . Norfleet said 
the facility would enable the University 
to fulfill its state-assigned mission to 
" enhance the economic growth of Ap· 
palachia." 

He reported that the University is 
seeking funds to operate the Center and 
to renovate a residence hall to provide 
physical facilities for its programs. 

The regents unanimously approved the 
project and authorized staff members to 
proceed with detailed planning. 

"Depending on the level of state fun­
ding, the Appalachian Development 
Center can be fully operational within 
two years," Dr. Norfleet said. 

In other action, the board approved 
policies reducing the scope of MSU's 
horse program, particularly horse show 
competition by students and MSU staff 
members, and officially focusing the 
program on its academic and 
recreational benefits for students. Dr. 
Norfleet said the University would 
maintain only the nwnber of horses 
needed for instructional purposes. 

The regents also approved a five-year 
development plan for MSU's Crosthwaite 
Outdoor Educatio·nal and Research 
Center at Cave Run Lake. 

Dr. Daniel Stamper, of Pikeville, was 
administered the oath of office to fill the 
unexpired board term of the late William 
E. Justice, of Shelbiana. Other board 
members attending were Lloyd Cassity 
and Sam Kibbey, of Ashland, James 
Richardson, of Owingsville B. F. Reed, of 
Drift, Dr. W. H. Cartmell, of Maysville, 
Jerry F . Howell, of Jackson, Dr. Charles 
Pelfrey, of the faculty, and Evan 
Perkins, of the student body.

"Are you in favor of the City of Allen 
selling the Allen Water·System to the City 
of Prestonsburg in consideration of the 
City of Prestonsburg assuming all out ­
standing indebtedness of the Allen Water 
System in the dollar amount of ap­
proximately $255,000 .00~ " 

It is shown as a matter of public record 
that the City of Allen, Kentucky, 
originally acquired the water system and 
properties which are referred to in the 
aforesaid ballot question, by the pur­
chase thereof in 1966, and in order to 
finance the acquisition thereof, the City 
of Allen authorized and sold at public sale 
its $280,000 "Waterworks Revenue 
Bonds" and applied the proceeds thereof 
to the payment of the purchase price; 
and for a number of years the City 
operated the aforesaid water facilities 
without difficulty, supplied water service 
to the water customers in the City of 
Allen and also in the adjacent unin­
corporated areas known as New Allen 
and Dwale, paid its expenses of operation 
and paid, in due course, the principal of 
and interest on its aforesaid "Water­
works Revenue Bonds" which the City 
issued in order to acquire such water 
service facilities. Unforeseen and 
unanticipated events and developments 
thereafter occurred, including especially 
a flash flood which washed out the under­
river water main originally installed 

· under the bed of the Levisa Fork for 
providing service to the areas known as 
New Allen and Dwale ; and the ac­
cumulation of unfortunate happenings 
and events increasingly reduced the 
capacity of the City of Allen to continue 
rendering satisfactory water service; 
and despite the best efforts of the City of 
Allen, and many unsuccessful efforts to 
obtain financial relief from outside 
sources, the City of Allen became unable 
to pay the expenses of operating such 
water facilities and defaulted in the 
payment of the interest on and principal 
of its outstanding Waterworks Revenue 
Bonds; all with the result that the City of 
Allen is unable to pay from the Revenues 
of said water facilities obligations which 
aggregate more than $35,000 ; including 
not only defaulted principal and interest

Gov. Julian Carroll has asked Small 
Business Administration to declare 
Harlan county a disaster area due to 
flash flooding of four areas on the week­
end of October 1-2. 

Heavy rainfall that week-end caused 
flash flooding of the Jones Fork, Cranks 
Creek, Yocom Creek and Clover Fork 
areas of Southeastern Harlan County. 
State estimates show that about 75 homes 
and two schools were damaged in various 
degrees, six homes were destroyed, and 
a half-million dollars in damage was 
done to roads and bridges. 

A declaration by the SBA would make 
low interest disaster loans available to 
those affected.

What Is a District Judge? 
In Floyd County, the Distri ct Judge will do the work 

now being done by five City Police Judges, four 
Magistrates, County Judge, Judge Pro-Tem , Trial 
Commissioner and Juvenile Judge. Floyd County w i ll sti ll 
have a County Judge (now known as County Judge 
Executive) and Magistrates, but their duties will be 
limited to fiscal matters, maki ng up the budget and 
supervising the spending of the county tax money. 

The District Judge will preside over all civi l cases 
where the amount involved is S1SOO, or less, all juvenile 
matters, and the violation of all state laws and city and 
county ordinances, except offenses punishable by 
penitentiary confinement or death. 

In addition to the other duties, the District Judge wi II 
also preside over a new court, known as the Court of Sma II 
Claims (matters under SSOO). 

It is estimated that 68 of every 100 persons having 
business before the courts will come first to the District 
Court. 

The office of District Judge will requi re a person with 
not only a law degree, but also with considerable ad­
ministrative ability. It will require a person with good 
health, good nerve and a willingness to work long hours. 
How the office is operated for the first time may set the 
pattern of justice in Floyd County for a long time to come. 

Believing that I am qualified for the job, I respectfully 
urge you to vote for me in the November election. If I am 
elected, the fact that my residence is next door to the cour t 
house (and jail) will somewhat ease the problem of having 
your District Judge available after hours.
