Present Route 
Out as US 23 
Planning Near 

Floyd-Johnson Link 
\Vins Place in Plan 
To Improve Highway 

When aerial reconnaissance of 
alternate routes for a new US 23 between 
Prestonsburg and Paintsville is begun­
perhaps within a week-it is almost 
certain one route will not be flown over. 

That is the present two-lane, cliff· 
hangmg route which the highway now 
follows between the two county·seats. 

Gail Mullins, Pikeville, district 
engineer, Department of Highways, 
emphasized that nobody knows where the 
new highway will be located-that is why 
several alternate routes are scheduled 
for study-but he agreed that the present 
route lying between the Big Sandy river 
banks on the one side and precipitous 
cliffs on the other is not likely to get 
consideration. 

"There's no direction to go except back 
into the hill, and, besides, there would be 
the problem of waste disposition," he 
said. 

The first attempt at aerial recon­
naissance was made last week, but fog 
made it impossible. A second was 
planned for Tuesday morning, this week, 
but weather conditions at Frankfort 
cancelled it. 

Four-laning of US 23 is under way from 
Pikeville to the Kentucky-Virginia line, 
and the same improvement already is 
well along in planning for the route from 
Catlettsburg to Paintsville. But for a 
time the Prestonsburg-Paintsville 
segment wa:; in the "missing link'' 
category, with no plans for its im­
provement in sight. 

That situation developed because 
traffic projections were made only until

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First Murder Trial of Term 
Ends in Nance Conviction 
Carl Nance was convicted later 
Tuesday, and his pen term was 
set at 10 years. The jury 
deliberated less than an hour 
before reaching the verdict. 

The first murder trial of the current 
circuit court term was nearing its end 
late Tuesday afternoon with the argu­
ments of opposing counsel in the case 
of Carl Nance, who is accused of the 
revolver slaying on Stephens Branch of 
Buster Carroll. 

The defendant claimed that he shot 
Carroll in self-defense and in fear of his 
life while Carroll was choking him. The 
only other eyewitnesses to the shooting, 
Willie Carroll, brother of the victim, and 
Burns Osborne, said they did not see the 
alleged attack on Nance, but the 
defense pointed to the fact that they were 
in the front seat of the car in which the 
shooting took place and did not see what 
was happening between Carroll and 
Nance in the rear. The Commonwealth, 

on the other hand, pointed to the fact that 
Carroll was shot six times, more than 
needed to halt any attack on Nance. 

The defense used a physician's 
testimony to show that in his 
examination of Nance he found marks on 
the back of his neck. 

The trial of Cisco Neeley on a second 
degree manslaughter charge is 
scheduled tomorrow <Thursday). Neeley 
is under grand jury indictments in the 
death of Mrs. Jackie Lynn Howard and 
her unborn child as the result of an auto 
collision on KY 7, near Hueysville. 
Counsel for the defendant recently filed 
motions asking that the indictment be 
amended to reckless homicide and that 
the trial be without a jury. . 

The first degree assault charge against 
Clyde Ronnie Jarrell, of Cow Creek, was 
reduced last week to third degree 
assault, and Jarrell entered a plea of 
guilty. He was sentenced to a 12-month 
term in the county jail. A similar charge 
against Billy Ray Jarrell was dismissed.

Flood Insurance Threat 
Seen in Home Rule Loss 

'The Kentucky Supreme Court decision 
which last week held unconstitutional the 
so-called Home Rule Law threatens the 
eligtbility of Eastern Kentucky counties 
for flood insurance, a federal official 
later said. 

The ruling apparently threatens 
thousands of flood insurance policies 
already in effect, said Don Hansford, a 
flood insurance specialist with the 
Department for Housing and Urban 
Development's Federal Insurance Ad· 
ministration in Atlanta. 

One of the requirements for a county to 
be eligible for federal flood insurance is 
the development of a flood management 
system for construction in the flood plain. 

This is achieved by ordinance by the 
county's law-making body in Kentucky' 
ca , he fiscal court. 

But the Kentucky Supreme Court Ia& 
week declared unconstitutional a 1972 
law giving county fiscal courts the power 
to enact laws. 

If this ruhng means what it seems to, 
the counties already approved under the 
emergency phase of the program 
"probably would face suspension," 
Hansford said. 

Supreme Court Justice Pleas Jones, 
who wrote the court's unanimous 
decision, declined to comment on its 
implications Thursday. Court decisions 
become mandate, or final 21 days from 
the date of issue unless a petition for 
rehearing is filed within 20 days of the 
decision. 

Jefferson County Atty. J. Bruce Miller 
has said he will petition the high court for 
a rehearing. 

"Prior to the home rule decision, local 
governments had the authority for 
planning and zoning and I don't know 
whether these ordinances would be 
covered under that decision or not," 
Dave Rosenbaum, an engineer in the 

state Dtvision of Water Resources, which 
coordinates the federal program, said. 

A pool of 132 insurance companies 
issues flood insurance through a ser­
vicing office run by CNA Insurance Co . in 
Cincmnati. 

Charles W. Luker, who heads the 
Cmcinnati office, said 11,815 policies 
worth $263.9 million were in effect in 
Kentucky as of June 30. 

Jefferson county accounted for 1,703 of 
those policies, Louisville had 1,387. 
Thirty-one Kentucky counties account 
for 1,889 policies. The rest are held by 
homeowners in incorporated cities. 

But a substantial nwnber of policies 
held by homeowners in counties are in 
those counties hard-hit by April floods. 

For example, there are 587 policies in 
ct )1 Harlan county, 333 in F1oyd, 204 

in Martin, and 172 in Bell county.

cannot adopt ordinances to establish

Slone Killed 
In Shootout 
At Wayland 

A Wayland man was instantly killed 
and his father·in-law was seriously 
wounded m a shootout Friday mght 
which apparently stemmed from a 
family dispute. 

Marshall Slone, 37, was the victim of 
bullet wounds in his temple, shoulder and 
side which authorities believe were in­
flicted by his father-in-law, Gene Corder. 
Corder himself was shot one time in the 
chest. His condition was reported Tues­
day at the Highlands Medical Center 
here as "satisfactory." 

The juvenile son of the victim was held 
in jail here this week as a participant in 
the shootmg. 

A divorce action between Slone and h1s 
wife was pending in circuit court here at 
the time of the shooting. Officers in­
vestigating the gunfight said they were 
told Slone had driven in his truck with his 
son to the Corder residence for the 
reported purpose of getting his clothes. 
After Slone was shot his son leaped from 
the truck and began firing with his 
father's weapon, investigators were told. 

A youth who claimed to be an 
eyewitness told officers he thought, 
although he was not certain, that the first 
shot was fired from Slone's truck. Slone 
died in the cab of the truck. 

The shooting was investigated by 
Commonwealth's Attorney James R.

Election officers to serve at the 44 
voting places in Floyd county for the next 
two years have been appointed by the 
county election board. 

The list of officers, as approved, was 
signed by Joe Helton, Lemuel Meade and 
William G. Francis. Gorman Collins, 
Republican member of the commission, 
did not sign. 

Former Sheriff Collins, the only 
Republican member of the election 
commission, claimed the meeting at 
which the appointment of election of­
ficers was to be certified was illegal, 
since all commissioners were by law to 
have been notified in writing of the 
meetmg, the time and the date, that this 
was not done and that "he has not and 
will not certify this list." 

He claimed the commission first met 
Sept. 20 and that he was given the 
Democratic and Republican lists, which, 
he added, "had been selected apparently 
m private session" before the meeting. 
Collins claims he stated at that time that 
the Republican list was not satisfactory 
and that he marked the officers whom he 
felt would serve and "stand up for an 
honest election." 

When the commissiOners met last 
Thursday to certify the list of those ap­
pointed, he said, he was not notified of the 
time of the meeting, was not present 
when certification was made by the other 
three commissioners, all Democrats, and 
that 55 officers whom he had selected 
"were changed back to the original list 
that had been selected before the Sept 20 
meeting of the three Democratic election 
commissioners." 

The other commissioners claim that 
the list was duly selected by majority 
vote, that Collins could not as one 
member rule the commission, and that 
the certification was legally made.

We do not agree with those who see in the Supreme Court 

decision voiding Kentucky's home rule law as a deliberate 
maneuver to force the people of the state to vote for a con­
stitutional convention and, ultimately, a new constitution. 

That would be a process too slow to get done what is needed 
now, not later. If home rule is unconstitutional and the flood 
insurance issued to thousands because counties adopted 
legislation under that law to comply with federal regulations 
law is threatened, Kentucky can't wait. Constitutional amend­
ment can be done more quickly and as effectively. 

What would simplify the whole situation would be a bit of 
consistency on the part of the Supreme Court. 

J. Bruce Miller, Jefferson county attorney who proposes to file 
a petition for rehearing by the court of the home rule issue cites a 
classic example of the court's inconsistency. For example, in the 
opinion holding home rule legislation unconstitutional, Justice 
Pleas Jones wrote: 

" ... this court has only one duty-to lay the article of the 
constitution which is invoked beside the statute which is 
challenged and to decide whether the latter squares with the 
former." 

That, in the vernacular, is known as "laying the straight-edge 
to it." In effect, Justice Jones was saying that if the home rule 
law doesn't match up to the constitution in every angle and 
corner, and at every point, without any variation whatsoever, 
out it goes. 

But what did the Court of Appeals, which at the time held the 
same status as the Supreme Court, do in 1962 when judicial 
salaries were raised above the constitutional limit? Was the 
straight-edge laid to that legislation? 

No, instead of assuming that inflexible, hidebound attitude, the 
court allowed the salary increases after asking itself this 
question: "Is the salary limitation provision of the constitution a 
mere lifeless, mathematical formula?" and answering the 
question in these words: 

"The legislative interpretation of Section 246 (of the Con­
stitution) as related largely to purchasing power is not only a 
rational construction to put on the section, but is the only con­
struction to put on the section that accords with a 'living' rather 
than a 'dead' constitution." 

It wasn't a dead constitution in 1962, according to the Court of 
Appeals. It should still I ive under the Supreme Court and answer 
the needs of people under the democratic process. 

In other words, the Supreme Court can solve the whole 
situation by practising a bit of consistency.

Pleading the Case of Garfield HoUBe 

Shall Garfield House also go? 
Prestonsburg and Floyd county have 

historical sites and landmarks, of course, 
but in our exhausting scramble for life 
and livelihood we paid little attention 
through the years when fine old houses 
were razed, the trees felled, and the tools 
and toys of those who lived on this ground 
before us were covered over. We often 
ridiculed those who cried out for 
preservation . Old houses were expensive 
to keep up, difficult to heat-but they 
stand. We can look around us at the few 
which remain; they represent an in­
dividual strength, a pride of work­
manship, a Quality which we see little 
enough today, unless we travel to the 
comparatively few places in the U.S. 
where a recognition of the value of the 
past to the living present has caused 
them to be preserved. 

In these places-Williamsburg, Va., 
Washington, D. C., New Orlenas-we pay 
to look at the past, and nearly always we 
come away with insights which 
illwninate our daily lives. Why could we 
not pay now as cheerfully, to give our­
selves an object of beauty and historical 
significance of our very own? 

General Garfield <later President 
Garfield) slept here, and this is perhaps 
reason enough to preserve the house, 
since not every town in the nation has 
housed even an insignificant President; 
but perhaps General Garfield's stay here 
is only a secondary reason for preserving 
it. 

It stands there on the banks of the Big 
Sandy River, cool in the shade of those 
big, old trees, a symbol of much that we 
value of the past. It has stood for more 
than a century, having been built 
lovingly and well, as houses were then, to 
last, and to represent as high a standard 
of quality as the craftsman could 
achieve He did things by hand, and 
undoubtedly he thought not only of his 
own future but of the future of his 
children. He apparently did not think, 
"Oh, well, it'll be well enough for ten 
years and then I'll tear it down and build 
another," or "Once I sell it, John Smith 
can worry if it falls down." No, whatever 
else he built it for, he built it to stand, 
sturdily and well, for over one hundred 
years. 

Also he built it to be beautiful. He 
perhaps walked about on that curve of 

• ground that overlooks the river, and 
thought what a fine view it commanded, 
and what a peaceful, lovely spot it was. 
Soon the site may be bare again, and 
perhaps a dozen families who can afford 
today's housing prices may enjoy that 
view. Only the ghosts of those who built, 
worked, laughed and sorrowed there, 
planned battle strategy or did their daily 
chores, will remain, unless we work now 

to preserve it, for ourselves and our 
children, as a part of Floyd county's 
history. 

The Garfield Place is listed in the 
National Registry of Historic Homes; 
funds are available from this national 
organization for its restorations and 
maintenance. Its present owner un­
doubtedly wishes to be remembered as 
one who made every effort to preserve an 
important and beautiful part of Prestons­
burg's patrimony. If it is torn down we 
can only shake our heads and call it a 
shame. But if we form an organization, 
apply for the grant, acquire the property 
for the town or the county, then it will 
belong to us .all. We can save it so that it 
will illwninate our present with light 
from our past. As we visit and take our 
guests there to stand in that shade and 
gaze out over the Big Sandy, we can be 
comforted that in a world of too many 
destroyers we are preservers and 
builders.

She said with the 
establishment of the county disaster 
relief program, each community will 
have a shelter, mass feeding provisions 
and an organized communications 
system which will make use of a 
designated ham radio operator as well as 
CB radios. "The communications set-up 
will allow citizens in various sections of 
the county to monitor accurate weather 
forecasts and help to coordinate the 
efforts of Red Cross and other relief 
groups," she explained. 

In addition, trained nurses will be 
dispatched to each community shelter to 
direct the distribution of medical sup­
plies. Volunteer nurses are being 
organized by Marie Conn, of Mud Creek, 
nursing disaster chairman. Case workers 
from Mountain Comprehensive Care 
Center as well as the state Welfare 
Department will also set up family help 
services at each of the community 
shelters, and Mrs. Willis said trans­
portation to the disaster shelters would 
be provided. 

Mrs. Willis stressed that each com­
munity's shelters and relief programs 
would be supervised by members of that 
community. "We believe that the use of 
local people who are most familiar with 
the area will result in the greatest ef­
fectiveness for the program," she said. 

Mrs. Willis said several schools and 
some churches have already been 
secured as shelter sites and that a 
number of school lunchroom cooks have 
volunteered to work in case of a disaster 
emergency. 

Floyd county's emergency disaster 
relief program will be the second such 
program in Eastern Kentucky, according 
to Mrs. Willis. She pointed out that 
Barbourville <Knox county) already has 
established such a program. 

Names of community disaster 
chairmen and committee members as 
well as sites of shelters and instructions 
concerning their use will be announced in 
approximately one month.

the project is to provide staff support in 
the area of health project grant 
development. The staff will be located in 
Winchester. but will work throughout the 
49 Appalachian Kentucky counties, Short 
said. 

Goals for the first year of operation 
include assistance to communities 
designated as critical health manpower 
shortage areas and assistance to com­
munities in grants and contract 
management, institutional shared ser­
vices , merger arrangements and 
budgeting related to grant application. 

According to Short, the total cost of the 
project is $150,232. Local sources will be 
supplementing the commissiOn grant 
with $37,558, while $3,725 in federal funds 
will be made available. The budget 
period for the project is October 1, 1977 
through September 30, 1978, and the 
official grant recipient is East Kentucky 
Health System Agency, Inc.

Such screening involved administering 
comprehensive physical examinations 
for the purpose of detecting, at the 
earliest possible stage, physical 
problems of such a nature as to indicate a 
need for further medical attention. 

Of the approximately 281 eligible 
recipients in the Phelps community of 
Pike county alone, 55 per cent were 
screened by the Big Sandy Health Care 
team. Of 154 children examined, 122 were 
referred to other local or regional 
medical practitioners for further at­
tention . 

The screening program for the Phelps 
area took place during a 1<}-day period of 
gruelling 10-hour-day shifts for the team. 
Five hours of each day was spent in 
transit from the team's central point of 
operation, Prestonsburg, to the remote 
area of Phelps located in the eastern 
portion of Pike county, near the West 
Virginia border. 

In spite of obstacles, the Big Sandy 
Health Care team did such an out­
standing job in Phelps and other similar 
communities in Eastern Kentucky, that 
they were lauded by the Kentucky 
Medical Assistance Program Ad­
ministrators for their efforts. 

This year, the three-member team

Phelps area will be considerably easier. 
The reason? An improved method of 
transportation-the helicopter . . The team 
will be required to spend only one to one 
and a half hours in travel each day as 
opposed to the five hours formerly 
required. 

Helicopter transportation service for 
the team has been acquired as a result of 
the joint efforts of Rexford Music, coal 
mine inspection supervisor (surface) of 
the Mining Enforcement and Safety 
Administration <MESAl, and Roger 
Marshall, Big Sandy Health Care's 
executive director.

Obstetrics <O.B.) is that branch of medicine concerned with childbirth and its 
attendant health concerns, and has been singled out for its exceptional per­
formance and continuing development of innovative services. In keeping with 
public demands, Mrs. Estelle H9rton, R.N., O.B. supervisor, emphasizes that the 
hospital cooperates with those parents who wish to practice the Lamaze method 
of childbirth, allowing the fathers into the delivery room and, later, into the 
mother's room at feeding time. In addition, the Department offers special in­
structions to nursing mothers by closed circuit TV films on infant care shown in 
the patient's room; continuing education on newborn care for departmental 
employees; an introductory brochure explaining what to expect while in the 
hospital; and, in some cases, additional instruction may be given in the home, in 
conjunction with the University of Kentucky.

Ground was broken near Pikeville last 
Wednesday on the nation's first coal 
gasification plant, with Gov. Julian 
Carroll and Pike County Judge Wayne T. 
Rutherford turning over the first shovels 
of dirt. 

Gov. Carroll told the several hundred 
onlookers who turned out for the 
ceremony, that " you are about 8-10 years 
ahead of the rest of your fellow citizens 
On putting coal gasification to work). " 

The gasifier, which is at the heart of 
the new 60-acre Douglas Industrial Park 
about 10 miles southwest of Pikeville, is 
designed to convert coal into clean­
burning low-BTU gas. 

The gas will provide energy for the 
entire complex which will include light 
industrial , commercial and high-density 
residential facilities . 

Cost of the project is $7 million, and 
will be funded by the federal Energy 
Research and Development Ad­
ministration, the state of Kentucky, Pike 
county, and the Appalachian Regional 
Commission. 

In his remarks, Rutherford recalled his 
five-year struggle to get federal approval 
for the project, saying : 

"People at first looked at me like I was 
crazy." Later, he said that he considered 
himself "a lucky man .. I can see what I 
dreamed is a reality."

Rutherford estimated that the Douglas 
project would eventually generate $142 
million in total capital investment, and 
said it would create over 2,000 new jobs 
in the county. 

That , he said, would help "stop the 
outmigration of our people" who find it 
necessary to leave Pike County to find 
jobs. 

He also said the project would mean a 
more diversified economy in the county, 
no longer completely dependent on the 
ups and downs of the coal industry. 

Carroll said that "Wayne Rutherford 
should be complimented for his deter· 
mination to get this project off the 
ground," and said he was pleased that 
"now coal will be used to create jobs here 
instead of being shipped out of the 
mountains to benefit industries 
elsewhere. 

"If I had to pick out one major project 
(for the mountains> I'd have to put this 
right at the top priority," Carroll sa1d. 

In addition to commercial, industrial , 
and residential units, the Douglas project 
is scheduled to include: 

- A consolidated school for about 750 
students; 

- A 120-bed medical facility; 
- A day-care center for approximately 

80 pre·schoolers ; 
- A recreation center for indoor and 

outdoor sports. 
Already constructed at the site is a two· 

bay fire station with a dormitory for 
firemen.

Wrecks, Raid 
Occupy Police 

Prestonsburg police had their hands 
full Friday as a result of three auto 
mishaps which occurred here-two 
taking place almost simultaneously 
within a quarter-mile of each other. 

The twin wrecks, both involving the 
collision of two car-s in almost identical 
circumstances occurred at about 5 p.m. 
in the vicinity of the Dairy Queen and 
Kentucky Fried Chicken. 

A 1964 Ford Falcon was "totalled" 
after pulling into heavy traffic in the 
vicinity of the Dairy Queen and being 
struck by an auto driven by Hubert Clay, 
of Barbourville, Kentucky.

At about the same time, Policeman 
Dick Campbell was called to the other 
mishap which reportedly occurred when 
a car driven by Marie Conley, of Com­
mercial Point, 0. pulled out from the 
Kentucky Fried Chicken restaurant, 
allegedly pu1led too far into the oncoming 
lane of traffic, and was struck by an auto 
driven by Deesie Setser, of West 
Prestonsburg. No injuries were reported 
in that accident. 

The last wreck of the day occurred at 
about 11:30 p.m. when a car driven by 
James C. Reynolds, of the Goble-Roberts 
Addition here, apparently ran off the 
road, plowed through the ditchline 
bordering old U.S. 23 and crashed into a 
city fire truck parked at the No. 2 fire 
station at Lancer.

Line Complete, 
Water Service 
To David Near 

The extension of the Beaver-Elkhorn 
Water District lines to connect with the 
David system is complete and awaits 
only the connection of electric power to 
test lines and begin pumping water into 
David, J. C. Wells, chairman of the 
Beaver-Elkhorn District, said Monday 
after a meeting of his commissioners 
with David representatives. 

The meeting, set concurrently with the 
fiscal court special session Monday, was 
planned to iron out differences between 
the two systems, and these points ap­
parently have been resolved. 

The Beaver-Elkhorn system will sell 
water, wholesale, to David which in turn 
will handle distribution to its own 
customers. The line connecting the two 
systems was financed by a federal grant 
of more than $600,000. 

Meanwhile, Beaver-Elkhorn officials 
said the water line from Hindman to a 
point near Lackey to carry water from 
the Beaver system to the Knott county 
seat has been completed and that water 
service will begin shortly. This line was 
laid to provide a standby source of water. 
Hindman has its own water system which 
is fed by four or five deep wells. 

The fiscal court meeting, with only two 
magistrates, Kenneth Roberts and 
Dewey Roberts, present, was confined 
mainly to routine business. 

Adams Construction Corporation and 
Adams Coal Enterprises were granted 
permission to change the road in 
Oklahoma Hollow, between Allen and 
Martin, so as to move the crossing of the 
waterway there 200 feet and to raise the 
existing road. 

Two bids were accepted-{)ne, that of 
Brandeis Machinery Company for $2,764 
for a deluxe cab; the other, submitted by 
the Cecil Trucking Company to deliver 
5,000 tons of No. 57 gravel to the county 
garage at Allen for $6.50 a ton. Brandeis 
submitted the o.nlY bid on the cab. 

The court authorized the county at­
torney to write the Public Service 
Commission about the territory of the 
Francis Water Co., of Garrett, in regard 
to hookup for the residence of Colwn bus 
Jacobs, and also approved the purchase 
of right-of-way from Maxie Hayes for 
$700.

Burial Allowance 
Available to Vets 

The Veterans Administration last week 
reminded former servicemen and 
women that their families should be 
made aware of the VA burial allowance 
available to eligible veterans . 

VA provides up to $250 toward the 
burial expenses of eligible veterans and 
an additional $150 is available as a plot or 
interment allowance, if burial is not in a 
national cemetery or other government 
cemetery. 

These VA payments will be reduced or 
eliminated in cases where the veteran's 
employer or a state agency has made 
such payments. 

In cases where a veteran's death is 
service-connected, VA will pay an 
amount not to exceed $800 in lieu of the 
usual burial allowances. 

With the exception of Arlington 
• 'ational Cemetry , burial is available to 
eligible veterans at all national 
cemeteries having space, and may also 
be authorized for an eligible veteran's 
wife or husband, minor children and, 
under certain circwnstances, unmarried 
adult children. 

Eligibility requirements for burial at 
Arlington National Cemetery may be 
obtained from the Superintendent, 
Arlington National Cemetery, Arlington, 
Virginia 22211 . 

VA will provide a headstone or grave 
marker for eligible veterans, and 
memorial markers are provided for 
certain members of the armed services 
who die on active duty and whose 
remains are not recovered, or who are 
buried at sea 

An American flag will also be provided 
upon request for use in covering the 
casket. 

Veterans eligible for the VA plot and 
burial allowances and for burial in a 
national cemetery are those discharged 
under conditions other than dishonorable 
and who served in the Spanish-American 
War, Mexican Border period, World 
Wars I and II, the Korean Conflict, or the 
Vietnam Era. Also eligible are 
peacetime veterans entitled to service­
connected com~nsation at time of death 
or discharge or who were retired for 
disability incurred in the line of duty, it 
was pointed out.

Glaucoma is a serious disease that 
can cause blindness and it usually strikes 
persons age 35 or over. 

It is estimated that over 1.7 million 
Americans have Wlsuspected glaucoma 
since many times it strikes people slowly 
and painlessly. However, blindness from 
glaucoma can be prevented if detected 
early enough. 

The commWlity health nurses urge all 
persons age 35 or over to take advantage 
of this free glaucoma screening because 
early detection is your best defense 
against glaucoma. 

Monday, October 3, an outppost clinic 
will be held by a nurse from the health 
department at the Beaver Valley Clin' 
in Martin. Clinic hours will be from 10 to 
12 and 1 to 2 with the following services 
being available: Immunizations, TB skin 
tests, diabetes screening, hemoglobins 
(or blood counts), and pap smears.

What Is a District Judge? 
In Floyd County, the District Judge will do the work 

now being done by five City Police Judges, four 
Magistrates, County Judge, Ju.dge Pro-Tern, . Tri~ I 
Commissioner and Juvenile Judge. Floyd County Will st1ll 
have a County Judge (now known as County Judge 

. Executive) and Magistrates, but their duties wi II be 
limited to fiscal matters, making up the budget and 
supervising the spending of the county tax money. 

The District Judge wi II preside over all civil cases 
where the amount involved is $1500, or less, all juvenile 
matters, and the violation of all state laws and city and 
county ordinances, except offenses punishable by 
penitentiary confinement or death. 

In addition to the other duties, the District Judge will 
a I so preside over a new court, known as the Court of Sma II 
Claims (matters under $500). 

It is estimated that 68 of every 100 persons having 
business before the courts will come first to the District 
Court. 

The office of District Judge will require a person with 
not only a law degree, but also with considerable ad­
ministrative ability. It will require a person with good 
health, good nerve and a willingness to work long hours. 
How the office is operated for the first time may set the 
pattern of justice in Floyd County for a long time to come. 

Believing that I am qualified for the job, I respectfully 
urge you to vote for me in the November election.

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Top education officials in Kentucky 
have been in Washington this week 
keeping United States O£fice of 
Education <USOE > staff up to date about 
how federal programs are faring in 
Kentucky. 

The meetings are part of a series of 
observances designed to get state and 
federal educators talking to each other 
about how their total efforts affect the 
child in the classroom. 

Several of Kentucky's top officials in 
the Department of Education reported on 
programs that are currently of interest to 
Kentuckians. 

Dr. Donald Van Fleet, director of the 
Office of Research and Planning for the 
Kentucky Department of Education, 
reported on a study recently completed 
on Kentucky's standard test scores. The 
study, requested by the legislature, was 
aimed at discovering why test scores are 
declining. 

"We found that Kentucky test scores 
have not declined at the rate they have 
been declining nationally, " Dr. Van Fleet 
said. " Kentucky is really holding its 
own." 

While high school students are not at 
the national norm in basic skills, fourth 
graders are at and above the national 
norm, he told USOE. "We think we're 
making progress and we attribute much 
of the success to Title I (compensatory 
education) programs implemented in the 
elementary grades in reading and 
math.' ' 

"We need now to take a look at what is 
happening in the middle and 
high schools," he said. 

The timetable for implementing the 
federal Education of All Handicapped 
Children Act is unrealistic, according to 
Dr. Stella Edwards, assistant superin­
tendent of the Bureau of Education for 
ExceptionaJ Children. 

Despite that fact, Kentucky is working 
to implement the law. "In that we have a 
lawsuit and a consent agreement, which 
guarantees a due process for the rights of 
parents and local school districts, 
Kentucky is running ahead of most 
states," she said. 

"Parents have to be involved at every 
step of the way," Dr. Edwards em­
phasized. "Handicapped children should 
not be put on the sidelines. They should

programs, " she said. 

Despite a surplus of teachers m many 
areas, rural Kentucky still has a hard 
time getting all the people it needs in the 
schools, according to Randy Kimbrough, 
assistant superintendent of the Bureau 
of Instruction. 

While some teaching fields such as 
social studies or English offer a surplus 
of teachers, "In some specialized areas, 
particularly exceptional children's 
programs, mathematics, chemistry and 
foreign languages, there is not an over­
abundance of teachers," she said. 

"Salaries in metropolitan areas in 
Kentucky are more attractive than they 
are in some of the less heavily-populated 
areas, " Kimbrough said. 

Billy Howard, assistant superintendent 
of the Bureau for VocationaJ Education, 
spoke of the difficulty vocational 
teachers have in keeping pace with the 
rapid changes in technology. 

Ideally, he explained, in order to keep 
teachers up-to-date, they should get back 
into industry on a scheduled basis to keep 
abreast of technological changes.

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KP A President 
Hits Proposed 
Municipal Bill 

The Kentucky Press Association an­
nounced 1ts opposition Friday to the 
preliminary draft of legislation issued by 
the Municipal Statutes Revision Com­
mission which pertains to a complete 
overhaul of Kentucky statutes dealing 
with city government. 

William E. Matthews, KPA president, 
~aid the board of directors of the 
Association took action reluctantly, but 
necessarily, out of "grave concern" that 
Kentucky, unlike other states, could be 
moving in the direction of less openness 
and accountability in government. 

The KP A board, representing more 
than 130 newspapers with total cir­
culation amounting to close to one million 
newspapers, expressed its fear that the 
proposed legislation could become law 
unless its more negative aspects could be 
fully exposed to the public. 

The KP A action reflected the first 
organized opposition to the Commission's 
report. The Commission was established 
by the General Assembly in 1976 for the 
purpose of providing a code of uniform 
·tatutes that would be applicable to all 

cities. 

"In our view," Matthews said, 
"Kentucky has minimum requirements 
binding upon public officials in ac­
counting tor their decisions and for the 
expenditure of taxpayer dollars. ~lost, if 
not all, adjoining states have statutory 
requiremenLo; calling for even more 
detailed accounting of how tax dollars 
are spent. 

"This is no time," the KPA president 
continued, "for Kentucky to start turning 
back the clock in an era in which the 
public has become increasingly leery of 
the performance of public officials." 

Matthews said the KPA took exception 
to suggestions that newspapers are in­
terested in the publication of financial 
statements and other public notice ad­
vertising by government because of the 
revenue generated by such advertising. 

"Actually, public notice advertising 
represents less than one percent of 
Kentucky newspapers' income," he said, 
"and any Kentucky newspaper worth its 
salt is far more interested in seeing that 
public officials discharge their 
responsibility properly than it is in its 
own economic well-being." 

He said KPA supports, in principle, the 
concept of more power for cities. But, he 
said, if cities are to enjoy more power, 
they must be willing to pay the price by 
accounting to the1r constituents, not just 
by telling what they're doing, but how 
much it costs. 

As far as the KP A is concerned, 
Matthews said, the right of the public to 
know what government is doing is a right 
passed down and through the nation's 
forefathers, a first amendment privilege 
given by those who were zealously 
conscious and protective of each 
American's right to know what was 
happening to those tax dollars which he 
forwarded to his local, state and federal 
governments. 

Matthews said KPA rejects the 
commission's notion that the press 
should be provided with the information 
now contained in public notice ad­
vertisingand then left with the discretion 
of running what the editor decided ought 
to run. 

"There is no doubt th~t certain 
revisions need to be made in statutes 
dealing with city government," the press 
spokesman said, "but those revisions 
should not result in such a total shift of 
power from the state to local govern­
ments."

A grandmother asks: "Is it true that a 
child died after swallowing Laetrile?" 

ANSWER line: Early in June, 1977, a 
10-month old girl in Buffalo, N. Y. died of 
cyanide poisoning after she accidentially 
swallowed an undetermined number of 
Laetrile pills belonging to her father. 
Laetrile is an extract of apricot pits that 
is touted as a cancer cure and preven­
tative, but has been shown to be of no 
value against cancer when subjected to 
rigorous scientific tests. Taken by 
mouth, Laetrile can be broken down into 
a cyamde component by intestinal 
bacteria and can then be absorbed into 
the body. Very large doses can create 
cyanide poisoning. 

A canal barge operator asks: "Is there 
any link between a person's religion and 
cancer?" 

ANSWER line: Religious factors as 
they govern lifestyle may have an in­
teresting but indirect influence. For 
example, Seventh-day Adventists do not 
smoke or drink alcohol. They follow a 
diet often high in whole grains and 
unrefined foods and low in meat. They 
also have a cancer rate half that of the 
general population. Mormons follow a 
similar pattern. Obviously there are 
research leads in the different patterns of 
cancer in our population. Study of life 
style and personal history are part of the 
American Cancer Society's million­
person Cancer Prevention study. 

An airline stewardess writes: "One of 
my friends told me that she has a con­
dition called "dysplasia" and must have 
frequent Pap tests. 1 thought that Pap 
tests were for cancer. What is this all 
about?" 

ANSWER line: Dysplasia refers to an 
abnormality of cells of the cervix, the 
small structure that is the opening of the 
womb. The condition can be detected by 
the Pap test and careful microscopic 
examination of samples of these ab­
normal cells can show whether dysplasia 
is slight or advanced. While dysplasia is 
not cancer, it may, in some women, 
eventually lead to cancer over a period of 
years. It is a precancerous condition that 
must be monitored by a physician. 
Please remember that not ·all dysplasia 
becomes cancer. In one study, for 
example, only one-third of women with 
marked dysplasia actually developed 
cancer. Your friend is lucky to have her 
condition diagnosed and followed 
because should she develop cancer, 
treatment can be done at a very early 
stage of the disease when the probability 
of cure is excellent.

End of Doctor Shortage Seen 
Beach vacations 
costing you 

The shortage of doctors in primary 
care medicine which has plagued Ken­
tucky for a number of years may soon be 
a thing of the past because of a year-old 
program being administered by the 
University of Louisville and the 
University of Kentucky. 

The program, established by the 
Kentucky General Assembly during its 
1976 session, is known as the Kentucky 
Residency Program and provides money 
enabling graduates of the two univer· 
sities' medical schools to receive their 
residency training in Kentucky. 

Last year-the first year the program 
was in effect-each university received 
$350,000 for this purpose. And eventually 
the state will divide $5.2 million per year 
between the schools, funding 228 
residency positions throughout Ken­
tucky. 

Dr. William VonderHaar, who ad­
ministers the program at U of L, said 
that a special task force discovered that 
Kentucky was losing a large number of 
physicians which had been trained at U 
of Land UK. 

As VonderHaar explained it, studies in 
the past have shown that approximately 
70 per cent of all doctors set up practice 
within 50 miles of where they perform 
their residency training. 

But because Kentucky's two medical 
schools haven't had enough money to 
fund residency positions in the state for 
all their graduates, many of those 
graduates have had to leave Kentucky 
for that training, and less than half have 
returned here to practice. 

This created the doctor shortage, he 
said, and the shortage is greatest in those 
fields where the need traditionally has 
been greatest-in family practice, ob­
stetrics and gynecology, general 
pediatrics, emergency medicine and 
general internal medicine. 

The residency program funds are used 
to set up residency positions in Kentucky 
in those specific fields. 

''This is only one source of funds that 
we get to finance our residents," Von­
derHaar said, "but it's a very im­
portant one. 

"It's crazy for the state to put the kind 
of money it does into training doctors in 
our two medical schools if we're going to 
have to turn around and send them out of 
state for their residency training­
especially if only 30 per cent of them are 
going to return to Kentucky." 

The bill also may go a long way toward 
providing doctors to those rural areas of 
the state where they are most needed. 

That's because the legislature 
stipulated that one-third of all man­
months of training funded by the 
program must be in hospitals and clinics 

SBA Disaster Loan 
Deadline, Sept. 30 

R. B . Blankenship, director of the 
Kentucky district office of the Small 
Business Administration, announces that 
the "final deadline" to file application for 
an SBA disaster loan will be Friday, 
September 30. 

All persons who experienced a loss in 
the April 4 and 5 flooding of personal 
effects, loss or damage to home or 
business are eligible for an SBA disaster 
loan . But, the application or loan request 
must be filed on or before September 30. 

SBA disaster offices are open at five 
eastern Kentucky locations from 9 a.m. 
to 6 p.m., Monday through Saturday in 
Prestonsburg, Harlan, Pineville, 
Pikeville and Belfry. 

Mr. Blankenship also announced that 
the disaster offices in Prestonsburg and 
Pineville will be closed permanently on 
September 30. Persons in Pineville are 
asked to contact the SBA disaster office 
in Harlan and persons in Prestonsburg 
should contact the Pikeville disaster 
office. 

"The Harlan, Pikeville and Belfry 
disaster offices will handle all disbur­
sements and correspondence after 
September 30." 

As of September 19, the total amount of 
SBA disaster loans approved in eastern 
Kentucky was 40.1 million dollars .

outside the health sciences centers of the 
two medical schools . 

To fulfill this requirement, Von­
derHaar said, many students will receive 
two-thirds of their residency training in 
the health sciences centers and the other 
third elsewhere . And some of them may 
receive all of it outside the health 
sciences centers. 

Since most doctors do eventually 
practice near the place they took their 
residency training, this should help 
alleviate the shortage of doctors in the 
state's rural areas, he said. 

However, this requirement has created 
some difficulties, VonderHaar added. 
The Liason Committee on Graduate 
Education of the American Medical 
Association requires that a hospital have 
at least 200 beds in order to qualify for a 
residency program. And there aren 't that 
many hospitals outside Louisville and 
Lexington with that many beds, he said. 

He is in the process of devising a plan, 
however, which will determine on a year­
by-year basis where U of L's residents 
are to be placed throughout the state. 

During the first year of the program, 
Kentucky Residency Program funds 
enabled U of L to place four residents in 
Trover Clinic in Madisonville, four at U of 
L-affiliated hospitals, four at St. Joseph's 
Hospital in Louisville, two in Bowling 
Green and one each in Berea and Central 
City. 

During the current year 38 positions 
will be funded, including Paducah, a new 
site. 

Overall , VonderHaari is pleased with 
the program , and he believes it will prove 
to be an important factor in seeing that 
Kentuckians get the medical care they 
need and deserve.

An agreement will be negotiated which 
will close the Maxey Flats radioactive 
waste disposal site in Fleming county for 
two years. 

The ad hoc committee for the 
negotiated closing of the site and James 
Neel, president of Nuclear Engineering 
Co. (NECO > which has operated the site 
since 1963, agreed last Friday to 
negotiate an agreement which would 
suspend NECO's lease and operating 
licenses for two years. 

In a memo to the committee, Finance 
Secretary Russell McClure had 
recommended the two-year moratoriwn 
tmtil research at the site either indicates 
that the site does not possess ' 'charac­
teristics considered necessary for the 
long term containment of low-level 
radioactive waste." If it is determined 
that the site is unsafe, the memo said, 
"then a further agreement would be 
entered between the commonwealth and 
NECO for the permanent closing of the 
site. " 

Neel emphasized that the closing would 
be a moratoriwn, not a permanent 
suspension of the site, until its safety is 
determined.

Dec. 1 was set as the date for closing 
the site. Neel said that for the next two or 
three weeks there would be very few 
shipments of nuclear waste to the site 
although these shipments would be 
higher level radioactivity material and 
lower weight, since state law requires 
payment of 10 cents a pound on wastes 
buried at the site. He did say, however, 
that no new trenches would be opened at 
the site. 

The committee will meet again within 
" a maximwn of 10 days" to discuss 
further details of closing the site. Con­
cern about the safety of the Maxey Flats 
site increased recently when seepage of 
water from three burial trenches was 
discovered Aug. 24.

the site while research is being done. 
"We think there is a real good possibility 
of getting federal compensation on these 
costs,'' he added. 

McClure said the committee wi11 try to 
interest ERDA in the possibilities of 
using the Maxey Flats site as a research 
facility on radioactive waste disposal. He 
said the U.S. Geological Survey is 
currently drilling research wells at the 
site. 

Neel said he didn't foresee any 
"substantial volume" of nuclear 
material entering the site from now on, 
adding that he was " anxious to close the 
site as soon as possible." 

A final agreement will probably be 
negotiated within the next three to four 
weeks, McClure said.

Hearings Set 
On Bell Rate 

The Kentucky Public Service Com­
mission <PSCl concluded last Thursday 
two days of public hearings on a $54.2 
million rate increase request by South 
Central Bell Telephone of Kentucky. The 
request, if granted, would raise Bell's 
rates in one stroke by the equivalent of 
Bell's rate increases in the past five 
years. 

In Wednesday's testimony, South 
Central Bell Vice President J. D. 
Matheson Jr. said the rate increase 
request was prompted by the effect or 
inflation on company profits. Profits had 
fallen to an 8.2 per cent return on the 
company's equity investment. 

Matheson said such a low level of profit 
could begin to discourage investors from 
buying American Telephone and 
Telegraph CAT&T) stock, which would 
then cut into South Central Bell's ability 
to provide service to new customers, 
while maintaining quality service to 
present consumers. 

South Central Bell is wholly-owned by 
AT&T. 

The PSC had previously stated that 
South Central Bell should earn a profit of 
11 per cent or company equity in­
vestment. South Central Bell's request 
asks that the profit level be raised to 13·15 
per cent. 

Bell spokesman Cruse Braswell, Jr. 
noted outside the meeting that even at 
the PSC's level of profit, present rates 
fall short by almost 3.0 per cent. Braswell 
also commented that the present rate 
increase request would be unnecessary, 
had the PSC granted more of the com­
pany's previous requests. 

Braswell said some 12,000 Kentuckians 
are now on waiting lists for new service 
or to be placed on private lines from 
party lines. The present rate simply does 
not encourage investment, which would 
give the company the capital to provide 
the needed facilities, he said. 

Bosworth M. Todd Jr., president of the 
Boston Corp., or Louisville, testified that 
while his investment company would not 
stop handling AT&T stock if the request 
is refused, such action might be taken if 
the four other states served by South 
Central Bell refused similar requests. 

Intervenors in the hearing included the 
consumer protection division of the state 
Attorney General's office; Jefferson 
County and the City of Louisville; the F ­
M Corp.; Interconnect Telephone 
Association; Secretary of the Army, U.S. 
Department of Defense; and Consumers 
Diversified Services.

Health Tip 
Overweight Children

That plump, healthy, happy youngster 
may grow up into a fat, unhealthy, 
unhappy older child, and later into a fat 
adult who is prey to all of the physical 
ailments that are a part of obesity. 
· Faulty eating habits started in early 
childhood often are the cause of over­
weight adults in later life, says the 
American Medical Association. 

All too many mothers, with the best of 
intentions, nag their children into eating 
more than they want to eat. The healthy, 
fat baby who remains chubby as he 
grows into preschool and first grade 
years becomes less attractive as an 
individual. And the habit of eating more 
calories than necessary is likely to 
remain the rest of his life. 

The parent who thinks the child should 
lose weight should seek expert help on 
how he should lose it. If it fits your 
doctor's counsel, here are some tips to 
help your youngster lose weight-

-Weigh once a week and keep track of 
the weight. Use the same scales and 
wear approximately the same clothing. 
-It isn't necessary to cut out all 

desserts and snacks, as long as their 
calorie count is included in the daily 
total. Fresh fruits are good for snacks 

-Keep a supply of raw carrots. 
radishes, celery sticks and pickles for 
more snacking. Tomato juice or clear 
bouillon can serve for drinks. 

-Cut out rich salad dressings; instead 
use vinegar and lemon juice. 

-Trim fat from meat, take it easy on 
the butter, substitute skim milk for whole 
milk. But be sure to serve plenty of fruits 
and vegetables. 

The most important factor in helping 
the obese child to reduce poundage is to 
handle it naturally. Don't make a point of 
telling the child he is on a reducing diet. 
Just serve the meals naturally and as a 
matter of course. Avoid nagging the child 

bout his weight and his diet. It will only 
make him more rebellious and more 
inclined to snack on the sly.

In 'Back-to-Basics' Curriculum 

A MESSAGE And there are landowners ·ho wish 
they could provide wildlife h bitat on 
some of their unused acres, don't 
know exactly how or just don't ve the 
time to manage lands for wildll 

It would be great if th 
energetic young people and lan 
with some idle land and perha 
farming equipment-could get t ether 
under the guidance of a wildlife bi logist. 
And if they had some money t work 
with, things would be even bett • 

Well. the Game Management vision 
of the Kentucky Department of Fi and 
Wildlife Resources has hired a bi ist 
to bring these two groups tog er, to 
offer technical assistance in pl nning 
and planting wtldlife habitat a d to 
reimburse the youth group <from up to 
$250) for such items as seed, fert 
lime, soil tests or fencing. 

This program was initiated last 
January with the hiring of Jimmy ay, a 
Kentucky native who has at nded 
Murray State University and Old oma 
State University. May held a s ilar 
position in Texas since 1W3. 

This is the first full school year the 
program, and May hopes to find a l t 
30 youth groups interested in doing e 
wildlife management and get t 
together with willing landown 
expects that most of his youngst 
belong to groups such as 4-H or FFA, 
scouting groups could get involveCI, s 
could civic clubs or sportsme 's 
organizations which want to spondo a 
worthwhile project for youngsters. 

The wildlife plantings will be designed 
primarily for farm game animals such s 
rabbits, quail and doves. Howeve~ s 
with all such wildlife habitat i · 
provement projects, many non-ga 
species, such as song birds and benenci 
insect-eating birds, will also use the fooa 
plots. 

Besides the immediate benefit to 
wildlife, there are educational ad· 
vanntages as well. The participating 
youngsters learn the importance of 
wildlife habitat and how changes in the 
environment can improve conditions for 
birds and animals. 

And the landowner will probably learn 
something about habitat improvement 
also. In most of the projects already 
under way, the property owners have 
pitched right in with the kids and seemed 
to enjoy themselves just as much, May 
says. 

Since most of the )Outh groups will be 
farm oriented, May expects tbe 
knowledge the members gain from their 
peojects to stay with them, so as adultl, 
they will know qwte a bit about wildli 
habitat improvement. All in all, he ex· 
pects the long-term educational benefits 
to be more important than the actual 
habitat improvement work.

Character education is one of the 
"basics," according to Dr. Jay Mulkey, 
who says that education's current move 
"back to the basics" will only strengthen 
concepts of character. 

Mulkey, a training consultant for the 
American Institute of Character 
Education In San Antonio, Texas, says 
that "values are the most important 
things in anyone's life." 

Character education means the values 
a child accepts which will contribute to 
his personal conduct through life. 

Counting to Ten, 
Still Good Advice 

The old admonition to count to ten 
before lalD"lching into a fight is still good 
advice, according to Dr. Wayne Dyer, 
author of "Your Erroneous Zones." In 
fact-at least in family fights-the 
psychotherapist suggests waiting a full 
60 seconds before charging in. 

But are family fights necessary? Dyer 
says no. As he writes in the October 
Reader's Digest: "Heated agruments 
are destructive to all involved, resulting 
in a breakdown of communication, a 
distancing between the fighters and such 
unpleasant physical reactions as in· 
creased blood pressure, headaches and 
insomnia." 

Chances are, he says, you take part in 
the same-old-family..fight because you 
feel sorry for yourself, or want to 
manipulate other members of the 
group-primarily to make them behave 
more like yourself. These are usually 
habits of long standing, but they can be 
changed, Dyer asserts. 

Some of his suggestions: Don't take 
responsibility for other people's 
behavior. If the children refuse to clean 
their rooms, simply close their doors and 
let them live with the clutter. Similarly, 
try to remember that it's not your fault if 
they get poor grades; it's their respon· 
sibility and their choice. "Never allow 
their behavior to be the source of your 
anger," he counsels. 

You have other options as well. If an 
argument looms, you can leave the room, 
postpone a discussion to a less stressful 
moment, or try to put yourself physically 
very close to the other person. Ever tried 
having a fight with someone while you're 
holding hands'? 

Dyer says family fights would go the 
way of the dinosaur if we heeded Robert 
Frost's words: "We love the things we 
love for what they are." 

"When you apply this concept of love to 
your own relationships, those same-old· 
fights must by definition disapiJI@' 
from your life," he concludes.

"Being able to let someone else have 
their own values doesn't mean that you 
are permissive or wishy-washy," Mulkey 
says. In fact, he contends that quite the 
reverse is true. "You must be absolutely 
sure of your own values if you are to let 
someone else have different ones and 
accept them, anyway." 

Children can often define their values 
or discover the reasons for rules on their 
own when engaged in a group discussion, 
Mulkey says. It is not always necessary 
for a teacher to direct a discussion of 
values, he told a group of educators 
assembled in Frankfort. 

TO DEMOCRATS 
During a demonstration discussion 

with fifth-grade students from Frank· 
fort's Second 'Street Elementary School, 
Mulkey led students through a discussion 
of what is fair, whether they would lie, 
and why there are rules at their school. 

Mulkey was conducting an awareness 
training session for Kentucky Depart· 
ment of Education staff members and 
personnel from local school districts, 
including superintendents, instructional 
supervisors and teachers. An assistant 
superintendent, an elementary principal 
and elementary teachers from a school 
district in Champagne, Illinois also at· 
tended the workshop. 

Elementary and secondary schools in 
Kentucky have been directed by the state 
Board of Education to include character 
education as an integral part of their 
curriculum. 

Some workshop participants were 
concerned that teachers might force 
their own value system on students. 
Others wondered who would decide what 
values would be taught to children. 

Mulkey said the teachers must remain 
open when dealing with their students 
and must be willing to find out why others 
think the way they do. 

*

"It is difficult to be completely ob­

jective,'' he said, but teachers must 
remember that not everyone has ex­
perienced the same things, which ac­
counts for differing values and beliefs. 

While teachers should not force their 
values on a student, according to Mulkey 
they should impress upon a student that 
not all behavior is acceptable.
