-.orne Kentucky teachers could 
receive raises or bonuses based 
on performance evaluations, 
added duties or training. or for 
working in a high-needs school 
or hard-to-till fields. such as 
special education. 

"The goal is to get more 
qualified teachers in classrooms 
and promote teacher excel­
lence," said state Rep. Harry 
Moberly. D-Richmond. who led 
an effort in the General 
Assembly earlier this year to 
create the pilot program. which 
he would like eventually to take 
;.tate wide. 

Although a growing number 
of school districts nationwide 
have begun to experiment with 
alternative teacher pay. 
Kentucky may be among the 
first to undertake a statewide 
pilot effort aimed at reducing 
critical teacher shortage'> in cer­
tain subjects, said Kathy 
Christie. a vice president of the 
Denver-based Education 
Commission of the States. 

Alternative pay doesn't sit 
well with teachers' unions. 
which view it as unfair. divisive 
and unproven. 

"Having a science teacher 
earn more than an English 
teacher. who may be putting in 
longer days grading "riting 
assignments ... you can imagine 
how that makes people feel," 
said Brent McKim, a physics 
teacher and president of the 
Jeffer,on Coumy Teachers 
Association. 

The Kentucky Education 
As'iociation. v. hich represents 
teachers statewide. also wants 
to stick to the current pay sys­
tem. And teuchcrs such as Alan 
Miller. a middle school lan­
guage-arts teacher in 
Bloomfield. say what's really 
needed is bcucr pay for all. 

"If they paid teachers more. 
we wouldn't he having this con­
versation,'' he said. 

Kentucky district~ will be 
invited to npply to become one 

of the five pilot efforts this year, 
after the state Board of 
Education approves regulations 
being drawn up by the 
Department of Education. The 
department would evaluate 
applicants based on criteria set 
by the board. 

Each district will have lee­
way to propose its own version 
of alternative pay. 

Bob Sexton. director of the 
Prichard Committee for ~ 
Academic Excellence, a 
Kentucky education advocacy 
group. said he expects most pro­
posals to steer clear of the con­
troversial idea of linking pay to 
teacher evaluations. \vhich rais­
es questions about how teachers 
should be judged. 

Instead. he predicted most 
would seek to augment the cur­
rent pay scale with extra pay for 
training. added duties such as 
mentoring and curriculum 
development, and to Jure teach· 
ers to high-demand fields or • 
high-poverty schools.

The dog's bronze grave mark­
er is six feet from a joint plaque 
shared by Montgomery's mother 
and father, who died in 1980 and 
1995. 

Montgomery, however, said 
she knew the dog because she 
once asked its owner, Dorothy 
Fouts of Wittensville, for a job ut 
a wood-products plant several 
years ago. 

When she discovered · the 
dog's grave, "I got so upset, I had 
to leave," said Montgomery, 53, 
of East Point. "Mrs. Fouts was a 
very nice lady, and the dog was 
precious. This is nothing personal 
against her or the dog. But I just 
don't believe animals should be 
buried among people in commer­
cial cemeteries." 

Jason Sauer. u '>pokesman for 
Auomey General Ben C'h&tndler. 
said that m the ahsence of 
statutes, Kentucky courts since 
1907 have allowed commercial 
cemetery bylaws to detenninc 
their burial rules. 

Preston defended the decision 
to bury the dog in the cemetery. 
saying it had been a "crutch" for 
the Fouts family afler their 19-
year-old son died in 1990 . 

Montgomery acknowledged 
she has had differences with 
Preston's companies. She also 
said she did not get the joh she'd 
sought with Fouts' company. But 
she denied any vendetta against 
Preston or Fouts. 

"This is a moral Jssue," she 
said. 

The cemetery owners agreed 
to her original request in 
December to move her parents· 
'remains to another location. she 
said, but her brother and three sis­
ters disagreed. saying they want 
the dog moved. 

Montgomery smd she has filed 
a complaint with the National 
Cemetery Customer Service 
Council in Washington nnd one 
with Chandler. 

"My mother wouldn't have 
allowed me to do this, but all the 
older people I've talked to think 
this is awful,'' ~he said. "I love 
dogs. But there's a line yuu 
draw.''

The economic news for Eastern KentucJ..")', and particularly Aoyd 

County, has not been good of late 
F1r ... t came word from the U.S. Census Bureau that Aoyd County is the 

I Oth-poorest county m Kentucky. and that its compatriots at the bottom arc 
also almost exclusively from the eastern th1rd of the state. 

Next came \\ord of mining layoffs, followed by more layoiTs and yet 
more. signaling that the ballyhooed coal boom wdcomed la~t year had fiz­
zled 

Taking the two trends together. we can see that an already weak econo­
my is gettmg weaker 

Clearly, this dO\\nward trend is evidence that Eastern Kentuck) needs to 
reject old methods of economic development and find new ways to expand 
its economy. But at the same time-, it is alo;o clear that the old "new ways'' 
do not work much better. 

For the most part, previous attempts to divcr~ify the Appalachian econo­
m)' have bmled down to t\\o thmg~- touri m and industrial parks, neither of 
\\hich have panned out 

Effort! to capuah1.e on tounst dollars have most!) resulted in a growth of 
low-wage. sen 1ce~sector JObs. while industnal parks created in the last 
decade hmc <>ened to grow more gross than industry. And what indusU)' 
that has come to Eastern Kentucky has often proved to be fickle, offering 
pie-an-thc-!tk.)' prom1 es which arc never met, perhaps to be followed by a 
shuttered plant a few )Cars down the line. 

We will not attempt to present ourselves as experts on the subject, but for 
discussion's sake could we admit that perhaps part of the problem is that we 
have spent too much of our resources chasing outside money and too little 
developmg what we have? 

Let's not forget the number done on I-:.tstcm Kentucky by absentee coal 
and timber barons, who plundered our hiiJ... for what they were worth, then 
pulled up stake<> und left liule behind. Who's to say that out·of-state factory 
owners hoping to exploit a cheap labor market. or even tourists who have 
not ties to the commumty, will treat us much better? 

Tounsm and industrial recruitment certainly have their place. In fact. 
they arc essential to de\ elomng a well-rounded economy for our community 
and we make no argument for abandoning either. 

But they are by no mean$ the only ingredients for creating economic sue­
ces . a.md. so far. another crucml piece of the recipe ha-. been left out 

Instead of searching for a\ iors from \\~thout. perhaps we would do bet­
ter to inve t Within. Wouldn't we be better off now if the millions that have 
been spent on some of our \ acant industrial parks in the past had instead 
been used to upport local busine es nlready in our community and those 
yet to be de\ eloped? 

Ideas such as Paints\1lle's small business incubator- part of that town's 
Commumty Dc\clopmem lnit.ati\e- may very well be worth stealing. 

L nder the incubatm project. entrepreneurs who are big on ideas but shan 
~ on cash are g~vcn a place for their businesses to take root While there, they 

arc g1ven assistance in developing business plans so that they have a better 
chance of succeeding. Finally, once a new business is on its feet, it clears 
out for the next entrepreneur needing a little help to get off the ground. 

While Paintsville's effon is still too new to know how it will work, there 
are strong argument~ for giving it a try. 'Ille incubator not only creates new 
employees, but also nev. business owners. And locally-grown businelis~ 
should be less apt to pick up and lea .. c when things get a little tough, or 
\\hen another town oiTers a few more tax incentives. 

The incubator is only one idea. and maybe there are others which are 
better. But surely 1t makes more sense to anvest in our own people and give 
them u chance to earn pro perity, than to spend all our efforts hoping to 
court an out-of-state c;ugar daddy who will give it to u~.

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Waiting 
for a spark 

Arizona may be the nation's ''hot 
spot" for the moment, but a few weeks 
ago it was Colorado. bnnging back a 
llood of memories for me.

Of course, "recreauon" is a relative 
term. Sure, we were working in the 
campgrounds and trails offered as play­
ground to touri'its of the Pike National 
Forest, but it wasn't much recreation for 
us to head out to the campgrounds at 7 
a.m. Monday mornings to clean up the 
mess the campers left behind from the 
previous weekend. 

the chance to do so. I also had a chance 
to get to know a lot of folks who did the 
same thing as a career, rather than just a 
summer job. and that leads me to the 
whole point of this trip down memory 
lane. 

Judging from what those folks told 
me then. our nation's approach to forest 
fires is nil wrong. Rather thnn fighting 
fire, we should be managing it.

A big rca~on for the spate is 
linle ou·rsight of Internet drug 
sales. he ~a) s. Another may be 
the popularity of performance­
enhancing drugs, because soml' 
of the newest, priciest counter­
feits include complex muscle­
and blood-boosting products, 
he says. 

''1 here i-; a reul intrusion of 

counterfeits into the U.S ." that 
requires action to ensure the 
problem doesn't grow, adds 
Kontnik. His company is host­
ing an international meeting in 
September where FDA. phar­
maceutical companies and anti­
counlerfeiting experts will 
debate how to tackle fake 
drugs. 

Monitoring and fighting 
counterfeiting is made more 
difficult for FDA because drug 
companies aren't required to 
notify the agency of all coun­
terfeit cases - rules that arc 
about to change. Nor do they 

often share what security mca-
1\ures they usc. 

" It's time for the agency and 
1ndustry to attack this issue 
together," says FDA lawyer 
Benjamin England. 

He is finalizing plans to cre­
ate a confidential program 
where drug makers, security 
companies and regulators 
would share what anti-counter­
feiting technologies work best 
for different drugs, and search 
for new ways to spot fakes 
before they sciJ.

The 
researchers. however, said more 
definitive studies arc needed. 

The connection, nt leao;t. is 
considered plausiblt:: 
Antioxidant vitamins have been 
shown to block the effects of 
oxygen molecules callcn free 
radicals. which can damage 
cells and are thought to con­
tribute to cancer and heart dis­
ease. And lesions typically asso­
ciated with exposure to free rad­
icals have been found in the 
br.ains of Alzheimer's patients. 

One of the studies found 
strong effects from vitamins E 
and C. In the other. result' from 
vitamin E foods were more con­
clusive, but researchers said 
there was a suggestion v1tamin 
C also provided benelits. 

Previous research suggested 
that vitamin E pills could slow 
disease progression in people 
already diagnosed with 
Alzheimer's. The new studies 
examined people who had not 
developed the mind-robbing ail­
ment at the outset and suggested 
no effect from pills. But pill usc 
was somewhat uncommon and 
of comparatively short duration 
in both studies. 

The studies appear in 
Wednesday's Journal of the 
American Medical Association. 

One study, funded by the 
National Institute on Aging. 
involved 815 Chicago residents 
65 and older who had no initial 
symptoms of mental decline. 
They were questioned about 
their eating habits and followed 
for an average of about four 
years. 

Alzheimer's developed in 
131 participants. It was diag­
nosed in 14.3 percent of those 
with the lowest intake of vita­
min E foods, compared with 5.9 
percent of those with the highest 
intake. When factors such as uge 
and education were taken into 
account. the highest-intake 
group faced a 70 percent lower 
risk of developing the disease. 

Intake of vitamin C. found in 
foods such as citrus fruits, also 
appeared to have offer some 
protection, but those results 
were not statistically significant. 
~>aid lead researcher Martha 
Clare Morris of Rush­
Presbyterian-St. Luke's Medical 
Center in Chicago. 

Morris said participants with 
the highest vitamin E intake ate 
amounts that could be obtained 

from a diet that includes whole­
grain cereal for breakfast, a 
sandwich with whole-grain 
bread for lunch and a dinner 
including a green leafy salad 
sprinkled with nuts. 

There was no protective 
effect in participants with a gene 
variation culled apoplipoprotein 
E-4, which has been linked to 
the development of Alzheimer's. 

The other study, from 
Erasmus Medical Center in 
Rotterdam. involved 5.395 peo­
ple in the Netherlands 55 and 
older who were followed for an 
average of about six years. 

Alzheimer's developed in 
I 46 participants . Those with 
high intakes of vitamins E and C 
were less likely to become 
afflicted. regardless of whether 
they had the gene variation.

"When they're in a situation 
where they're considering 
spanking. think of something 
else to do - leave the room, 
count to I 0, and come back 
again," Gershoff said in an inter­
view Tuesday. "The risk is just 
too great.''

Robert Larzelere, a psychol­
ogy professor at the Nebraska 
Medical Center, was one of the 
three experts cnt1qumg 
Gershoffs findings.

Larzelere. in an interview, 
said he remains convinced that 
mild. non-abusive spanking can 
be an effective reinforcement of 
nonphysical disciplinary meth­
ods, particularly in dealing with 
defiant 2- to 6-year-olds. He 
shared concerns about spanking 
that is too severe or too frequent.

gripes and disgruntlements 
resurfaced in regard to trans­
portation, high school acade­
mics, athletic facilities and the 
amount of materials presented at 
one time in board meeting pack­
ets and as agenda items.

But eating more fish than is 
typical or eating !ish that arc 
more concentrated in mercury 
can increase the risk to a devel­
oping fetus. Most fish in 
Kentucky show levels of 0.16 to 
0.2 parts per million, ~tilb said. 

Mercury can occur naturally. 
but it mostly comes from emis­
sions of coal-fired power plants 
that settle into waters. It also 
comes from industrial or 
municipal sewage.

Just like $20 bills bear anti­
counterfeiting marks, there are 
technologies that deter fuke 
drugs: tamper-evident bottles. 
invisible inks and holograms 

Meanwhile what should 
patients know'! Don't hesitate 
to question the pharmacist if 
your drugs seem different -
that's how counterfeit 
Combivir wus spotted. And 
don't usc illicit Web <;ites to cir­
cumvent the doctor's prescrip­
tion required for many drugs, 
adds Pfizer's Cook. "If they 
follow the rules, there's a sys­
tem in place to protect them."

Legislature busy doing 
everything but its main job

FRANKFORT - l11c General 
Assembly has hccn busy the last 
few years. 

In 200 I, the legislature met 
in its lirst odd-year session in 
150 years because of a cunstitu· 
tional amendment. The legisla­
tive advocates of annual scc;­

SJons said the extra time would 
clear away the small stuff so 
lawmakers could deal with 
important topics. 

Together. the 200 I nnd 2002 
sessions introtlucC'd I ,74H hills 
and 907 resolutions. Passed into 
law were 442 bills and 6R5 reso­
lutions during those 9(1 days of 
legislative meetings. 

For example, starting next 
fiscal year, Kentucky will ha' e 
an official Latin motto, to go 
along with its official tree, 
flower, fish. outdoor theater and 
fo11sil. And Kentucky w1ll soon 
be licensing privall· investiga­
tors, so an unsuspecting public 
won't be scammed by some 
unscrupulous sleuth. 

Another eight days were 
.;pent in a special session in 
April that produced a few more 
resolutions. 

Yet. the legislature has failed 
to perfom1 the one duty that the 
Constitution requires, at least 
by implication.

He declines to call it a 
budget, yet the effect will be 
the same and from Kentucky 
State Police patrols lo welfare 
payments, citizens of the com­
monwealth probably won't 
notice any difference. 

Williams and Richards agree 
the governor can "pend money 
10 the absence of a budget, fur­
ther questioning the need for 
the legislature to act. 

"From my part, there will be 
no change," Patton said. "Until 
we get probably halfway into 
the year, there will he absolute­
ly no impact.'' 

It is halfway through the fis­
cal year - somewhere around 
December - that Patton expects 
to run up against the topic that 
has stymied a legislatively 
enacted budget 

Three Democrats and five 
Republicans have created 
exploratory committees for 
gubernatorial campaigns. Lt. 
Gov. Steve Henry said last 
week that he would create a 
commtttee. but had not done so 
as of last Friday. 

Sometime in late calendar 
2002. the prospective candi­
dates will create formal cam­
paigns and begin ratsJng 
money, which will kick in the 
partial public financing system. 
Patton said he plans to bonor 
requests for matching funds 

from candidates who agree to 
spending limits and other pro­
visions of the system. 

Patton and House Democrats 
want to retain the public financ­
ing system. Republicans in the 
Senate want to kill it. The dis­
agreement over what amounts 
to as little as Jive one-hun­
dredths of I percent of the 
$17.5 billion budget next year 
could jeopardize real govern­
ment services. 

Democrats argue that the 
public financing system helps 
reduce the pernicious influence 
of big money in the governor's 
race. Republicans counter with 
their own buzz words that il is 
welfare for politicians. 

If the disagreement were 
genuinely over philosophy. the 
two sides might have paid more 
attention to House Republican 
leader Jeff Hoover, who offered 
a compromise that has been 
roundly ignored by both sides. 

Hoover suggested in letters 
to all the parties a proposal to 
include public financing in the 
budget, but bar state contracts 
to contributors to candidates 
and political parties . 

Hoover said his alternative 
would meet the "goal of all 
interested parties" in fair elec­
tions without the taint of big 
money. Hoover said the whole 
issue of campaign finance 
"should be debated extensive­
ly" before the next regular 
meeting of the legislature. 

Last week. Hoover said he 
has gotten no response to his 
suggestion.

GEORGETOWN - Workers at 
Toyota's Georgetown plant have 
begun signing cards backing a 
111m c to unionize the factory's 
7.000 employees. 

Worke~ cite safe() concerns, 
treatment of t.emporary and injured 
worke~. and erosion of benefits as 
reasons for the movement. 

For organizers to hold a secret­
ballot vote for the United Auto 
Workers, at least 50 percent plus 
one employee must sign the cards. 

Organizers declined to say how 
many employees signed cards 
Wedne~day. Another card-signing 
day is ~cheduled for next 
Wcdne.<:day. 

Larry Moffatt, a UAW repre­
sentative working to organi1e the 
plant, said about 15 percent of the 
employees arc working as volun­
teer organizers for the union. 

With the exception of Toyota's 
United Motor Manufacn1ring Inc. 
in fremont Calif., a plant jointly 
owned with General Motors Corp., 
all foreign automakers' U.S. facte>­
ries are nonunion. 

The UAW failed to organize 
workers at DaimlerChrysler AG's 
Mercedes-Benz sport-utility vehi­
cle plant in Vance. Ala .• in 2000 
and at Nissan Motor Co.'s factor 
nl'nr Smyrna. Tenn., lac;t year. 

"ll1is is nothing new," said 
Toyota spokesman Rick 
Hcsterberg. adding that the 
Georgetown plant ran(.;<, second 
among all North American auto 
plant~ in temh of salary and bene­
fits. 'The majority of our team 
members continu~ to tell u~ that 
tht:y don't need a union to repre­
sent them." 

Workers complained 
Wednesday that Toyota has gradu­
ally taken away benefits. including 
cutting live sick days this year. 
Employees said the) now must use 
vacation days as sick days and 
need a team leader's permission to 
use vacation time. If they don't 
show up for work without first get­
ting a team leader's permission to 
J .t: the day as a sick day, they 
could be written up for possible 
disciphne. 

Also at issue. employees said. 
was inconsistent enforcement of 
safety rules.
