Our Superintendent, Charle Clark, is completing his twelfth year as head of the Floyd County Schools, and ha been 
unanunously chosen to serve another four years. This in it elf will make his tenure by far the Ionge t of anyone who ha held 
the position. 

Mr. CJark has truly been the Floyd County Superintendent who has dared to do whatever seems to be the greate t good 
for the greatest number of our children . He ha dared to eliminate practically all our mall chool and con olidate them into 
larger, more effictent units, as witness Stumbo Elementary, Clark Elementary, Osborne Elementary , McDowell Elementary 
additions, and the Right Beaver consolidation of Wayland, Garrett, Maytown and Martin High School . Currently under con­
struction are six additional rooms at Martin, ten at McDowell and on the drawing board an addition and lunch room at Bet y 
Layne. He dared to institute the first 100% Rural Lunch Program in the state. He dared to provide one of the mo t complete 
Adult Education Programs in Kentucky from which have gone 350 eighth grade and 600 high school graduates to productive 
employment. 

Mr. Clark dared ask some 75 of our teachers to leave their homes and go to the niversity for training in the ew Sci· 
ence Process Approach. Floyd County was the first Rural School District in America to receive uch training, and as are ult 
children are benefiting as never before. He also dared, without waiting for help frotn the federal government, to provide Vo. 
cational Shops for our boys, and now dares to add three new hop in order that our girl may be included. 

In addition to the above, special reading programs have been added for both tho eat the high school and elementary 
levels who are experiencing difficulty with that all-important subject, and for those not emotionally or phy ically able to 
cope with our normal school situations, seven additional Special Education units have been added while two full time teach­
ers now reach the homebound and hospital confined students. 

Truly, this man has dared where the welfare of girl and boy was at stake. Daring to do the thing that he thought wa 
right has not always been popular at the time, but has proven to be right in the long run. 

To the man who ha held the office of Superintendent the longest; to the man who ha held the greate t good for the 
greatest number of children uppermost in his thinking; to the man who has led our chool system to be fir t in many worth­
while educational enterprises; to the man who has dared to do when doing nothmg might have been easier; to Charle Clark, 
Sup~ rmtendent re-elect, we hereby say, "Keep Daring," and with pride dedicate this 1971-7: Floyd Countlan.
