Title I of the .Elementary and Secondary Act, the largest hderal aid to 
the education program, was passed in 1965 to provide financial assistance to 
local school districts in planning and operating special programs for educa­
tionally deprived children. It is a supplementary program, designed to up­
grade the educational opportunities of children from di advantaged back­
grounds, and not a general aid program. 

The Reading Coordinators work with forty-five Special Reading Teach­
ers serving 2400 elementary children and 375 high school students in 17 ele­
mentary and 5 high schools.

We, as school nurses, hope to obtain optimum 
health of a child as a prerequisite of modern edu­
cation. Thus, we place ourselves in the school 
setting to assist children in acquiring health 
knowledge in developing attitudes conducive to 
healthful living and in meeting their needs re­
sulting from disease, accidents, congenital defects 
or psycho-social maladjustments.

They work as 
teacher, clerical, custodial, lunchroom, library and hospital aides. Satisfactory 
school attendance and good conduct and grades are stressed. 

Speech Therapy 

Mary unnery and Pamela Goble provide diagnostic screening to 
detect defective sounds. They have found the most common speech defi­
cits to be omissions, substitutions and distortions. Currently they have ap­
proximately 340 children with whom they are working to correct impedi­
ments.
