These teachers go through a voluntary
process, established by the National Board for Professional Teaching Standards, that is achieved through a
rigorus performance-based assessment taking nearly a year to complete. Throu ght this process, teachers doc-
ument their deep knowledge of the subject matter they teach, provide evidence that they know how to
teach their subjects to students effectively, and demonstrate their ability to manage and measure student
learning. We are very proud of two Floyd County teachers who have achieved this certification. Patricia
Lynn (Meade) Handshoe, teacher at Allen Central Middle School; and Carolyn M. Ferrell, teacher at Betsy
Layne Elementary School are recognized for their achievement as National Board Certified teachers.
